Worth, Texas. Quince C. Dunwoody was the son of C. C. Dunwoody and
Elizabeth Evans Dunwoody; and a grandson of David Harvey Dunwody.

David Harvey Dunwody was the son of Patrick McClain Dunwoody who was the son
of Samuel Dunwoody and his wife, Martha McClain, daughter of Patrick McClain.

Nellis Dunwody Bradley, sister of Quince C. Dunwoody, is not custodian of the
David Harvey Dunwody Bible. Ipside the Bible there is found some torn pages
that contain the records of Patrick McClain Dunwoody's family. The remainder
of this Bible is now owned by Mrs., Mary D. Hilmar of Rockville, Maryland,
She is the daughter of W, A. (Bill) Dunwody of Hobbs, New Mexico. W. A.

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. HISTORY OF MOUNT GILEAD-BAPIiST CHURC I+ -

Editor's Note: The following history of McUnf"Gileédeaptisi'Cﬁhréh was
prepared from the Home-Coming dnnual of the church published in 1959,

Mount Gilead Baptist Church wag esteblished over 100 years ago and has
the distinetion of being the first chureh orgsnized in Tarrant County, the
county heving been crested on December 20, 1849, snd orgenized on August 5,
1850. : :

The parent church of Mt, Gilead Baptist Church was the Lonesome Dove
Baptist Church which had been established in February 1846 in Denton County
(then Fannin). 4s other gettlers moved in, the more Aistant members of
Lonesome Dove were dismissed to form churches of their own., On the "third
Saturday of June 1850, Lonesome Dove dismissed severs]l members and granted
them the privilege of constituting a church on the head of Bear Creek.®
This resulted in the organization of Mt, Gilesd Chureh by John A, Freeman,
David Myers, and J. Fyke on July 13, 1850, in the private residence of Daniel
~-Barcroft. The church built its first. place of worship in March or April of
1851,

There were eight charter members listed: John A, Freeman, Danlel
Barcroft, Ireneus Neace and wife, Lucinda Neace, Paemelis Allen, Abby or
Abbie Dunhsm, end two slaves, smbrose and Carolin Collard, The first deacons
were Brother John A. Freeman, snd Brother Daniel barcroft, the former was
the first pastor of the church, He served until dMerch 1857 when he moved
to California. The membership had grown to seventy-five in the.six years
he was pastor, ' : ‘ : =

In 1858, Brother Mug was the pastor; Brother Dobkins came as pastor in
1859, - It was during this year that & band of Indians came through on a raid
and burned the little log church, the meeting place of the Mt. Gilead Congre-
gation, Brother Dobking left the pastorate in 1860, "As a result of the on-
coming Civil War political strife over the State Rights question, the spiritual
growth and development of the church wes greatly retarded, By the end of the
war, the church hsd only seventeen members as shown in the Minutes of the
. West Fork Assocliation,

The records of 1868 show » rencwed interest with the building of a new
house in which to worship. FPastors serving from 1867 to 1879 were Brother
W. W, Mitchell, Brother Jack Hogsn, Brother A. J. Halford, and Brother J. Q.
Burnett. - At the time of Brother Burnett'!s resignstion in 1879, the church
had 200 members, a remarksble growth from the seventeen members in 1865, .

Then there came a period when the church was pastorless, "a great
trouble crept in" and the church was disrupted. Many members withdrew;
churches were establlshed elsewhere.

Beginning in 1886, Mt., Gilead Baptist Church became a member of the
Tarrant County Baptist Association., The Minutes of that organization show
that through the yesrs problems still arose, but were settled amicably,
Growth in membership necessitated a new building, or rather a face-lifting,
and then an educational building in 1953. In 1959 a recreational building
was added. '
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MI', GILEAD BAPIIST CHURCH, Cont'd.

Mt. Gilead Baptist Church has been "a place of refuge for the sinsick
and the troubled and the tired." It served as the only schoolhouse in that
part of the county until about 1910, "Many, many pioneers of the olden days

and now pioneers of the jet-age look te this church as a provider of
spiritual food."

* Anson Jones, son of Solomon and Sarah Strong Jones,
on Jan. 20, 1798. He gualified for an M.D. degree at Jefferson Medical
College in Philadelphia. In 1832 he renocunced medicine., In October 1833
Jones drifted to 'lexas where after much persuasion on the part of the
citizens of Brazoria, he resumed his practice, He served as surgeon in
the San Jacinto campaipgn, Sam Houston, president of the Republic of Texas,
appointed him Minister to the United States in June, 1838, He was recalled
in May 1839 by President Mirabeau B. Lamar. On May 17, 1840 he married Mrs.
Mary (smith) McCrory. He resumed his practice in Brazoria, and continued
his interest in the affairs of the Hepublic of Texas. He was elected
President of Texas in September, 1844 eand took office on December 9. His
days ag president were turbulent, Qn February 19, 1846, at the ceremony
setting up the government of Texas as a state of the Union, he leclared
"The Republic of Texas is no more." le died in Houston on Jan, 9, 1858.

MRS, ELEANCR RUSSELL

Death of the Widow of the Honored
Pioneer of Toxas

This venerable and loved lady, one of the early mothers of Texas, died
at 6 o'clock a.m. harch 22, at the residence of her son, Hon, Stilwell
K. Russell, at 501 South Harwood Street, Dallas. Bound to her by ties
as holy &s ever joinel families wholly disconnected in bloed, I have
been requested to writer her obituary and do so with feelings of sad
reverence, having emoticns akin to worship. Brevity is indesgpensable.

FEleanor Heady was boran in Taylorsville, Spencer County, Ky.,

June 15, 1813. Tor twenty-eight years her father was representative
in the Kentucky legislature. In 1831 she arrived in Brazoria, Texas.
Her future husband, Capt. Willism J. Russell, from North Carclina,
was then eaptian of n schooner and a citizen of Brazoria, That grand-
cst of all the early merchants of Texas, Robert Mills, was then in
prosperous business in Bragoria. He had known this young lady in
Kentucky childhood and was a levoted friend to Capt. Russell, He
snmtroduced them snd induced Capt. Russell to seck her hand in marriage.
On the 12th day of Merch 1832, William J. Russell and Eleanor Beady
were united as husband end wife. Soon afterwards the strife between
the colonists and the Faxicen suthorities began. It started at
Anzhuac, at the mouth of the Trinity. The people became aroused.’
Among other volunteers from the surrounding country there went from
Brazoris Cepts John hsugtin, Wm, J. Russell and Henry S. Brown, the
father of John Henry Brown of Dallas, = Before their departure, Mrs.
Russell molded for her huskand a quanity of bullets, one of which
Capt. Russell fired at a Mexicen soldier on picket duty--the first
bullet fired by an fmerican colonist against the soldicry of Mexico.
A few days later, June 26, 1832, the famed battle of Velasco was
fought, in which the commenders were Capts, John Austin, William J.
Russell and Henry S. Brown, They won a remarkable victory and cap-
tured the fort and gerrison. The ladies of Brazoria, including Mrs.
Russell, “rs. Wm., H, Wharton, Mrs. Josiah H. Bell and others gave

the vietors a warm reception.

