He was the oldest preacher in the Wesleyan
Church and was the first representative from the body to the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church in the United States.

The Henderson estate, 300 acres has been in the family 130 years.
Mr. Henderson's grandfather bought the land from the Republic of
Texas in the 1840's for 25¢ to 60¢ an acre. West of the house
built in 1904 on the site of the first log cabin is the Henderson
Cemetery.

The cemetery is located south of Wilbarger Street (old Village
Creek Road) and the Poly Freeway. One of the graves marked with
rods is the grave of a slave. Seven -others are marked with

rods, most small like children's graves.

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Charles 5. McCleskey's kith and kin are fortunate to have such a
thorough researcher and enthusiastic genealogist in the family. Aall
three of the above family histories are saturated with copies of
original source records, photographs, and are carefully documented
and well-indexed, models of their kind.

The McCleskeys followed the classic pattern of migration from Penn-
sylvania, where James was born in 1755, through Augusta County, Va.,
where he married, into Socuth Carolina, and then west into Georgia.
Descent in this family history is traced through only one of his
children, David Henderson McCleskey.

The first record of John Hampton appears in 23 March 1802 in the
"Colimbian Museum and Savannah Advertizer" when he married Miss
Elizabeth Snider. He later moved on to Bibb Co., Ga., where he was
aged 90, living with his second wife. An account of his descendants
agcompanied by a great deal of interesting family documentation, is
given.

Thomas Trammell's descendants made their way to Texas via Chambers
Co., Alabama. They are scattered throughout the state.

This account of their ancestry and descendants
is based upon research done by one of the South's most noted geneal-
ogists, which was compiled by Mrs. Kent for the Young family. Much
primary source documentation is included, and; the book is well in-
dexed.

will want to see this book.

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to their descendants, but traces descendants of the other children
of each man. Your reviewer would like to see a great deal more
documentation than appears in this book, but feels that it will be
helpful to those who tie in on these lines, as a guide to where to
search for these people. The book is very well indexed.

Slight both in size and content, this history is virtually undocu-
mented, although it contains a number of family photographs which
would be of interest to descendants.

Allied lines
are Besore, Ashway, Kreider, Lesher and Hoover. The book's 67 pages
are unindexed, but the brevity of the text makes this omission less
damaging than it would have been in a larger book. KXeep this one
firmly in the tradition column.

Beautiful in format, extensively indexed, genealogy of nine gener-
ations from James Keith, Sr., of whom, alas, all too little is ap-
parently known. Reuben Keith, b. 17647 Bedford County, Virginia,
fourth son of the title progenitor is the first man for whom much
documentation is given, and there are too many references to Keith
genealogies and LDS Church records, both of which may be gquestionable
and too few as to primary source materials for the others of his
generation.

Marvelous collection of family photographs does not offset lack of
specific references to documentation and too many suppositions.
Many related families. Use with care.

McCarter, Herber H. ROBERT A. B. McCARTER IN NAVARRO COUNTY, TEXAS
and ALLIED FAMILIES. 1979. Donated by Chaparral Genealogical
Society, P. O. Box 606, Tomball, TX 77375.

Robert A. B. McCarter was the son of James McCarter and Nancy Davy
and was born in Abbeville District, South Carolina on May 3, 1812
and died in Navarro County, Texas in 1875. He married (1) Sarah
Ann Chance, and (2) Mariah Louisa Meador, who bore his children.
Information is included about the parents and grandparents of this
man, but the major part of the book consists of a genealogy of his
descendants. The book includes many illustrations, and is well
indexed. It will long be treasured by the McCarter family.

of Pennsylvania; miscellaneous Masseys of Maryland and Delaware;