Some years later Capt. and Mrs. Russell removed to Fayette County
where he was long chief justice. After the war, they removed to Austin
and some years later to San antonia, where Capt. died in 1883, They
reared & family of several sons and deughters in the precepts of the
viethodist Church, Wm. H., their clder son was appointed in 1860 by
fov. Sam Houston as commigsioner to run the boundary between Texas
and the United States and afterwards distriet judge of the Rio Grande
District. L. D., another son, recently of Belton and now of Arizona;
is a distinguished levyer, snd Stilwell H. at whose house the mother
died in Dellas, has been sheriff, United States marshal and member of
the conetitutionasl convention in 1875. -

Mrs. Russell for fifty years has been a devoled christian voman,
abounding in scts of charity, and loved by all vho knew her, among
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whom the writer of this humble tribute ranks as one-~doubly so because Mrs.
Russell, and her husband were friends of his father until his death in
Brazoriz in 1834.

She will be buried this day at 2 p.m. from the family residence, 501 North
Harwood Street, thence to the Methedist church and the Odd Fellows Cemetery.
May I not add without infringing the rules of propriety that it was my
privilege in the last hours of her life to kiss and so far as sinful men
can to bless this blessed old mother of early Texas, She sleeps the sleep
of the just and pure, a declaration that will be endorsed by James H. Bell,
Mardells A, bMunson, A, P. McCormick, Guy M, Bryan and 2 brigade of men whp
knew her in their youth snd her early married life.

- Two recent articles in the Dzllas Morning News are of interest to
genealogists, " One ig from the column, "East Texss Note Book" by Fred
Pass in the paper of October 13, 1964 and concerns a tombstone in the
Gum Springs Cemetery, near Longview, One side of the stone says:
"Walue of Our Estate $44,378.34." The stone is that of “William A, and
Nancy Miles, The explanation given for this unusual inscription is
that Mr, Miles lost an arm during the Civil War.

OBSERVE 50th ANNIVERSARY
Austin Bureau of the News

Austin, Texas--The inauguration
Tuesday marked the 50th annivergary
for Max Bickler and the Texas

~Supreme Court Bible.

In 1915, Deputy Court Clerk
Bickler was assigned to carry the
Bible and official vaths of office
to the swearing-in of Gov, James
E. Ferguson.

Now retired from the court's
staff, Bickler served Tuesday in
the same capacity as he has done
for all previous inaugurations in
the past half-century. The small,
taped-up Bible is kept in a fire-
proof drawer at the Supreme Court
between inaugurations., Its torn
fly-leaf carries the date 1840 and
the notation that it was the Bible
(King James version) of the Supreme
Court of the Republic cof Texas.

When the State of Texas swore
in the first governor in 1846, the
Bible was ugsed, as it has been for
every governor since.

The Bicklers have a daughter,
Mrs. Arthur Grenier, living at
4317 Stanhope in Dallas, and
another, Mrs. Stuart E, Buckley in
Houston. Bicklerts father was a
picneer educator in Austin.

After the Revolution he moved to
Galveston, where he died in 1839,

John Richardson Harris, son of John and Mary Richardson
Harris, was born in N, Y. in 1790, In 1813 he married
Jane Birdsail. In 1819 they were in Missouri. There he
met Moses Austin and decided to come to Texas in 1824,
With his brother, David, he established trading posts.
He died in 1829 of yellow fever,

Jonas Harrison, son of William and Eligabeth Harrison, was
bern in New Jersey in 1777. He came to Texas in 1824,
settling in Shelby County, where he practiced law, His
resolutions in 1835 advocating immediste declaration of
independence from Mexicc helped to earn him the name of
Patrick Henry of Texas. )

0Oliver Cromwell Hartley and Rufus K, Hartley, brothers,
of Virginia came to Texas in 1846 and are listed as pioneer
attorneys of Texas.

Charles Ready Haskell, son of Joshua Haskell, was born in
Tenn, in 1817, He was still in school when he heard the
news of the Texas Revolution, but joined other young men
of his state and went to Nacogdoches to enter the army.

John Coffee (Jack) Hays, son of Harmon Hays, was a native
of Tenn. After spending some time in Miss., he came to
Texas in 1837 or early 1838, A surveyor by trade, he was
employed by the Republic of Texas to make surveys on the
frontier., 4 noted Indian fighter, he became a captain of
a Texas Ranger Company in 1840, He participated in many
engagements, In 1849 he led a caravan to Celifornia in the
days of the Gold Rush. And there lived the rest of his

John Hemphill, & South Carolinian, after becoming a lawyer,
came to Texas in 1838, and there immediately became inter-
ested in state affairs.

Henderson, was born in ¥, C. in 1808. He was admitted to

_ the bar in 1829. He moved to Canton, Miss. in 1835; be-

came interested in the Texas Revolution and began enlist-
ments for Texas service. He arrived at Velasco in 1836.

He became attorney general of the Republic under Sam
Houston., Early in 1837 he was appointed Texas minister to
Fngland and France, He married Frances Cox of Philadelphia
in London in 1839. He returned to Texas in 1840. He served
as the first governor of Texas, taking office in 1846.

Miguel Hidalgo and Costilla, liberator of Mexico from Spain.
George Washington Hill of Tennessee was graduated from

Transylvenia University with a degree in medicine. He
moved to Texas in 1836 and served as a surgeon at Fort

_ Houston for a year.  He moved to Milam County where he

married Matilda Slaughter. In 1841, serving as Indian
agent he moved to Navarro County where he lived the
remainder of his life.

George Washington Hockley was born in Philadelphia in 1802,
As a young man he moved to Washington, D. C. There he met
Sam Houston who influenced him to move to Tenn.; in 1835
he followed Houston to Texas. He later served as Texas
gecretary of war.

John Bell Hood, son of Dr. John W. and Theodocia French
Hood, was born in Ky. in 1831. He was a graduate of the
U, S. Military Academy. He arrived at Fort Mason, Texas,
in 1856.

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GLEANINGS

Most genealogists are familiar with and use many of the publications
of the National Society of the Daughters of the American Revolution. The
Lineage Books and the magazine are used daily, as are the court, Bible
and cemetery records which various chapters have published.

But how many are familiar with the wealth of material in the annual’
reports of the D.i.R.? Since the early 1920's "Graves of soldiers of the
American Revolution" located in the last year have been carried in table
form, alphabetically by state. Information includes the name of the
soldier, his birth, death, burisl infcormation, and service and additional
facts. In some cases the information is meager, but in other cases much
family and service information is included. They sre well worth investi-
gating, for all the reports give information on graves located.

These annual reports are Senate Documenis, and in the Fort Worth
Public Library may be found in the Business and Technology Department.
4 complete list with document number, Congress and session, volume and
seriel number has been placed in beth the Buginess and Technology De-~
partment and in the Southwest and Genealogy Department. The library
has all of the 66 annual reports except the first five and the 10th,

In going through these reports, eleven Revolutionary soldiers were
found in Texas. Others could have been overlcoked in the text. The
eleven are:

ABSTOM, John (1922-23) Died in Civil War times at age 109 years;
enlisted in Pittsylvania County, Va., as a private in 1779. Crave
located by Mary Garland Chapter, Brownwood.

CHAISON, Jonas {1943-44) born in France, died in Besumont, Texas.
Buried in Jirou Cemetery, Beaumont. Came to the United States with
Lafayette and fought in Revolutionary Army under Lafayette. Leter moved

HODGE, Alexander (1909-10) Houston.

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" HANNA SPRINGS WAS PROMINENT PART IN EARLY HISTORY OF LAMPASAS

(Editor's Note: The following is an
excerpt from the longer article
written by Mrs. W.“H: Moses and
published in the-Lampasag Record,
Thursday, March 11, 1965.)

The name Hanna appears in the
Lampasas County Records as early
as the 1870's, and in en early
cemetery enclosed by a rock wall
are the tombstones of Mr, Samuel
Hanna and wife, bearing the dates
of 1785-1871 and 1816~1873 respec-
tively.

Originally the family migrated
from Illircis to California, sonme
of them by the way of Lampasas,
Texas, and tarried long enough to
have made gquite an imprint on the
early history of the town, and for
John Hanna to have married Isabelle
White.

They seem to have had considersable
holdings, and the law firm of
Ramsdell, White, and Hanna is
mentioned in the county records.
Mr, Jacob Hanna was counselor for -
the Hanna estate. In bock "F" of
the records "Sarah White, wife of
- J. S, White {deceased) conveyed to
Jacob Hanna, attorney for the es-
tate, for the consideration of
$2000.00 to be paid May 1, 1880 at
7 per cent interest all the rights,
interests, and all landed property

-of my husband, J. S. White, relating

to the estate of Isabelle White also

_ the property on which I now reside,

nemely lots 2-3~4 Block 1 of the
town of Lampasas. . . .

John and Isabelle may have been
credited with having built the home
on the south bank of Burlescn Creek
and heving planted the large apple
orchard, which many of the early
citizens will recall was a mass of
peautiful blossoms each spring. As
late as 1895 when the first school
of the present system was built,
these trees also bore some small
fruit whizh the school boys had fun
chunking at each other cn the
school grounds.

It may have been John and Isabelle
who had visions of creating a resort
for the town, after clearing away
the prickly pear cactus, which grew
in such abundance, and the loads and
loeds of buffalo bones which were
mired in the mud around the Springs.

. . . Dated March 1881 is the last
mention of John and Isabelle that I
found, From Jersey Landing, Cal.,
--"Creen Hanna to William Hamna for
the sum of $4,695.40 gold coin. All
personal property of John Hanna and
Isabelle White (deceased) was sold."

' William Beck Ochiltree, a North Carclinian, came to

Nacogdoches in 1839 where he practiced law and became
significant in public life as judge, secretary of the
treasury in 1844, sdjutant general, representative 1o
the legislature. He died in Jefferson, Texas, in 1867.

Williamson Simpson Oldham (1813-1868), son of Elias

and Mary Bratton Oldham, was bern in Tennessee. After
some teaching experience, he studied law. Before he
came to Texas in 1849, he had been prominent in the
political life of Arkansas. He immediately identified
himself with Texas politics, particularly in the matter
of secession. Afier the fall of the Confederacy, he
went to Mexico, and then to Canada, returning to Texas
in 1866. '

Created from Jefferson County and organized in 1852.
The name was chosen by George A, Patillo, who had an
orange grove near the east bank of the Neches River.

Created in 1856 and named for one of its principal
streams. -

Name taken from ponpolo, an Indian word meaning cotton.

Probably for Isaac Parker (Handbook of Texas), son of
Elder John and Sallie White Parker. He came to Texas
from Illinois; took part in the Texas Revolution;
served in the Congress of Texas; introduced the bill
creating the county which bears his name; died near
Weatherford in 1883.

Martin Parmer, a Virginian, came to Texas via Tennessee
and Missouri about 1825. His life in Texas for some
‘eight years was quite turbulent. In 1835 he was elected
a member of the General Council; a delegate to the Con-
vention of 1836; and a signer of the Declaration of
Independence. He died in 1850, '

Robert Potter, a North Carolinian, came to Texas about
1835, and enrolled in the Nacogdoches independent volun-
teers, In November 1835 he was commissioned in the
Texas Navy.

John Henninger Reagan, born Cct. 8, 1818, in Sevier Co.,
Tennessee, came to Texas in 1839 and served in the army

of the Republic, He became a surveyor; then studied law.
Very soon he was in the public eye; a congressman, a

member of the Congress of the Confederacy; then elected
again to Congress serving as legislator and senator; his
greatest service was the joint authorship and advocacy

of the bill to establish the Interstate Commerce Commission.
Reagan was married three times: in 1842 toc Mrs. Martha

‘Music who died in 1845; in 1852 to Edwina Moss Melms who
‘died in 1863; and in 1865 to Molly Ford Taylor. He died

1905.

Justus Real (Julius Real) beorn in Texas 1860, educated in
Texas, was a rancher, engineer, county judge, school super-
intendent, member of Texas Senate, business man. He died
May 29, 1944, at the age of eighty~four, in the house where
he was born.

The Red River borders the county on the north.

‘George R. Reeves, born in Tennessee in 1826, married Jane

Moore in Arkansas, and moved to Grayson County, Texas, about
1845; represented that county in the legislature from 1855
to 1861, when he joined the Confederate irmy serving as

In 1841 he moved to Texas and opened his law office in
San Augustine. In 1857 he became associated justice
of the Supreme Court of Texas. Always active in
politics, he was elected governor of Texas in 1878.

Rockwall A subterranean dike or "rock wall," which outerops at
several points within the confines of the county was
discovered by Terry Wade in 1852, '

Runnels Hiram George Runnels was born in Georgia. His early
years were spent in Mississippi, being elected governor
in 1833 at the age of thirty-seven. He moved to Texas
in 1842, representing Bragzoria County in the Convention
of 1845. He died in 1857.

Rusk ‘ Thomas Jefferson Rusk, a South Carolinian, found himself
in Texas in 1832, He served in the Texas army; was &
delegate to the Convention of 1836 and signed the
Declaration of Independence. Active in the affairs of

Texas, he was elected to the U. S, Senate in 1846 and
gerved many years. :

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THE WARREN FAMILY

Mrs, Clarence E. Moore (Beulah Warren) of 557 Beach St., Fort Worth,
sends the following interesting item:

Because of my interest in the Warren famlly, I went to see Mr. Doyle
Robinson, Reagor Springs, Texas. Mr. Robinson is a grandson of R. D.
Herris and his wife, Ann E, Richardson Harris (1848-1934). This Amn E,
Richardson was a sister of Mary A. Richardson who married John D, Warren
in Ellis Co., Texas, on June 23, 1867.

John D. Warren and his brother, Charles Warren were cousins of my
grandfather, Benj. H. Warren (1844-1918).

Mr. Robinson geve me a little history of those early settlers to Ellis
and Hill counties, coming there from Mississippi, northeastern part. The
Richardsons came to Texas about 1850, or soon after that date.

"In the fall of 186/ thirteen big long covered wagons left Tupelo,
Miss.; settler where Howard, Ellis county, Texas is now. Howard was first
called White League. The thirteen wagons were outfitted at ‘McWhirter's
store, Tupelo, Miss., for this trip toc Ellis county, Texas." Among the
families in this wagon train, Mr. Robinson could recall these:

1. J. D. Robinson, the grandparents of Doyle Robinson-~the informant
2. John Fleming family (the Fleming family was related to the Warren
and Vickery family in Kentucky).
3. Luther Wells family
4. John Murphy family :
5. Miles McWhirter family. Miles was a son of the McWhirter, merchant at
Tupelo, Miss., where the group were outfitted for the trip.
6. The Brookshire family

After talklng with Mr, Hobinson we went to one of the old cemeteries
near Reagor Springs. Many of the bodies buried here have been removed.
This cemetery is on a hill, in the brush, briars, trees; fence is down
and many of the stones are broken; some covered with dirt. We were able
to get the following inscriptions:

Information on Texas property tex lists and a transcript of the
Young County Tax List for 1857 may be found in the Fort Belknap
Genealogical Association Bulletin for Spring, 1965.

During the Revolutionary War, the Government was often pressed for

funds and frequently the pay of the army was greatly in arrears.

To remedy this situation the Continental Congress passed a resolution
that the Paymaster General adjust all accounts between the officers

and soldiers, As a result John Pierce, Paymaster General and Com-
missioner of Army Accounts, compiled a register of the sums which remained
unpaid at the end of the war. Usually known as Pierce's Reglster, this
list is a part of Senate document 988, 63rd Congress, 3d session,

Serial number 6777 and may be used in the Business and Technology De-
partment of the Fort Worth Public Library. Over 93,000 certificates

are listed, totalling over ten million dollars. The Register gives

only the name of the officer or soldier to whom the certificate was
issued but does not show his rank, regiment, or state. If several
accounts were owed one man, each was listed separately. Neither does
it include any account of the large number of militiamen who were paid
by their respective states; nor owing to the peculiar relations existing
between the state of South Carolina and the Federal Government, does it
include the names of any men from South Carolina. At the beginning is

a table listing certificate numbers and to whom they were issued, for
example: 1344-1634, Armand‘'s Regiment, United States, paid to November
15, 1783; Capt. De Bert, Agent. The actual listing of names is alphabetical,
564, pages of them. .

THE FIRST ONE HUNDRED YEARS. .

On May 14, 1865, a small but.devout group of Christians met and organe
ized the First Baptist Church of Farmersville. These early pioneers of our
faith had settled in this area during the preceding decade, but there had been
no formal organization and no house of worship. The church was organized at
a brush arbor revival at the site of the present church. Of the fifteen
original members only five were men: Rev. J. C. Averitt, W. D. Chapman,

G. B. Hobinson, E. F. Tatum, and John Turner. It is presumed that their
wives were among the other members, but no records are available,

-.-Rev, . John.C. .Averitt, . who led the way in organizing the church,. was chosen
as the first pastor, Rev. Averitt held both A. B, and M, A, degrees fron
Wake Forest College, Wake Forest, North Carolina. Since he served other
churches, including Ladonia, early services were held once a month., The
Masonic Hall was used by the young church until 1877, with members meeting
in private homes for prayer and suppllcatlon on the Sundays when there was
no preacher,

four,-with total. contributions of -$82,00. . .....It.was in 1877,.twelve years
after the church was organlzed, that a dignified wooden church along classic
lines wae built. The edifice was dedicated November 18, 1877, with the dedi-
cation sermon delivered by the pastor, J. B. Daniel. Rev. Daniel said in the
Texas Baptist Standard of November 15, of that year that this was "the most
beautiful and complete house of worship in North Texas," . ., .

Dr, Joel Ponton was a tall, slim, wiry man with red hair and mustache, He
rode a horse well, which carried him beyond the confines of the county.
During his lifetime, he married four times and raised three sets of children,
seventeen in all. He settled in the county with his father, William Ponton
and Andrew his brother.
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LETTER, Cont'd.

The son Andrew was active in organizing resistance to the tyrannical govern-
ment of Mexico, and was Alcalde of the town of Genzales in 1835, when the
Mexican government sought to recover the cannon loaned the town in 1831, He
refused to surrender the gun and the town later defended this right. When
the county was organized in 1846, he was elected as its first county judge.

In the meantime, Dr. Ponton was well established in his practice, and, like
his brother, was held in high esteem. He was a frequent visitor in Gonzales,
and on August 5, 1840, while en route to the town with Tucker Foley, he en=-
countered twenty-seven Comanches on horse; they immediately turned back, and
sought refuge on Ponton's Creek, his fatherts lands. In the chase, Ponton

was knocked off his horse with three arrows, one through his hat and into his
scalp, and two in the back. The Indians, convinced that he was dead, then
left him to pursue Foley. Foley was captured after a short chase, but it was
time enough for the doctor to recover his wind and crawl into a thicket, where
he remained for the night. The next morning with two arrows in his body and
seriously hurt, he crawled through the high grass in the area until he reached
the nearest settler's home. It was night before he reached the settlement,
Then the alarm was given and the wounds treated. The doctor recovered slowly,
but he lived to administer to the needs of the sick for thirty more years.

" When he died in February 1875, the old hat pierced by the arrows in the en-
counter was passed down to his descendants as his fondest keepsake.

The area in Sabine County was first organized as the
Sabine District of the Department of Nacogdoches in
1823 or 1824.

Duggan Moran in an article in the June 1965 issue of Local History and
Genealogical Society Quarterly of Dallas.

The only census available for Georgia before 1820.is that of
Oglethorpe County for 1800. Heretofore it has been necessary to make a
trip to the county to use it, but now this census has been published.
The copy includes the names of persons stricken from the original count
as having left the county and a complete index has been made. Some
extra material has been added, At the time the 1800 census was taken,
Oglethorpe County included its present territory and parts of what are
now Taliaferro, Greens, and Madison Counties. All genealogists are
grateful to Mrs. Mary B. Warren for her work in copying, indexing and
making available this important Georgia source material. The book may
be purchased for $2.25 from Mrs. Mary B, Warren, 927 Hill Street,
Athens, Georgia 30601. Mrs. Warren is also editor of the column '"Family
Puzzlers" which appears in the Athens Banner Herald. The column pub-
lishes questions from readers at no charge. Queries should be sent
directly to the column in care of the newspaper. :

"The Board for Certification of Genealogists was incorporated in
June 1964 under the laws of the District of Columbia, Its functions are
to receive applications for certification, to determine if the applicants
are qualified to dc research by an inspection of their works or by giving
them an examination, to issue certificates of approval to applicants
found to be competent to engage in professional research, to maintain
registers of genealogists and genealogical record searchers, and to make
lists of genealogists and record. searchers available to libraries, .
archival institutions, societies, etc. For the predetit, certification
is confined only to those working in the field of American genealogy."

The article continues with anexplanation of the difference between
genealogists and record searchers and the designation for each, where to
write for application blanks and information sheets, the fees for each
category, and the members of the Board for Certification of Genealogists.

"It may be of interest to some of the readers of the Bulletin to know
that the Sabine County Historical Survey Committee is now in the process
of restoring one of the oldest-~and maybe THE oldest~-Anglo-Saxon ceme-
tery in Texas. It is the old Sabinetown Cemetery in Sabine County, Texas,

Among those buried there is the year-old son, Samuel Houston Kaufman,
son of the first senator from Texas, David Spangler Kaufman and his wife,
Jane Richardson Kaufman. Jane Kaufman's father, Daniel Long Richardson,
born 1754, died 1819, is buried in this old cemetery. His grave was one
of the few fine marble markers,

Another fine marker is at the grave of Miss Mary Jane Scott. OShe was
torn in the state of Mississippi on April 12, 1824 and died February 2, 1842
at Sabinetown in the Republic of Texas~~so the marker states.

Dr. Robert Kemp Goodloe, an early doctor of Texas and one who fought
at San Jacinto is also buried there. He was born June 8, 1813, died
QOctober 20, 1879. - '

Phillip Talbert Beddoe, another prominent early Texan is buried there.
He was the first Beddoe to come to America. He was born in England in
1790, The history of that family is very interesting to read.

Other marked graves are those of G. J. Warringer, S. Hogan, and Mrs.
J. A, Morris, There are many unmarked graves, and help is needed to mark
them with the proper names.

Named for Whem or What

Originally named for U. 5. Secretary of the Treasury
Robert J. Walker; renamed for Capt. Samual H. Welker,
Texes Ranger. (1965 Texas Almanac)

Samuel Hamilton Walker was born in Maryland about
1810. He came to Texas in 1836; joined the Texas
Rangers and became a renowned fighter. About 1839 he
was sent to New York to deal with Samuel Colt regard-
ing the purchase of arms for the Texas Republic. He
found Colt and was largely responsible for the sue~
cessfully modified pistol known thereafter as the
Walker Colt. In 1842 he was in the Republic again,
taking part in numerous expeditions, including
Somervell and Mier. He was a prisoner for several
months in Perote. He fought in the War with Mexico,
He was killed while making a charge into Huamantla,
Tlaxcala, on Oct, 9, 1847. His body was returned to
San Antonio for burial.

Fdwin Waller, signer of the Texas Declaration of In-

dependence, was born on Nov. 4, 1800, in Spotsylvania

Co., Va. He came to Texas from Missorui and on July
20, 1831, received a grant of land in Brazoria County.
He took part in the Battl» of Velasco in 1832. The
fanily moved to Austin, the newly selected capital
site for the Republic of Texas. St. John's Masonic
Lodge No. 12., A. F. ard A, M., was organized in the
Waller Home there on Cct. 11, 1839. In the early
1840's Waller moved from Austin to his farm in what
was later Waller County. Waller married Juliet M.

de Shields; they were the parents of seven children.
4 few months before his death Waller moved to Austin
to live with one of his daughters., He died in that
city on January 3, 1881.

Thomas William Ward, second cormissiomer of the Gen-
eral Land Office of Texas, was born in Ireland in
1207. In 1828 he immigrated to Quebec, but shortly
thereafter was in New Orleans. There he responded to
the call of Texans for aid against Mexico. He suf=-
fered the loss of his right leg in the siege of Bexar,
but continued to serve.. After the Battle of San
Jacinto, he became an architect and contractor in the
new city of Houston. In 1841 he suffered an addition-
al misfortune in losing his right arm while firing =
cannon in celebration of Texas independence. On

June 20, 1844, he married Susan L. Marston., He was
active in the affairs of Texas until his death on
November 25, 187Z.

William came to Texas in
1827, a young lawyer, and irn 1833, his brother, John, also

a lawyer, jeined him. Both tecarme actively engaged in the
political and military affairs of Texas. Jokn was described
as the "keenest blade of Sar Jacinto," and William, a man
"of rare ability as a diplomat and statesman." John died
on December 17, 1838, 32 years of age, and William was
accidentally killed by a pistol shot in 7839, 37 years of
age,

Texas Supreme Court Chief Justice Royal T. Wheeler was born
in Vernont in 181C. He grew to marhood in Ohio, and in

1837 was practicing law in &rkansas. There he rmarried Emily
Walker and moved to Nacogdcches, Texas, where he continued
tke practice of law. His appointment as district attorney
in 1842 led to higher appeintments. He was elected chief
justice in December, 1857, and served as such until he
committed suicide in Washington County in 1864.

When
the Texas Revolution began, he served the Republic in
numerous ways. He married Mary Jane Edwards, the daughter
of Gustavus E. Edwards of Austin County. They were the
parents of seven children. BHe died in 1859, the year

after the death of his wife,

James Charles Wilson was torn in England. He attended
Oxford University before he came to Texas in 1837. He was a
member of the Somervell Expedition and the Mier Expedition.
After Texas was annexed to the United States, he served as

a district clerk, a member of the Texas Legislature, both
of the House and Senate, and as commissioner of the Court

of Claims. In addition to his legal.career he was an
itinerant minister of the Methodist church. He died in
Gonzales in 1861. :

Confederate Colonel C. M, Winkler, son of David Tate and
Lavinia Owens Winkler, was born in Burke county, N. C. on
October 19, 1821, The family moved to Indiana before coming
to Texas in 1840 to settle in Robertson County. In 1848
Winkler located in Corsicana, and except for the time spent
in the Confederate service, he called that city his home.

‘United States in 1846." In the fall of 1856 while in

Hougton to deliver & Masonic address, he became ill with
pneuronia and died on November 29, 1856.

William Cocke Young, a Tennessean, came to Texas in 1837 and
settled in Red River County. He became the first sheriff

of the county. Later he was appointed district attorney.
He was a member of E. H. Tarrant's company on an expedition
against the Indians at Village Creek. On the outbreask of
the Mexican War, he and James Bourland raised a company of
troops which marched to San Antonio, He organized the 11th
Texas Regiment of Cavalry in the Civil War. On Oct., 1862
he was murdered by a gang of bandits operating in the Red
River area.

Colonel Antonio Zapata, a native of Mexico, was associated
with Texas chiefly through his relationship with the fed-
eralist movement in the lower Rio Grahde region in 1838-1840.

Lorenzo de Zavala was born near Merida, Yucatan, in 1789,

He became an ardent-liberal and advocate of democratic:
reforms and was active' in many movements. On March 12,

1829 he received an empresario contract to introduce five
hundred families into Texas. In 1835 he established his home
in Texas and became an.active participant in the events of
the Texas Revolution. He was a.signer of the Texas Declara-
tion of Independence. On March 17, 1836, he was elected ad
interim vice president of the Republic of Texas. He resigned
on October 17, 1836. His death occurred on November 15, 1836.

On August 16, 1965 the new Georgia State Archives building was
opened to the public for service. A picture of the building may be
found on the cover of the Georgia Magazine for August-September, 1965.
The magazine alsc carries a story of the move from the old building
to the new.

The Archives building is located at Capitol Avenue and Memorial
Drive in Atlanta, just a short distance from the capitol and other
state buildings. Built at a cost of $6,600,000, every safety device
- known to man has been incorporated. For example, the smoke from a
single cigarette is enough to set off the sensitive fire detection
devices, {Certain areas have been set aside where smoking is per-
mitted,) In all other ways the records are as safe from all destructive
elements as men's ingenuity can devise., Parking is ample, elevators are
handy, and & staff eager to serve make it a pleasure to visit the archives.
Thirty new microfilm readers, each equipped with writing lights, and
posture chairs makes this department the envy of other libraries. Many
of the records of the counties have been filmed and are available at the
Archives, and the process is continuing, The Archives brings in the
original records from the counties, treats them and fumigates them,
laminates the pages, rebinds the volume, microfilms it, and then returns
the original to the county.

Editor's Note: We are indeed grateful %o (olonel Simpson for permitting us

te publish excerpts from the talk which he made on "Hood's Texas Brigade" at
the annual luncheon of the Fort Worth Genealogical Society on Octcber 2, 19565,

This is the story cf one of the greatest fighting units ever organized
on the North American continent--it is known fo history s Hood's Texas Bri-
gade and it fought for #ober, %.  Lee in the army of HNorthern Virginie in the
American Civil War.

Hood'!s Texas Brigade, as the name implies, was composed primarily of Texang--
the 1st, 4th, end 5th Texas volunteer infantry regiments, and did include at
various times curing the war, a regiment of Georgians (the 18th), a regiment
of Arksansans (the 3rd), and a regiment of South Carolinians {Hampton's
Legion). Up to and including the Battle of Gettysburg this famed brigade
was supported by a hot-firing North Carclina Besttery of six guns commanded
by a rotund Irishman, named Captain Jemes Reilly.

Of all the militery units that Texas cortributed to the Confederate
cause, no other held & place in the kearts of the Texans as did this brigade.
I believe that four reasons can be given for this. First, the thirty-two
Texas companies that were in the brigeds were recruited from twenty-six dif-
ferent counties--thus represernting a great many lone Ster communities, hence,
interest in thkis military unit was state-wide. Second, this group of soldiers
were the only Texans who fought in the Army of Northern Virgiris under the
indomiteble Rckert E. Lee--a legendary army under a legendary leader. Third,
Hood's Texas Brigade compiled & fantastic war record anc these successes were
accomplished under the most adverse conditions--so to the Texans back hone,
every man in this brigade was & hero. 4nd fourth, the brigade was & one hun-
dred per cent volunteer uni:t. They were the first mer in their respective
comrunities to volunteer for duty in an active theater, and they were the first
Texas troops to reach a major theater of operations. Fkence, the great ésteem
with which this fighting unit was regarded in the Lone Star State and in the
South.

Most of the companies that formed the Texes regiments of Food's Brigade
had been organized originally as local county or town militia companies in
early 1861, Zxcept in one or two cases, each of these companies possessed a
locally designated, fancy nickname. In some cases these names were designed
to instill pride in e partieular locality, such as the "Navarrc Rifles" and the
"Creckett Southrons,” in other cases the faney names publicized individusls, like
the "Reagan Guerds!" end the "Tom Green Rifles” and in still other cases the
prowess of the local unit was emphasized, as in names like the "Leon Hunters,"
the "Texas Invincibles," and the "Five Shooters." However, once the companies
arrived in Virginia, their fancy iocal labels were exchanged for the drab,
alphabetical, army designaticne, Hence, the game, gallant and glamorous
"Knights of Guadalupe County" became »lain Company "L," Fourth Texas Infantry
Regiment, apd by this homey designation it wes known throughout the war. All
of the other Texas companies made this sqme unromantic tran31tion.

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How good was this Texas Brigade? An evaluation of its service to Lee
and the Confederacy and its efficiency as a combat unit has been recorded
for posterity by both contemporary and present day observers and writers.

In & letter to Senator Wigfall of Texas, following the Battle of
Antietam; Lee wrote, "I have not heard from you with regard to the new
Texas regiments which you promised to ralse for the-army.. I need them very
much, I reply upon those we have in all our tight places and fear 1 have to
call upon them too often., They have fought grandly and nobley and we must
have more of them. With a few more regiments such as Hood has now, as an
example of daring and bravery, I would feel more confident of the coming
campaigns.” On still another occasion the great southern leader had an
opportunity to praise the Texans. While reviewing his army in the presence
of Col. Wolseley, an observer from the British army, who chanced to remark
how ragged the seats of the pants of the Texas brigade were, Lee quickly
retorted, "Never mind their raggedness, Colonel, the enemy never sees the
backs of my Texans." Lee was impressed with the fighting ability of his
Texans.

John H. Reagan, a2 man greatly esteemed throughout the South, who served
as postmaster-general of the Confederacy and after the war as a legislator
and senator from Texas and finally as the state's railrcad commissioner, was
genereus with his praise for the Texas brigade. Said Reagan, "I would
rather have been able to say that I had been a worthy member of Hood's
Texas Brigade than to have enjoyed all the honors which have been conferred
on me., I doubt if there has ever been a brigade or other military organi-
zation in the history of the world that equalled it in the heroic valor and
self-sacrificing of its members and in the brillancy of its services,"

Major-General Martin W. Gary, who commanded & brigade next to the Texas
brigade in the defense of Richmond in 1864-65, wrote in 1879, that 'when
history is truthfully written, Hood's Texas Brigade will stand first among
the brigades of the Army of Northern Virginia, = )

John Bell Hood, the eighth and last Confederate general to be promoted
to four star rank, and who commanded the brigade for some six months, was
profuse in his praise for his old command. Writing his memoirs after the
war, Hood remarked, ". . , in almost every battle in Virginia, it (referring
to his old brigade) bore a conspicuous part. . . . If a ditch was to be
leaped, or a fortified position to be carried, General Lee knew no better
troops upon which to rely. In truth, its signal achievements in the War
of Secession have never been surpassed in the history of nations.,”

Outstanding modern day writers such as Bruce Catton, Ben Ames Williams,
“and Douglas Southall Freeman, after almost a hundred years in retrospect,
have echoed these same sentiments. Catton recently referred to the Texas

brigade as "The grenadier guard of the Confederacy" and said that the troops "

of Hood's Division were considered to be "the hardest fighters in all of
Lee's army."” Williams called the Texas brigade the "greatest 31ngle
fighting unit in Lee's army," and Freeman, the dean of all Confederate
historians, remarked that the brigade was, "man for man, perhaps the best
combat troops in the army.“
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The combat record of the brigade was one of the best, if not the best,
for any like unit during the war. As one member of the brigade quipped toward
the end of the conflict, "We galned a reputation as fighters at Gaines' Mill
and it practically killed all of us to maintein that reputation for the rest
of the war." ' ' .

The brigade was present at 38 engagements that spanned a tlme period
from Eltham's landing, May 7, 1862, to Appomattox Court House, April 9, 1865,
and ranged in intensity from the two casualties at Rice's Depot (&pril 6,
1865) to the 638 casualties at 2nd Manassas (August 29-30, 1862).

Not included in this 38 figure was the roasting ears fight on August 23,
. 1862, and the great snowball fight that took place January 9, 1863. In the
former scrap the Texans and Yanks bombarded each other with ears of corn in
the midst of & 100 -acre cornfield in a fipht for food. In the second hassle
the Texas brigade started & snowball fight that eventually involved about
15,000 "rebel yelling" Confederates and had the Federals across the river
saddling up awaiting what appeared to be a Confederate attack on their
position. ' ‘ : :

It has' been estimated that some 4,500 men fought under the shredded battle
flags of the three Texas regiments of the brigade. At Appomattox, after almost
four years of ardwous service, but 476 or a 1little over ten per cent of these
soldiers were left to surrender. Bullets and disease had killed hundreds,
and hundreds more had been invalided home from crippling wounds and prolonged
sieges of sickness! - : 4 .

Besides the hell of shot and shell that rained on the brigade, its members
were exposed to the rigors of long marches and inclement and intense weather
during their numerous campaigns. The East Tennessee campaign conducted during
the winter of 1863-64 was a particularly trying one. The temperature was often
freezing with snow on the ground, and while one fourth of the men were actually
without shoes, all had to be content with tattered uniforms, threadbare blankets
and rancid or no rations. Wherever they marched, the jagged ice and frozen
roads cut their feet and geve the snow a crimson hue. During the march from
Texas to New Orleans in the summer of 1861, the companies of the 4th and 5th
Texas had to wade through the swamps and mud of lower Louisiana during the
rainy season and combat alligators, snakes, and swarms of mosquitoes in the -
process. The wonder of it all is, how even 476 men were still able: to answer
roll call at Appomattox. : Y S '
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After Appomattox the veterans of Hood's Brigade straggled back to Texas—-
some individually, others in small groups and still others in large parties.
They walked, they went by boat and:they: rode the rails back to the lone Star
State, each eager to see his family and again embrace their interrupted
civilian puwrsuits. . . . c : : : .

John H. Roberts of Company "EV of the 18t Texas was ﬁhe-last known sur- .
vivor of Hood's Texas Brigade-~the last mortal link of this grand group of
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fighters to the sunny southland. Roberts passed awy at his home in
Arcadia, Texas, on March 10, 1934, at the age of 94.

On that March 10, 1934, the last tstitoo for Hood's Texas ‘Brigade was
sounded; an era in Confederate and Texas history ended” and another brigade
of the Army of Northern Virginia was dropped from the muster rolls.

=When LaSalle discovered the mouth

of the Mississippi River, he took charge

" of the river and all lands drained by

it, in the name of and for the King of

France.

Since the Red River is a tributary
of the Mississippi, this would include

all of the lands in North Texas that
drains into Red River. The line was

never setiled bvetween France and Spain.

Therefore, it was referred to as 'no
man's land'. When the United States
bought Louisiana in 1803, Mr. Jeffee-
son and his associates thought they
were. buying the south side as well as
the north side of the river. Maps
issued by the United States show this
_m_to be true.

Spain, in retallatlon for France's

unreasonable e¢laim to the Rio Grande
had always laid claim to the Red
River, .

- In 1819, the United States and
Spain settled the line controversy
by the U. S. relinguishing its claim
to the south side of the Red River
as a part of the consideration for
Florida.

~ The treaty line called for the

. Sabine from its mouth to where the
32nd parallel of latitude crossed it,
and from there due north tc Red
‘River, thence up Red River to the
”100th merldian.

. But ne surveying was done and no
" one knew where the 32nd parallel
crossed the Sabine, Some claimed it
as low down as Nacogdoches and some
.. as far north as Longview, or even
‘Mineola.

If+-the 32nd pdrallel had' crossed
the Sabine higher up, the due North
line would have hit Red River higher

up and Northeast Texas would have been

in Arkansas. This caused consider-
able confusion, Spain, ahd later
Mexico, made land grants in North-
east Texas and the State of Arkensas
laid claim to this section and in-
cluded it in Miller County, Ark.

The settlers paid little atten
tion to who claimed them until the
Sheriff of Miller County came into
the country o collect taxes; then
they formed a mob and drove him
off, claiming that they were in the
Republic of Texas.

When Richard Ellis was presi=-

. dent over the convention that de-
clared Texas independent, hig son

who lived in the same house with

ookl ivwas e omemberoof the Arkansas
Legislature from Miller County.

When the Texas Republic was
formed and was supposed to include
all of the land, the Red River
County was formed and was sup-
posed to incilude all the land the
Red River drained from its south
side, from about the present Ark,
line to its source. The question
of the eastérn boundary was not
settled until 1841 when the U. §.
and Texas had the llne surveyed

In 1837, the Texas Cengress
divided Red River ‘Courty, and cre-
ated Fannin County. Fannin County
thus became the name of parts of
27 countles to the west

At the same time Fannin County
was cut off, the Congress defined
the bounderies of Red River County.
Beginning at the mouth of Bois
d'Arc (the eastern line of Fannin
County) rumning up that stream to
Carter's Bluff (residence), cross~
ing thence south to a point west
of the haead of the Big Cypress,
east to its head and down that
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to Soda Lake (Caddo Lake), thence
east to the line to the Red River,
up that to the beginning, which

- contained the present counties of
Lamar, Bowie, most of Hopkins, and
all of Franklin, Titus, Morris,
and Cass.

The old designation of the
ridge dividing Red River from the
Gulf Coastal Plain was abandoned
because of its irregular shape,
and due to the fact that Big Cypress
was a convenient natural boundary,

In 1840, Congress cut off the
west end of Red River County to
make Lamar County, and the east end
tc meke Bowie County. All of these
counties extended south to the Big
Cypress.

In 1841, Congress passed an act
which 'cut off all of the territory
of Bowie, Red River, and Lamar
south of Sulphur River and organ-
ized it into a county called
Paschal, and ordered that the
county seat should be named
Deingerfield,

Paschal County included nearly
all of Hopkins, all of Franklin,
Titus, Morris, and Cass, and a part
of Marion., The cperation as a
county was brief, for it was knocked
out the new year by a decision of
the Supreme Court, because the act
of creating it specified that it
should have no representative in the
Congress, and the Constitution of
the Republic said each county should
have a representative., The terri-
tory reverted to the original
counties,

. In 1846, the First Legislature
divided this territory into three

parts, and made Hopkins out of Lamar,

and the north end of Nacogdoches;
thus Titus out of the south end of
Red River and five and one half
miles off Bowie; and Cass out of
the balance of the south end of
Bowie. :

When Titus was organized, the
county seat was located near the
center of the county and. called
Mt, Pleasant. .

Titus was & rather wide county
but no wider than many others; but
Daingerfield had been born as a
county seat and could not forget its
royal birth,: It was too far east to
hope ever to be the county seal of
Titus county; its only chance was to
create a new county. To cut a strip
off the east end of Titus would
leave Mt, Pleasant in the eastern
part of the county. . Over to the
west was Mt, Vernon which was not at
all opposed to becoming a county
seat,

Thus, in 1875 the Legislature
divided Titus into three parts and
made Franklin, Titus, and Morris
with Mt, Vernon, Mt, Pleasant, and
Daingerfield thelr respective county
seats.

Franklin County and its neigh-
boring counties have been claimed by
five countries, and four counties
and two states., . . . It was a part
of Red River County, Fannin County,
Paschal County, and Titus County,
finally becoming a céounty in 1874
with Mt. Vernon as its county seat.

A post office was established
in Mt, Vernon under the name of
Keith, Titus County, Texas, on
July 20, 1848. William S. Keith
was postmaster.

In August or September of 1848
the Canadeys, Longs, Hightowers,
OtNeals, Hales, Turleys and Keiths
met where Mt, Vernon now stands and
decided to start a trading post in
the county.

_ The town consisted of 244 acres
of land donated by Stephens Keith
and wife Rebecce Keith, out of the
northeast corner of the Joseph
Sloan Survey.
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It‘was deeded to Joshua Johnéon,
Gibson Myers, William Wilson, Samuel
.. Gregg, and William 5. Keith.

The settlers for the most part
were from the old states of Virginia,
Georgia, Tennessee, and Mississippi.
A few of the families were Arrington,
Holbrook, Rouch, Petty, Collins,

The post office name was changed
from Keith to Lone Star on November
19, 1850, . ., . On September 21,
1875, the post office was changed to
Mt, Vernon, Franklin County, Texas.

Indian ancestry is frequently difficult to trace; therefore it seems
worthwhile to mention two books which have just come to our attention.
Both are compiled by John Bert Campbell. One is Campbell!s Abstract of
Creek Freedman Census Cards and Index published in 1915 by the Phoenix
Job Printing Company, Muskogee, Oklahoma. The other is Campbell's Abstract
of Seminole Indian Census Cards and Index published in 1925 by the Oklahoma
Printing Company, Muskogee, Oklshoma, Reference is made in the index to
st11l another similar compilation on the Creek Indians. Both are compiled
from the originals in the Office of the Superintendent of the Union Agency
in Muskogee, The actual records were made in 1898. After the Civil War
the Creeks entered into a treaty with the United States and by the terms
of this treaty all slaves of members of the Creek Nation were recognized
as members of that tribe and were given equal rights with those by blood.
As a result many members of the Cherokee, Choctaw, Chickasaw, Semincle,
. and other tribes are found among the Creek Freedman Census cards.

Information on the card for each family includes the roll number, the
number of each individual, the name, age, sex, relaticnship te the head of
the household, name of the father and whether he is living or dead and his
citizenship, the name of the mother and whether she is living or dead and
her citizenship. Appendices give lists of new born Indians listed at a
later date, an index of all names, and other material. Some of the In-
dians have both surname and given nemes while others have only one name.
Some are of Indian origin, such as Co~wak-ochee, and others are as
accustomed to our ears as Thompson.

, An Associasted Press story carried in the Fort Worth Star Telegram of
October 10, 1965, tells of a study carried through eight generations of
one family by a team of Florides physicians, It began with the sudden
death of a 16 year old boy and his 14 year old sister. The puzzle was
why either should have died so unexpectedly, with no apparent cause.

By tracing the family tree and getting detmiled histories of 127 members,
the physicians discovered that 21 of them had died under similar circum~
stances. The conclusion reached was that they had inherited malforma-
tions in the electrical or pacemeker systems of their heerts.

American Heritage for December 1962 carries an article on the Lewis
" family, from the American Revolution to the twentieth century. It is
based on two albums, illustrated with photographs and water colors, made
by George Albert Lewis and his wife Anne for their grandchildren. The
name of the first ancestor was Johann Andreas Philipp Ludwig who later
changed his neme to Lewis, He was a soldier in one of the Hessian regi~
ments hired by the British te fight the revolting Americans. The 11lus~
trations are charming and meke one wish all grandparents would compile

Editor's Note: William Moses Jones in his two books, "Texas History Carved in
Stone" and "Texas Testimony Carved in Stone," has recorded the more than a
thousand markers which were erected during 1930-1940 by the State of Texas
and certain organizations in celebration of the independence of Texas gained
in 1836. As a result of a study of the individual markers given in these

two publications and with the "Handbook of Texas" as.reference, Mrs, Abby
Moran and Mrs. Norma R. Grammer offer a list of thoge men who served the
cauvse of Texas, in one way or another, before and in the day of the Republic,
with their dates of birth and death, the year they came to Texas, and one tag
as to service. No effort was made to identify those heroes of the Alamo,
Goliad, San Jacinto, Mier Expedition, or the men of Captain Amon B. King's
company and other such groups who have been memorialized by monuments,

The heading of each section indicates the state in which the men listed
there under were torn. Unless otherwise indicated, they died in Texas.
