ACROSS THE EDITOR’S DESK.......

This year marks the 40th anniversary of The Fort Worth Genealogical Society. In April, 1957, a group
of interested genealogists and historians met in the auditorium of the old library to elect officers and
draw up a charter for a new organization.

Edna Perry Deckler, (now deceased) was the driving force behind this effort, and she was elected the
first President, an office she held for five years. Not only did she serve in that capacity, but she also
edited the Bulletin - hand addressing each one. Due to her contacts nation-wide, FWGS became known
nationally, with many out of state members. In 1962, Mrs. Deckler resigned in order to take the reins
of another new organization - the Texas State Genealogy Society.

Serving as President during these years were: Edna Perry Deckler, Chalmers Hutchison (deceased),
Christopher Larkin, Eleanor S. Hutcheson, Weldon Hudson, Nelita Snow, Paul Campbell, Geraldine
West (deceased), Marc B. Smith, Jr., Barbara McLane, Patricia Chadwell Jackson (deceased), William
A. Satterwhite (deceased), Olyve Hallmark Abbott, Dr. Donald J. Martin, Jim McMilien, Rob Yoder,
Robert "Buzz" Borland, Joe Grant, and currently, Dixie Hall Bennett.

The Bulletin was increased to several pages under the editorship of Norma Rutledge Grammer
(deceased), whose "trademark" was always "Thanks for reading." In 1969, the Bulletin became a
quarterly publication, with the name Foozprints chosen by the membership.

Another highlight occurred in 1972 when the spring workshop featured a nationally known speaker. She
was Virginia Pope Livingston who spoke, appropriately enough, on Virginia research. For some years
the spring seminars featured such speakers, while an all-day beginner’s workshop was held in the fall.
Frances Malcomb was a very popular teacher of the latter for a number of years. The beginner sessions,
held each month, are coordinated by Bettye Richhart.

For the past several years regular meetings have been held in the main auditorium of the North
Texas Health Science Center on Camp Bowie Boulevard. The spring seminars give visitors an
opportunity to see one of Fort Worth’s better-known show places - the beautiful Botanic Gardens.

Over the years, the Society has assisted the Fort Worth Public Library in accessing records, and has
provided thousands of dollars as well as books, genealogical exchange quarterlies, maps, microfilm
and other materials for the benefit of patrons doing research in the Genealogy/Local History
Department.

We owe a debt of gratitude to those who believed that a genealogical society would be a worthwhile
undertaking. "If you could only see us now!" Surely the next forty years will bring only bigger and
better things.

Last year we printed the full "cease and desist” order concerning Halbert’s as set forth by the National
Genealogical Society, the Federation of Genealogical Socicties and the postal department. Unfortunately,
advertising is still being received through the mail. My letter informed me that "my own" family history
is available. Please be aware that this is indeed a scam. Do not order a book.
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Perhaps you saw a recent segment of NBC’s Evening News with Tom Brokaw called "Searching for the
Past.” He sounded somewhat surprised to report that "millions of Americans are searching for who they
are and where they came from....not only adults....even 7th & 8th graders [and younger| want to know
something about their families.” Of course, all of us could tell Mr. Brokaw that it is certainly not at all

surprising!

[ am sure that many of you are aware of the US GenWeb Project, which had its beginning in Kentucky
in the spring of 1996. Of course Texas has a big challenge with 254 counties, but under the leadership
of Mike Basham as Coordinator, less than forty counties remain to be sponsored. The Texas GenWeb
is sponsored by the Dallas Genealogical Society.

County sponsors are responsible for a particular county, Or in many cases, more than one. You may
find all kinds of information about the county, ranging from published records to queries, surnames
being researched, history, interesting places to visit, cemetery listings, maps - the list goes on. In some
cases, you may listen to appropriate music {(such as "Deep in the Heart of Texas" and "The Eyes of
Texas Are Upon You") as you browse and/or take notes.

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THE ESTES LETTERS

A Collection of Correspondence
of the Aaron Estes Family of Texas

These copies were taken from a collectio of correspondence written during the Civil War by various members of the
Estes family. The compilation was made in 1992 by Flovd B. Smith of Thousand QOaks, Califorria, and are used with
his permission. They were submitted for publication in Fooiprints by Lisa L. Kight, 227 Varsity Circle, Arlington,
Texas 76013-2429. The original letters have been donated to the Texas Collection at Baylor University, Waco, Texas.

Aaron Estes was born 1o Franklin County, Missouri ca 1820, the son of Hiram and Lucy Richardson Estes. He married
Elizabeth Wilson 1 November 1838 in Morgan County Missouri. By 1847 they had moved to Texas, settling in Navarro
County. In the early 1850s the family moved to McLennan County and to Hill County before 1860. Aaron joined the
CSA in 1861 under Col. Roger Q. Mills. He was captured once and after being exchanged, attempted to reach home,
but could not cross the Mississippi River because it was controlled by Union forces. He joined Hood's Brigade and was
killed in the Battle of Jonesboro, near Atlanta, Georgia, where he is buried. {Ed. Note: Aaron and Elizabeth had nine
children. For further information on the Estes and allied families, see Old Northwest Texas, Historical - Statistical -

Virginia Point

November 29 A. D. 1861

Deare wife, 1 have the opertunity of riteing to
you a few lines to let you no that I am in good
helth, hoping that you are in joying the same
blessing. Now wife dont be alarmed fore the
great atact on Galveston that I no that vou
have bin exspecting to here so long will
commence in a short time. They are takeing
every thing out of Galveston that they can git
away, all of the sick wimen an children. And
several large vessels of the enimy has hove in
sight so now I will give you the plan of battle.
On ower side as well as I can see wee have
raised the bateries on the east side of the
eyeland and are moving them on this side rite
at the fur end of the Bridg, whitch is 2 miles
and a half from this place. Wee in tend to
give them a fight on this land and then fight
them all the way down to the bridg fireing the
town be fore leaveing it and at the bridg wee
in tend to make a permenent stand. Wee are
able to raley about six or seven thousand men
and [ believe there is not any doubts but what
wee can whip them. Wee have bin drilling
very hard fore several days and makeing every
priperation that wee can be fore a fight. Wee
in tend to do the best that wee can fore ower

self and Country. Ower bisness at this point
will bee to help defend [letter is not
complete]

Hill Cty Texas December 22 Day 1861

Diar housban

I now tak my pen in hand to let you no that [
have received your fine letter and it gave me
greate satfaction to here from you and to here
that you was well. Diar housban - - - and
family all exsept our poare baby and it is very
sick with the fevor thou the Doctor is here
now it is -——-. Diar housban I am very sorow
to hear that it taks so much hard work to make
a solger. Diar housban I want you to do the
best you can and tri to get home as soon as
you can. I am doing the best I can for our
selves. Diar housban I have saw so much
trouble that I can hardly find enything to rite
of eny intrust. Diar housban I dreamp last
nigth that I lost three of my tiath. You no that
18 a troublesom dreame. Diar housban I have
sent you one bucket of butter and a sack of
meal. The butter is branded AE and the meal
same. Diar housban I tel now what is true.
Your place look lonesom and desolat for the
want of you. Diar Toby and Elisha is a cuting
pols for 1o make a cattle pen. Diar housban I
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want to see you vary bad and all our diar
children want to see you vary bad. We have
had a winter so far but we havnt had much
rain yet thou the tank has got a raight smart of
water in it, yet our wheat looks tiny. Well
your horses look vary well. Hortton H--is got
back home from his to --. He got a honerable
discharge for being down with the rhumattism
and he said that he was offered a ferlowe or a
discharg and he took the discharg insted of the
ferlowe. Diar housban I dont wish you harm
but [ wold care if you wold git down with
rhumattism yet and you cold git the chois of a
discharg or a ferlowe and then you cold git
home. Housban [ am triing to learn to rite
when that 1 have time. I bring my letter to a
close. No more at present only remaine your
affectionnat wife until death So ferewell.

Dear Father, a few lines for my self and Len -
-- that you rote to us not to come til you rote
to us what it cost us and when to come. Len
went to the brassis to get his meat. Len and
the boys has built you a nice smoke house.
Dear Father 1 haven’t got much to rite to you
only we are all well exsept your little baby is
better this morning and [ hope that when these
few lines get to hand that they will find you
ingoying the same blessing. [ dont exspect
that we will git to see you till in the spring
and T hope by that time you will be at home.
I got a letter from Edward and he said that
they was all well and they have bin in a small
fight and captred a small boate loaded with
artilrey and goods and never got a man hurt
but killed ten of the yankee. We heare from
Ell company ever week some of the boys
rites. Some of Capt. Henderson company has
got back home. Mr Dick Yonger is one and
Mr. Pritchit is one and they are a looking for
Oglespy ever day and Jef Hill is dead and
John Hutch got kill in the fight. Jef Hill died
with the meazles. They aint told his wife yet
only told her that he was serouis. Dan
Neauton hand is ---. His wife had a big boy.
Mr Golden wife is dead and Docter Pitts his

mother is dead and a few other deaths. capt

Windhams wife is dead ahd James Etherus is

dead. Mother and mee is a going to spinning
to make clothes if we can git the ——. That
butter that mother has spoke a bout it will be
sent in Hardy Jones his name. [ want you to
tend to it and git your butter. It is branded on
the under side of the -—- and it is branded AE
and with black thread on a sack of meal
branded the same. I want you to send me
some see shels or bring them with you when
you come home. [ want to see you might bad.
I wish that you cold be with us a while. It
wold gave us all grat satfactions to see you.
Aunt Marget send her love and respect to you
and says she will pray for your retearn home.
You can tel Mr. Barber that his wife stad here
last night and Fredonia Knight stad with us too
or three dayes last weake. Dear Father I must
bring my letter to a close hoping and praying
for your retearn home. Dear Father I send
my best respect and love to all the boys and
reserving my best wishes for your self. No
more at present only remain your affectionate
daughter until death so rit soon. Puss

Deare Brother 1 will rite you a few lines to let
you no how wee ar giting a long.

Deere wife and children, 1 received 2 leters
from you one wose dated the 22nd the other
wose the 28th. 1 wose mighty glad to here
from you and to here that you are all well.
You rote that my Blesed Baby was sick and
wose on the mend, that wos in the letter dated
22. In the next leter you never sed any thing
about him so I lowed that he wose well. Iam
not well at this time but able to nook about.
There is right smart of sicness in camps. The
wether is warm and dampt. 1 havent got
mutch news to rite. Some of those large
cannon have arived here....They say they will
shoot 7 miles. Wee havent tride eny of them
yet but will have them mounted in a few days.
Wee are still exspecting a fight here. They
yankies have takein a small scooner a few
days ago but another vessle run the blockade
and landed in the mouth of the Sabbine. The
vessle was from Cubia loaded with aminition
fore us and | have herd that the vankies took
here as she went out....I cant tell whether wee
will have a fight or not. Wee are all anxious
for a fight. If wee can git it on fare terms.
Wee are all agiting very dull here. A little
fight woiuld help mightaley.

Deere wife I wose mighty glad that you sent
mee the leter that you got [from] Edward B.
Estes. I wos glad to here from him and to
here that he wos alive yet and if you can send
him eny thing do it. I have rote to him but
from the way that he rites he has never got a
leter from any of us. I want you to rite to
him and give him all the encourage that you
can. [ will rite to him when ever I can and
you must do the same. Deere wife I wose
glad to here that you had bin rideing about
fore I no that you all ways injoy your self
when you are in company and I want you to
g0 about when ever it is convenient

State of Texas Hill County Febuary the 20 A.
D. 1862

Deare father, I take my staff in my hand to let
you know that I and family are well at the
present time and I hope when thes few lines
gets to hand they will find you in joying the

same like blessing. [ having got nothing to
rite to you at present only wee have had some
mighty bad wether here. the trees is ---with
sleet and frost. Wee have got plenty of water
nowe here but little grass. Out cattle are
locking mighty bad here. Those and horses
toc. 1 failed giting the land of Mr. Roberts
and I caught Browns place. It will make a
good rantch. Wee are dooing mightty well
here. Wee have got everything wee need but
sum salt and coffey. If we had a sack of
coffey and a sack of salt we wood doo mighty
well shape but | hant sean a grane of coffey in
six monts. If you can git a sack of salt you
had better git it. 1 failed giting a sack of salt
when I went to Caddo mill. I coodent git non
at no prise. There is nothing more at present
only remain your frend until deth.

Letter from Edward B. Estes, 16 years of age,
at Hopkinsville, Ky. to his brother, Aaron, at
Galveston, Texas

Dear Brother,

Your most welcome favor bearing date
of Decr. 21st is just to hand and I will [begin
to answer it]. Dear Brother you have no idea
the gratification it gave me when I rec’d your
cordial letter. And before writing any more 1
will make a bargain with you. That if you
will answer all of my letters that [ will do the
same to you. [ will write immediately upon
the receipt of yours. [ was glad to learn that
you was enjoying good health. And also that
your regiment was all improving in their
health. I wish I could write at present time
same about the health of our regiment.
However at the present time 1 think there has
been a change for the better. As we are now
losing on an average only 4 men a day. But
my God, until only a few days ago we have
burried as many as 15 in one day, and for
about two weeks not less than 10 a day out of
739 men that we had belonging to our
Regiment when we got to this place. We are
now unable to muster on Batallion drill of an
evening only 125 men. The rest all being on
special duty (waiting on the sick) we have at
the Hospital. And about four fifths of them
are sick. There is not a Company in the
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Regiment but what has lost from 14 to 25 men
out of each of them. Our Company has lost
less men than any of the other Companies.
And we have lost 14 of our men. And the
Mexican which makes 15. Captain Moody’s
Company has burried 21 of their men. His
Company came from Fairfield. Among those
that have died belonging to our Company are
as follows: Our 1st Lieut. Mr. Houston who
died at Marshall, Texas. W. T. Arnold, our
1st Corporal whom we left sick at
Clarkesville, Tenn while on our way here. He
died the next day after we left him. And the
balance have all died since we arrived here.
N. M. Webster, 2d Sergeant; John W.
McCary, 3d Sergeant; R. W. Sparks, 4th
Sergeant; Privates D. B. Webster who is a
Brother to M. M. Wester,J. D, Price, P. L.
Holloway, W. W. Rozell, J. D. Hardin, W.
W. Evans, H. W. Speagles, T. Pilkintin and
A. L. Goff. And the Mexican which makes
14 of our men not counting the mexican as he
was the Majors [servant]. The desease most
prevalent is that of measels and while down
with them, they by carlessness of some kind
or another catch cold which gives them the
Pneumonia, and when they once get that they
are past curing as I have never yet heard of a
single case cured. At the present time of
writing we have belonging to our Company,
sict at the Hospital 10 of our men. And
among them is L. S. Williams and Uncle John
Holloway and C. W. Trice and W. A. Raybe
and Terrie Willie [Terry Wylie]. T beleive
they are all that you know. Iam glad to write
you that they are all doing well, and 1 think
that in the course of a few more days that they
all will be able to take their places in ranks
once more, though none of them will be

placed on duty until Spring. [ have just come
into camp two days ago, having had a severe
spell of sickness and was at the Hospital some
four weeks. My desease wasthe measels first
hand after having got well of them I took the
Mumps. But thank God,I have got well of
both. Jack Middleton who belongs to Captain
Davis Company is now at the Hospital sick
with the Pneumonia and is lying at the point
of death. He has been out of his head for the

last 4 days and the Doctor says there is no
hope for his recovery. 1 would not be
surprised if he was not dead now. You
wanted to know how I liked the life of a
soldier by now. T can tell you if we could
only have good health and not have so many
of our boys to die, I would like it much better
as it is a life that I delight to live. And as far
as my duty as a soldier is concerned I can
assure you that 1 will perform it no matter
how hard it may be. George [George
Williams, son of Col. L. H. Williams, killed at
Atlanta in 1864] and Len H. Williams sends
their best respects to you. ["Little" Len
Williams, son of Tom Wililiams and Mary
Ware Williams of Gholson on Brazos ran off
at 14, died of measles at Hopkinsville] And
George desires me to tell you that he is as
stout as a Bull and would like very much to
see you. You must be sure Brother and
answer this as soon as you get it and direct
your letter to Hopkinsville, KY in careof
Capt. Alexander, Col., Gregg:s Regiment,
Texas Volunteers. From your ever
affectionate Brother, I remain

P. S. Our Regiment has lost 140 men since we
have been here up to the present time.

[Referring to Capt. Moody’s Company -
Moody lived thru the war, formed American
National Insurance at Galveston, Texas. His
descendants were in the news, stealing
millions from each other].

Silas Barber to Edward B. Estes,
stationed at Hopkinsville, Ky

Virginia Point, Texas Jan. 29th 1862

Dear friend Ed and all the other Boys
from Mt. Calm. My compliments to you all.
This leaves myself in first rate health. [
weigh one hundred and eighty five pounds and
all of our Boys are fat and sassy. 1 wish this
may find you all in good health. T red the
fetter Ed. you wrote to Aaron. It is distresing
certainly for the army to be killed off so by
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disease. We have lost but two of our
company yet, both of them 1 think with
Cansumption before they came into camp.
They died I think with Pneumonia. Only 3
deaths in our Regiment. Two other deaths at
this point but they belong to Artilery. Only
seven deaths here by Sickness and two men
killed by railroad cars running over them. We
are very well fortified here and ready for a
fight but no chance to get it with the Yankees
for they are at See. We are mounting some
large cannon at Galveston. We will try very
hard at them when they try to land. We are
getting tired of sitting here without a fight.
It is hard that a man must stay away from his
family and all, and no fighting going on.
Perhaps it is best as it is. We are tolerable
well drilled. We have plenty of Butter, pienty
of Bread & Beef & will have plenty of
vegtables shortly. Then we will...if we keep
in good health, live fine and fat. Hardy Jones
& H. c. Knight are at home on a furlow.
About the first of February Aaron and me will
start home on a furlow of twenty days. When
[ return to camp again 1 will write to you and
tell you all the news from home. Ed, I want
you to give all the boys my best wishes. Tell
them this is [not] all. Lee Williams is fat and
sassy. He will make a first rate soidier. He
stands his hand with the boys at any thing that
comes up. He sends his compliments to you
all. Harry Garten sends his compliments to
you all and says the boys must write to him,
and you must write to me, all of you. We
have nothing to write about here of any
interest. Well we sometimes cup up a little
and are put in the guard house or on double
duty or something of that sort. The Guard
House is located a great distance here from
the officers quarters. If any of us do anything
rong some of the officers are ready to put
their men in the Goard House but the other
officers of our company tries to keep them all
out of the cused place. Your friend.

[Lee Williams, a son of "Old" Bill Williains,
volunteered at 14 to take the place of his
daddy. In the Confederate army, 4 men were
furnished 1 Dutch oven and they cooked and

slept together. Barber, Holloway, Chaffin &
Aaron Estes messed together until Aaron was
killed. J. Hardy Jones was postmaster at
"Old" Mt. Calm until he joined the CSA.]

Alex Early does genealogical and local history research. Every month, the Library receives from
thirty to forty pieces of correspondence, mostly from out of state, inquiring about obituaries in Fort
Worth newspapers, City directory listings and similar information. Alex very painstakingly looks up
this information and responds to the inquirer.

Vernon Gillette works on the genealogical papers that his mother donated to the Genealogy/Local
History years ago. This is an extensive collection of eleven cartons of pedigree charts, family sheets,
census data and other research notes about the Gillette family and allied lines. Vernon is currently
sorting through the materials, organizing them into acid free folders and boxes and preparing a listing
of the contents.

Ruth Ginsburg is an archivist’s wish come true. Having volunteered in the past at the University
of Texas in Austin, she came recently to the Fort Worth Public Library already with considerable
knowledge about how to organize and describe a historical manuscript collection. She is currently
finishing up the processing of the Carlin Art Galleries Records.

Catherine Jones works on the Local History Vertical File. This file consists of newspaper
clippings about local persons and events. Catherine performs the tedious, time-consuming task of
mounting the clippings to legal sized paper, dating and preparing them for the file.

Jim McMillen works with the genealogy patrons. When the Genealogy/Local History unit is
hopping with activity, Jim rescues the weary staff member by getting patrons oriented, familiar with the
microfilm reader and started on their research. At other times, he can provide more individual assistance
to the novice. Also, Jim is responsible for designing many of the signs and brochures that make life in
the Genealogy/Local a little easier.

Nelita Snow also pulls double duty. At times she can be seen with scissors, glue sticks, paper
and pen in hand and surrounded by cut up newspapers working on the Vertical File. At other times,
Nelita works with patrons giving them the benefit of her own experience in genealogical research,
assisting them in finding books and microfilm and showing them the way to use the various types of
microfilm and computer equipment.
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Sandra Tye also volunteers at the unit. She has performed a number of tasks such as mounting
clippings and inventorying microfiche. She also assists genealogical patrons.

Finally, our newest volunteers - Avis Herndon and Tom Swain - are busy helping process the
records of the Tarrant County Black Historical and Genealogical Society. The Soclety recently deposited
a collection of historical photographs, scrapbooks and other types of records in the Archives of the Fort
Worth Public Library. Both Avis and Tom are members of the Historical Society and provide an
intimate knowledge of the collection and of the local Black commmunity.

Altogether these volunteers donate many hours and much effort to the Fort Worth Public Library.
The staff, the patrons and the members of the Fort Worth Genealogical Society owe them considerable
appreciation.

Of course (and you knew this was coming) there are many other tasks at the Genealogy/Local
History unit and other parts of the Fort Worth Public Library that could use additional volunteers. A
particularly important job is the development of a computerized index to the Fort Worth Star-Telegram
obituaries. Anyone who has interest in working with computers and the patience to do data entry might
enjoy this task.

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Comment: What proof do your informants give that Carter Walker was son of either of the 2 men
mentioned? Albert Gallatin Walker, b. 1807, d. 1882, early surveyor in this area, liv Dallas Co 1850,
with much younger wf Louisa E. (age 18, b. Ark) and 1-yr-old son A. G. [Jr]. Louisa, b. 1832, d.
1865, bur by her husband in Birdville Cem, Tarrant Co. They may have still been in Dallas Co 1860
as I do not find him on 1860 Tarrant Tax Roll. He was in Tarrant Co 1870, widower with 5 ch (sce
#703-705). He had no son Carter and/or Quincy, who would have been age 11 in 1870. In 1870 A
G. Sr. had a son John G. (age 14) and a dau age 10, per child-ladder of census.

One Hiram Walker was in Tarrant Co by 1854, when he appeared on the 1854 School Census, with 1
school-age child, H. Walker, a male. Hiram is on 1860 Tarrant Co Tax Roll, taxed for 160 acres of
the H. Walker survey (NE of present Crowley) which he patented in 1860. He is on 1867 Tarrant Co
Voter’s Register, Hiram Walker, b. Va, arrived Tarrant Co 1853-54, but he is not on 1870 census.

This Hiram Walker appears not to have been the Hiram of Fort Worth, grocer on Rusk St in 1880.
Hiram, the grocer, b. Pa ¢1836, had liv in IIl, c1859, Pa ¢1861, in 11l ¢c1864-69, per child-ladder of
census. In 1880 he had a son Harry B., age 21 (this would have been the age of your Carter Walker
at that time). So, grocer Hiram was not fthr of your Carter Walker (see 1880 Tarrant Co, ED 88, #181-
227).

The early Hiram Walker was b. Va and so was A. G. Walker (b. 1807). One William A. Walker (1802-
1853) and wf Margaret M. (1810-1898) are also bur Birdville Cem. They arrived by 1852, and widow
Margaret is on 1854 School Census, with 4 school-age children in her hh (males Bruce & W., females
Mary & July). She is on the 1860 Tarrant Co Tax Roll, taxed for 534 acres of James C. Bradford
surveys. William A. and Margaret prob of some rel to Wiley W. and Margaret J. Potts, bur near them
in Birdville Cem, both of whom d. 1852. In 1833 William A. Walker was admr of Potts estate, but
Walker d. and by 1854 Margaret Walker was admr of the estate (per tax rolls). These and other
Walkers bur Birdville had Va backgrounds.

Your Carter Walker, single, was boarder in hh of John Shivers in 1880. Carter was age 21, b. Tex,
fther’s bpl unknown, mthr’s bpl Ala. Liv Pct 3, South of Big Bear Creek (see 1880 Tarrant, ED 95,
#87-93). Liv nearby was fam of Thomas J. Walker (33 Ala, Ga, Ga) in hh 85-81. Also in same Pct
(ED95) was fam of Andres B. Walker (46 Ga, Ga, Ga) in hh 62-67.

He was a Missionary Baptist minister; had land in Bosque Co. Tex. When and where did they die and
where bur?

Valentine and his sis, V. A., were on the 1860 census Franklin Co. Mo, with their pts. The pts. d. bef
1870, and by then the 2 ch were in Tarrant Co Tex liv with an uncle, Richard T. Valentine. 1 also
found mgs of several of his cousins, Willie, John Vick and Fred Valentine, in Tarrant Co. Also found
many Valentines in the Tarrant Co cemetery book.

Family notes say that the Fowlers of Grapevine were rel and all d. 1930s. 1 think R. B.’s sis (V.A.)

m. bef. and each had a son, John. They had 3 ch: Charles, John and Maggie Louise (who m. R. B.
Valentine).

Most of this info 1s from notes a cousin took down from a great-uncle before he d. Our task 1s to clarify
and verify the notes. Any help appreciated.

Comment: | may be wrong, but I doubt that there was a connection with the Stephen family, for whom
Stephenville was named. In Old West (magazine), Summer 1975, p. 29, one Charlie Valentine, Star Rt
I, Box 27, Three Rivers, Tex 78071, wrote that his "father Richard B. Valentine, b. Mo 1838, came
to Tex as small boy and settled near Grapevine and Fort Worth, {that there were] also relatives, Tom
and Lark Fowler, who settled around Fort Worth in the early days."

The Fowlers were definitely rel. Joseph Larkin Fowler, b. ¢1810-11 Ky m. in Mo a much younger
Jemima A. ("Mima, Mimie, Mamie") Valentine, b, ¢1840 Mo. They came to Tarrant Co Tex (see 1870
census, ED 94, Pct 3, #146-146). She was of an age to have been sibling of Ira, John G., Richard T,
and Benjamin J. Valentine of Tarrant Co 1880. The Fowler ch were: Mary Ann ("Mollie"), James
Larkin ("Lark"), Richard Thomas ("Tom")., and Alonzo Fowler. Two of these ch (Mary Ann and
Richard Thomas) appear to have been enum twice 1870, she in hh of Thomas Adams, and he in hh of
Thomas Higgins (see hhs 442442 and 448-448). Josiah H. Jimeson (hh #592-594 in 1870) had m. Mary
Susan Valentine in Franklin Co Mo ¢1858, and they came to Tex. She was b. 28 Oct 1844 and was also
likely a Valentine sibling. Jimesons, Valentines and Fowlers are bur in the old Hood Cem (Southlake
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area), many tombstones lost or illeg. Joseph Fowler was still living 1880 (per census). He did not d.
"bet 1880" as stated in the cem book.

[ do not find your Richard Ben Valentine on 1880 Tarrant Co census. The uncle, Richard T., with
whom he and sister were living in 1870, was 2nd postmaster at Bedford, apptd 11 Sept 1878 and served
again in 1888. He and relatives are bur Bedford Cewm. He was a dry goods and grocery merchant in
1680.

There are prob many desc still in this area. August Fulton, a developer of the comparatively new town
of Hurst was rel to Valentines. He named a new housing addition (in 1964) Valentine Oaks.

Seek desc of Adrain Testard (or De Testard), b. 22 Nov 1784 Marseille, France, d. 9 Apr 1863, m.
Mary Louise Pilton, b. 15 Dec 1788, d. 25 Apr 1863. Both reportedly bur Brenham, Washington Co
Tex, but I do not find them in the Washington Co Cem book. [ desc from their dau Coralie Testard,
b. 6 June 1837, d. 20 Nov 1899 Comanche, Tex, m. Mr. Sherrill. The Testards reportedly came to
Brenham "three years before Tex became a state." Other ch of Adrian and Mary Louise were: Eugenia,
Phelix, Oscar, Bolivar, Adoiphe and Adrain Testard. Need doc proof, as 1 am interested in joining the
Daughters of the Republic of Texas.

Comment: For DRT, you would need to prove that Adrian Testard was in Texas before statehood, then
prove descendancy from him. The Washington Co Land Certificates, issued by the Board of lLand
Commissioners, Class 3 Index (as published in The Roadrunner Vol. 3, No. 3) indicates that A. Testard
recd 2 certs 30 Sept 1841. Have you obtained records re these grants? This certainly proves he was
in Tex before statehood. A. Testard is on 1846 Rep of Tex Poll List, Washington Co, per Mullins’
compilation. You can find these refs at the library. Adrian and Mary are on 1850 census Washington
Co (#158). He had $1000 real estate, and he and/or his sons were in grocery business. Per the child-
ladder of this census, the fam had liv in La, Tenn and Ky. One Oscar Testard {(age 33, b. Tenn) was
enum 1850 on the Starr, Webb and Cameron Cos census. These cos, enum together, had been formed
from Nueces &/or Bexar in 1848, Oscar was one of many "boatmen” boarding in the hh of an Irish
blacksmith, M. Flood.

Walker), and Lucinda Ella (b. 1861, m. Nelson Warren Hobson; they were my gpts). John F. Botiorff
was scalped by Comanches in Jack Co Tex on 27 Oct 1860, bur VanHooser Cem, Jack Co. Some say
he was son of John Henry Bottorff, of Ind, who had 25 ch, but I don’t know where to place him. Any
help appreciated.

Comment: He was John F. (not Jacob) on 2 censuses, on tax rolls, in deed records, and in various
stories about his death, one of which was from an interview in 1933 with his dau-law. His wf, Mary
Jane, may have been nee Reed. He was hh #553 in Smith Co Tex 1850, and hh #556 was widower
Allen Reed (50 Tenn) with 5 Reed ch, the oldest age 16, all b. Ili. Mary fane Bottorft was age 19, b.

W. I. Durrett of Cooke Co; Malinda J. & husband A. J. Walker of Young Co; Susan L. & husband
Nelson Hobson of Wise Co and J. T. Bottorff of Denton Co. Various accounts have given 1859 and
1861 as the yr John F. Bottorff was killed; however, Oct. 1860 is correct. Rev. Walter South, a
traveling preacher, who frequented the Young Co area, wrote in his diary, 4 Nov 1860, that the Georges
and Williamses (Young Co n’bors) had told him of the Indians kitling Mr. Butoff [sic].

8 Dec 1910 Quail, Collingsworth Co
Tex; m. in Carthage or Marshall 16 Oct 1888 to Mattie Jackson b. ¢1869 Macon Ga or Griffin, Ga; d.
20 Apr 1959, Memphis, Hall Co. Tex. She was dau of Thomas Jackson or Steven Decatur Jackson;
her mother was Ellen Gentry or Addie Martin; the father d. 1890 and mother (b. 1836) d. 1876. Jjohn
Clark was an orphan, working for William Jackson (Mattie’s uncle) in Carthage, Tex. Need to know
where John Clark was b., when he came to Tex, when Mattie came to Tex. Their ch were: (1) Burl
Lorance, b. 1890, Marshall, Tex; (2) Homer V., b. 1892 Branch, La; (3) Lola, b. 1904 Glenmore, La
(4) William Walter, b. 1904 Turken Creek, La; (5) Erma, b. 1907 Glenmore, La. and (6) Helma, b.
1907 Glenmore, lLa.

Alexander Beall is my ancestor, as well as Col. Ninian Beall. My dear cousin gave me the book,
which I like. Recently, I came upon information relating to the 2nd wife of Alexander. Mr. McLean
(p. 5) says she could be Elizabeth Coombes, daughter of Enoch Coombes. A cousin is trying to track
down this Enoch.

The Beall book (p. 13) refers to Lingon Wilson’s wife Mary. It states that she is believed to be
the daughter (a step-daughter to be exact) to Alexander through his 2nd marriage to another Elizabeth.
The American Genealogist, April 1993, pp. 72-76, "The Maternal Ancestry of Mary Bates, Wife of
Lingan Wilson of Prince George’s County, Maryland,” by Donna Valley Russell, C.G., F.A.5.C.,
indicates that Elizabeth (Parker, Buckerfield, Holdsworth, Hepburn) was the mother of Elizabeth who
married Alexander Beall. Elizabeth, 2nd wife of Alexander, was married 1st in England to William
Bates. Her daughter, Mary, wife of Lingon Wilson, was by her first marriage. Elizabeth’s husband
died in England cal707/8. It was after that date that Elizabeth married Alexander. This Elizabeth was
the daughter of Elizabeth Parker and her first husband, Henry Buckerfield. The article gives much
information and references referring to the correct name and date of Alexander Beall’s 2nd marriage.
They had no children from this marriage. [End quote]

Most of the time we have a speaker; other meetings are
round table discussions which give an opportunity to share problems or successes. Our Christmas
meeting is a "show and tell." Everyone brings something to talk about and we have time to visit and
enjoy refreshments.

Donated periodicals such as The Genealogical Helper and Heritage Quest are offered for a donation
to the Friends of the Library. Money received is used to buy more material for the Genealogical
Section of the Library. We are building our genealogical library (since we only started a genealogy
section two years ago). We welcome any donations from your personal library. All such quarterlies
will be bound and made available to library patrons.

A free Beginners’ Workshop is held each fall with space limited to 50 persons. Wednesday is my
day to volunteer and a five page handout is given to beginners.

We feel that in teaching some of the basics to beginning genealogists, it will be helpful to other area
libraries as well as the Archives. Basics don’t change, whether in a book, on the Internet or in a
friend’s research.

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The Community Quilt of Minter, Lamar County, Texas

The Minter Community quilt top was pieced by
Bird Ball Hill in 1919 and quilted fifty-seven years
later, by Ruth Hulsey Ball, in 1976. The quilt is
now, May 1997, in the possession of Linda
Crawford Graves. Each person paid an amount to
have his or her name embroidered on the quilt top.
[The purpose of the fund raiser is unknown at this
time.] Then the top was auctioned and purchased
by Joe Dillard. The quilt has twelve blocks and
each block contains twenty names. The pattern in
each block, according to one quilter, appears to be
an early version of a mariner’s compass. To the
writer it resembles a wagon wheel with spokes and
a hub. The quilt is predominately red and white,
with the names embroidered in the white areas.

Comments regarding the names on the quilt were
started by Charles Ball and John David Ball.
When [ received the list | found names of several
relatives were on the quilt. Those names I could
comment about first hand. From there, other names became a challenge. Minter still has a few residents
lett that were able to provide useful information. Mr. Roy Powers who passed away in March 1997 and
would have been 100 years of age in September 1997, whose mind was amazingly clear and his wite, Nettie
Lois Whitney Powers; Mr. Daulty Bell; Mr. Elvis Wright; and Mrs. Willie Ring Devlin helped by recalling
the past. Thanks to each of you. Iam also grateful to Christine Oglesby Winkleman, of Houston, a daughter
of George Oglesby and a granddaughter of Squire Oglesby, for the detailed information she furnished. The
identification of some names on the quilt still eludes us.

The 1920 census, which was made during January of that year, was used considerably. Thus, we can blame
the enumerator, Virgil Oliver, for the misspelling of proper names. One gets the impression that he never
asked how to spell a name, while in other instances he was likely misinformed. A great aunt, Tillie Gunter,
a school teacher and a boarder in a household, is listed as Tillie Woodard. ‘The people she boarded with
probably knew her sister, Mellie Woodard, and misinformed Mr. Oliver. [ was amazed that some toddlers
two and three years old in 1920 had not been named, unless they were "No Name." Another thing that
caused some problems, was Mr. Oliver’s attempt to correct names on the census pages. Erasers in those days
left a lot to be desired and "white out” wasn’t heard of at the time. If one did not know that Margaret and
Izoria were Hefflefingers, you could not tell by looking at the microfilm of the 1920 census. He had a
peculiar habit of spelling certain names using double letters. Examples I recall are: Allice,Beulla, Carren,’
Clarra, Eddward, Hellen, Hommer, and Lilla. Other names, such as Harry and Barry, were written Hary
and Bary.

An interesting fact concerning Minter, of the time frame when Bird Ball Hill pieced the quilt top, is that
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Minter had 669 inhabitants on the 1920 census. Those counted lived in an area from Harvey corner to the
George Oglesby place, one mile south of Minter. The Oglesby place was purchased by my dad, Talma
Buford Woodard, and is where my brothers, sister and I grew up. Mr. Virgil Oliver, the census enumerator,
did not include anyone living east of West Brushy Creek to the east of Minter. By the same token he did not
include those living west of Little Sandy Creek. Years ago residents of the area called this Mulberry Creek,
however, maps of today identify it as Little Sandy. These were the boundaries of what Mr. Oliver referred
to as the Borough of Minter. One would be hard pressed to find fifty people in that area today. Minter is
located in the southeast corner of Lamar County, Texas and was named for Minter H. Parker, one of the
early settlers in the area. At first it was called Minter voting box, as the voting was done at Minter Parker’s
store.

The entire census of Justice Precinct Seven was carefully reviewed. It is interesting to note a fourteen year
old in the Milton Community in 1920, who later became a highly respected lawmaker and dean of the Texas
State Senate, Alexander M. Aikin, Jr.

I will be pleased to hear from anyone having comments, corrections or additions to this important part of the
history of Minter.

Mrs. D. Elliott, Betty Ball Elliott, was the wife of Dennis T. Elliott, the secretary of the building
committee of the Minter Methodist Protestant Church erected in 1918.

Mrs. Dr. Buford, Georgia Hickman, Mrs. Talma W. Buford, was the wite of Minter’s last resident
physician, the mother of Hal, and the daughter of Augustus Hamilton Hickman.

SPEECH IN CONGRESS ON THE DEATH OF GENERAL JAMES PINCKNEY HENDERSON:

General Henderson was born in Lincoln County North Carolina om the 31st of March 1809 {sic]. He grew up in that state.
He fitted himself for the Law, ard was practicing with success his profession when the wail of Goliad and the stern cry of the
Alamo reached his ears. His noble soul was moved to decisive action. He left the scene and friends of his childhood for the
rough lite of a4 Texan soldier. He came to Texas as a volunteer in 1833, and enfered the army as a brigadier general, When
the army was disbanded he was appointed Attorney General in the cabinet of the President of Texas. He was afterwards
appointed Secretary of State.

[n 1838 he was sent as Mumister to France where he remamed three years. He there met his wife, Miss Cox, of Philadelphia.
On his return to Texas he was offered a situation in the cabinet, which he declined. He comrmenced the practice of law with
General [Thornas J.] Rusk as pariner in Eastern Texas. I 1845 he was associated with the Resident Minister at Washington,
Mr. Van Zandt, to negotiate a treaty of annexation with the United States Government. He was a member of the Convention
that framed the State Constitution of Texas, and was mangurated the first Govenor of the State after annexation.

In the war with Mexico as Major General, he commandes the Texan troops called inte the service of the ~States.” His
gaillantry at Monterey placed upon his brow the laurel of the soldier, while his ability as a statesman had previously obtained
for him the civic wreath.

Upon the expiration of the Gubernatorial term he returned to his home at San Augustine, and resumed the profession with
eminent success until he was called by the voice of his State to fill the place of the illustrious Rusk. The position he did not
seek, it was thrust upon him. He died yesterday, of disease of the lungs, at five and a half P.M. [Texas State Gazette, July
3, 1858

James Pmckney Henderson was originally buried in the Congressional Cemetery at Washington, D. C_, but in April, 1930,
his remains were removed to Austin, where he was remteried at the Texas State Cemetery. His grave site is marked by an
appropriate monument.

Sam Houston, a colleague in the Senate at the time, said, "James Pinckney Henderson was no ordinary man. He made his
mark upon the lstory of Texas and the Nation is not unacquainted with his reputation.  He will long be remembered. He was
a bold, eaterprising spirit; a man of indmmnitable will, of daring enterprise, and firm purpose.  His intellect was of a high order
and cultivated to the extent that opportunities of professional engagements would permit. This is the colleague whose loss |
deplore, for the bereavement falls upon me as it will upon others. His friends had confidence in and were ardently attached
to hiin; they were deeply devoted to him and the chord that is broken will be one of thrilling sensibility, "

The cemetery is located on the south side of the 6700 block of East Rosedale Street (Spur 303) about 1/2 mile east
of Loop 820 in east Fort Worth. [t is bordered on three sides by the TU Electric Power Plant, is fenced on two
sides and the grounds kept in fair condition. About 10 or 12 graves are marked with fieldstones or old markers
which cannot be read. The earliest marked grave is that of Jane E. Thomas (1832-1878). The last burial was in
1967. Several early residents (including Mr. Handley who died in 1906) have been re-interred in nearby Rose Hill

Cemetery.

This burial ground originally served the pioneer settlers of the Handley community (named for Civil War veteran
James M. Handley), which was settled in 1876, soon after the Texas and Pacific Railroad built a line to the area. A
church, constructed on adjacent land in 1882, was in existence for 48 years,

Ist - We do not want to become a part of the City of Fort Worth.

2nd - To force us to become a part of the City will be undemocratic and violative of a fundamental
principle of Republican Government.

3rd - Very much of said Territory is owned in large unimproved bodies; and in Homesteads, while
other portions of it are used only for farming and pasture, and hence, cannot become a part of the
City (without extreme legislation now protested against) under the principle announced in the
decision of our Supreme Court in “case of "The State Ex. El. W. F. Taylor vs Edison et al 76 Tex
302."

4th - Fort Worth owes an immense bonded debt; her total indebtedness is considerably over one
million dollars while she has an inflated valuation of $22,000,000.00 and a City Tax rate of $1.08 on
the one hundred dollars and we do most Respectfully and earnestly protest against being made to pay
any part of this vast debt created without our consent.

5th - There is not a Storehouse, or even a Butchershop in said Territory and in our opinion its
incorporation into the City is sought for with an eye single to an increased tax list to enable the
issuance of more bonds,

Richard Johnson "Squire" Oglesby

The final page in a long and colorful life story was turned Monday evening, 19 May 1941, when
Richard Johnson "Squire” Oglesby, 96 year-old veteran of the Civil War, died at his home in
Paris, where he had been living the past three years since leaving Blossom. Funeral service,
conducted by the Rev. A. N. Boyd, was held at 4 PM Tuesday at the Highland cemetery west
of Deport. Pallbearers were E. N. Weaver, Jack Dalby, Roy Powers, "Jack” Bell, Austin
Hettlefinger and Sam Fain.

Funeral services were under the direction of the J. M. Grant Funeral Home at Deport. Survivors
included four daughters; Mrs. Vera DeShong and Mrs. Daisy Sain of Cunningham, Mrs. Cassie
Nichols of Deport, and Mrs. Mary Webster of Bogata: one son Mell J. Oglesby of Cunningham;
twenty-one grandchildren, forty great-grandchildren and one great-great-grandchild.

It is known that a son George Thomas Oglesby and a daughter Josie Chappell, both who lived
in Minter, and had families preceded him in death. George Thomas and Josie are buried in the
Woodard Cemetery. Familiarly known as Uncle "Dick” Oglesby. he was born 17 February
1845, in Todd County, Kentucky Young Oglesby joined the Third Kentucky Cavalry on 9
November 1861, and served under General 1. S, Grant until he was discharged from the army
on 2 March 1865, Two months later he married Miss Julia A. Hunt, to which union ten children
were born. Five of their children survived Mr, Oglesby. His wife, Julia, preceded him in death
in 1937.

Besides his military career, the "Squire” spent two years each studying law and medicine. He
later worked as a silversmith in Louisville, Kentucky before moving to Arkansas in 1874, The
Oglesbys lived in Arkansas only two years before coming to Texas and settling three miles south
of Blossom. Later the family moved to Minter where they lived a number of years. At the time
of his death he had the distinction of living under every president the nation had except the first
nine. This means he lived during a part of John Tyler’s administration to a part ot Franklin

Roosevelt’s, a total of twenty-two United States presidents.

The pts. d. bet 1870, and by then
the 2 ch were in Tarrant Co Tex liv with an uncle, Richard T. Valentine. I also found mgs of several of his
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cousins, Willie, John Vick and Fred Valentine, in Tarrant Co. Also found many Valentines in the Tarrant
Co cemetery book.

Family notes say that the Fowlers of Grapevine were rel and all d. 1930s. I think R. B.’s sis (V.A.) may
have m. a Fowler.

Comment: 1 may be wrong, but I doubt that there was a connection with the Stephen family, for whom
Stephenville was named. In Old West (magazine), Summer 1975, p. 29, one Charlie Valentine, Star Rt 1,
Box 27, Three Rivers, Tex 78071, wrote that his "father Richard B. Valentine, b. Mo 1858, came to Tex
as small boy and settled near Grapevine and Fort Worth, [that there were] also relatives, Tom and Lark
Fowler, who settled around Fort Worth in the early days.”

The Fowlers were definitely related. Joseph Larkin Fowler, b. ¢1810-11 Ky m. in Mo a much younger
Jemima A. ("Mima, Mimie, Mamie") Valentine, b. ¢1840 Mo. They came to Tarrant Co Tex (see 1870
census, hh 448-448, they are enum by initials only; also see 1880 census ED 94, Pct 3, hh 146-146). She
was of an age to have been sibling of Ira, John G_, Richard T., and Benjamin J. Valentine of Tarrant Co
1880. The Fowler ch were: Mary Ann ("Mollie"), James Larkin ("Lark"), Richard Thomas ("Tom"), and
Alonzo Fowler. Two of these ch (Mary Ann and Richard Thomas} appear to have been enum twice 1870,
she in hh of Thomas Adams, and he in hh of Thomas Higgins (see hhs 442-442 and 448-448). Josiah H.

REMINISCENCES OF TWO EARLY SETTLERS

Submitted by Walter Fuller, Tyler, Texas

Ed. Note: This information, taken from affidavits made in 1921 by two early Navarro County residents, is a classic
exarnple of what can be preserved for future generations. C. L. Jester, a great-nephew, sat down with two aunts, Mrs.
Jane Beaton and Mrs. Mary Miller, and said, "Tell me what you remember abour our families in earlier days.” These
are first person accounts of people and places thar would never be found in a textbook.

Mrs. Jane McKinney Beaton:

The McKinney family is of Scotch-lIrish descent. My grandfather, John McKinney, was born in North
Carolina, and died in 1843 in Macoupin County, Illinois, where he moved sometime after 1797. He
married Catherine Eaves, (who was related to General Wade Hampton) and had seven children:
Hampton, Jefferson, Susan, Nancy, Polly, Diana and Jubilee. Susan married Mr. Otwell; Nancy
married Fenwick Kendall; Polly married Mr. Gilliam and Diana married William Hadley.

John McKinney served in the Revolutionary War and I think he must have been associated in some way
with Francis Marion, for he had a pair of silver spurs given to him by the General. These spurs are still
in the possession of one branch of the McKinney family at Corsicana, Texas. As [ remember, he was
a small man, very quick and energetic, occupied with something all the time. His wife used to say that
he would read if the house was burning down, When I knew him, his hair was quite gray and I cannot
say whether he had light or dark hair when he was younger. His wife had very black hair - not at all
gray. | remember when he was on his death bed, his mind would wander and he seemed to be reading
or he would mumble and mutter as though he was reading something all the time.

During the last years of his life John McKinney and his wife had no settled home, but lived with their
children. Although he had other children living in Madison County, he seemed to prefer my father’s
house and spent most of his time with us. He died at our house in 1843, four years before we moved
to Texas. He is buried in a small private cemetery in Macoupin County. I can remember going to his
funeral, and although I was quite young at the time, it made a lasting impression on my mind. My
grandmother McKinney stayed in Illinois and lived with her daughters.

My father, Hampton McKinney, married Mary Clark, whose family was of English descent. They had
twelve children, eight girls and four boys: Lucinda and Louisa, twins; (Lucinda died when about eight
years of age and Louisa was twenty years old and engaged to be married when she died); Diadema,
married Levi Jester (she was born in 1821 and would have been 100 years old this year); Monroe, John
0. and Thomas, twins; Jefferson (who died as a small boy); Nancy, who married John Harlin; Jane,
myself, who married Alexander Beaton; Kate, who married Hamilton Morrell; and Mary and Martha,
twins. Martha died in infancy and Mary married John L. Miller.

My father owned a large farm in Madison County, Illinois, just across the river from St. Louis where
I was born in 1832. I was about eight years old when father sold it and moved to Macoupin County,
Illinois, where we lived until we moved to Texas. That farm was very large, about four miles from the
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little town of Girard. We had a big two storied house surrounded by large trees and beautiful blue grass.
At one side of the house was a fine well of water, and at times it would rise in the well until we could
dip it out with our hands. Behind the house was a large orchard and garden with rows of curratits and
gooseberry bushes - just such a home as a prosperous farmer with a large family would have. We
children had every advantage that a man in comfortable circumstances could give us in those days,
although luxuries that we have now were not then heard of. Father used to go to St. Louis every year
to sell produce and would bring back a year’s supply of groceries, clothing shoes, etc. He seemed to
be in better financial condition than any of the rest of the family.

Illinois was not a slave state, consequently, we had no servants. What few Negroes there were free.
My mother and her girls did all the house work and my father and the boys did the farm work. The
only means of transportation was by wagon or horseback. We did have fine horses and we could ride
and ride well. Churches and schools were few and far between. Church services were nearly always
held in the school house or some private home. My father was a local Methodist preacher and belonged
to the Methodist Church South. He never followed this profession as a means of livelihood, for he never
received any renumeration for his services as a minister, but he loved to preach. He was a constant
reader of the Bible. You might say a Bible student, and he always held family prayer in his home every
morning as long as he lived. I remember the big revivals he used to hold when I was a child. He was
a quiet man, of medium height, neither blond or brunette, and had no interest in politics.

My father’s brother, Jubilee McKinney, made a trip to Texas when a young man and was so well
pleased with the country that he got my father interested in the idea of moving to Texas. We left Illinois
in the summer or early fall of 1846. I know the weather was not at all cold. A large party of us made
the trip - my father and his family with three or four wagons and a large carryall drawn by two horses
for mother and the younger children. My father’s brother, Jefferson McKinney, his wife and five
children had two large wagons. Nancy McKinney Kendall and her husband, Fenwick Kendall, with their
children, had one big wagon they called a Prairie Schooner. It was larger and had a different shape from
the rest of the wagons. My sister, Nancy, who had just married John Harlin, made the trip as their
honeymoon with only one wagon. My father always wore a money belt since he had sold all of his
property and converted it into money. In fact, everyone brought only what was needed for the trip,
tents, bedding, vessels to cook in and dishes to eat out of, At night all the wagons came together for
camp. There were several young men: Jubilee McKinney, John Gilliam, a cousin, and son of Aunt
Polly Gilliam, and Jim Moore, who was a cousin of the Kendalls. The young girls in the party were
Kate McKinney, my sister, and Kate and Mary Kendall, our cousins. 1 was 15 years old at the time -
just old enough to enjoy the whole trip. It took us two or three months as we traveled slowly and did
not hurry. If we found a camping place we liked, we would stay until we tired of it. One time we
camped for a week on the Piney River in the Indian Territory, or Indian Nation, as it was called then.
We saw lots of Indians but they were all friendly. My father had brought along dry goods, calicoes,
trinkets, etc. to trade to the Indians for corn and food for the horses. When we camped near Indians,
the boys would take us girls to the Indian dances. We always camped on Sundays and every morning
father would hold family prayer. The trip was like one long picnic and the young folks enjoyed it to
the utmost. Just as we were getting into Ellis County, there was some talk of unfriendly Indians and the
children got very excited, but nothing ever happened.

I will go back now to Iilinois and tell you something about your grandfather and grandmother Jester.
Diadema McKinney was the oldest daughter who lived to be grown and married. She was born in
Madison County, Illinois in 1821 and was eleven years older than 1. She married Levi Jester, I think
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about 1840, just about the time we were getting ready to move to Macoupin County. Father and Mother
were very much opposed to the marriage and they ran away - 1 don’t know where they married. They
lived with Uncle William Hadley and didn’t come home for a long time. Father didn’t want her to
marry Levi because he didn’t know anything about him. He had just drifted in from Delaware but he
was an energetic industrious little fellow and always working at something. He came out to make a
living at anything that came up - so there was really nothing against him except that he was a stranger
and nothing was known of him or his family. I never heard that he was a Jew, if there had been any
talk we would have heard about it when he married my sister. 1 know he was a member of the
Methodist Church and used to take my sister and me to church on horseback. He was a small man, a
great deal smaller than any member of our family. Your father, Charlie, favored him more than any
of the boys, but Levi has a prominent nose like his. He was a great trader and stayed in Madison
County until after the birth of their first child, Charlie, in 1841. They finally moved to Macoupin
County near us. Soon after we left for Texas they moved to the town of Waverly and lived there until
Levi Jester died - about 1850 or 1851, He had accumulated some property, owned their home, and at
one time, I think he had a mill in Waverly. After Levi’s death, Diadema Jester and her children lived
in Waverly until 1858 when they came to Texas. At that time, Charlie was 17 years old and he and his
mother made the living for the family. My brother, Monroe McKinney, went back to Illinois and
brought them to Texas. Major Beaton gave them a ot right where the telephone office is now and she
built a house there.

Going back to the time we arrived in Texas - when we reached Navarro County, we stopped at Dresden
and stayed there until the next winter. Iknow we raised one crop of sweet potatoes there and everybody
said we raised the largest ever seen around there. We had a log cabin of one room and a shed with
another room off in the yard where the boys slept. While there, there was a big camp meeting held over
where Bazette is now, and we all went to it in the big carry all. Coming back, we passed right through
the place where Corsicana is now located. There was nothing here, but it was such a beautiful part of
the country that my father decided to locate his certificate there. The land was high rolling prairie with
timber along the creeks and plenty of large trees scattered along the streams. So he came up here,
bought an empty cabin and moved it on what was afterwards the R. Q. Mills home place and located
his headright certificate. He had one for 640 acres and my brothers, John and Thomas, each had a
certificate for 320 acres, as did Jubilee, which he located just north of town where the old Jubilee home
now stands. He was on the old bachelor list when he came to Texas and he married a Miss Story who
lived up above the Mills place.

When my father settled on the land, there was no town at all - only a few cabins scattered around on
farms, so he was really the first settler in Corsicana and had the first residence, if you could call a one
room log house a residence. Afterwards, when the early settiers decided to locate the town of Corsicana
on this land, they persuaded my father to lift his certificate, and he laid it in Johnson County;
However, he reserved a good part of the town property for his own use. After the town was located,
he selected a spot between the court house and jail are now and moved two little cabins there and built
a hall between and a shed at the back. We lived until he built the first hotel in Corsicana called the
McKinney Tavern which was for many years the only hotel in Corsicana. Father and his three sons built
it of rough boards that were hewn out of logs, there being no saw mill here or anywhere near here then.
The Tavern had two big rooms down stairs with a long gallery in front, two other rooms at one corner
and a long ell back for a dining room and a kitchen back of that. The upstairs was all one big room.
At that time it was considered a good sized house, comfortable, but you couldn’t call it handsome.
There was no paint on it, in fact paint was unknown in this country. There were big fireplaces in the

rooms, but no stoves except the cooking stove. We had the first cooking stove ever brought into
Corsicana, and probably the first one in the county. Father made a good living running the hotel for
a number of years. He did not care particularly about doing so, but there was nobody else to do it and
he was kind of forced into it. He kept the hotel until another one was built on the corner of the square
where Mrs. Wilson now lives, by a man named Randall. This Randall hotel was subsequently the old
Starley Hotel. We were living at the McKinney Tavern when I met Major Alexander Beaton whom I
married in 1852, All my sisters, except Mary, were married while we lived at the Tavern.

Alexander Beaton was born in Scotland in 1820 and would have been 100 years old last year. He came
to this country as a young man and was living in Independence, Missouri at the beginning of the
Mexican War. He enlisted and served through the war, obtaining the title of Major. After the war, he
drifted South and taught school at Chapel Hill in Washington County, Texas, then going to New Orleans.
He came to Corsicana with Col. Croft in 1850, I think. As young men they were always together. He
studied law, got his license to practice, and he and Col. Mills were partners before the Civil War. Their
office was on the square on the east side where Mr Stell now lives. He continued to practice law and
trade in land until he quit practice and dealt altogether in land, accumulating a great deal of property.
He was a highly educated man, quick talking and energetic in his manner.

A few months after I married. Major Beaton built a little home on the corner of Fourth Ave, and
Eleventh St. where Dr. S. W. Johnson afterwards built a house now known as the Weiler place. We
lived there for a year or two and finally moved the house just across the street where the laundry is now.
After my father’s death, my mother lived with me and died in 1883/84. My father, Hampton
McKinney, died in 1857 of pneumonia at the age of sixty years.

Major Beaton and I had three children, Ralph, who now lives in Corsicana, Kate, who married Dr. §S.
W. Johnson, and Tom, who is not living. Major Beaton was a public spirited citizen and always
interested in the growth and development of Corsicana. It was largely through his efforts that the
railroad came here in 1871. When the new part of the town was laid off, he gave the land for Beaton
Street, specifying that it should be 100 feet wide.

I have lived here for seventy four years and seen Corsicana grow and develop from that one room cabin
my father built into a beautiful little city with its many handsome homes and buildings. Those early days
were happy ones for me and I shall always look back on them with much pleasure, for they were the
days of my youth.

Mary McKinney Miller:

I was only about eight years old when my father came to Texas, but [ have some very vivid recollections
of the old home in Macoupin County, Illinois and also of the trip. Your grandfather Jester and his wife,
my sister, Diadema, lived near us, and when we moved to Texas, we came by their home and I ran in
to see them, and can remember so well picking up your uncle George who was the baby then and
playing with him. Your father, Charlie Jester, was then a little boy about five years old. Cousin Helen
Marshal taught school close to Girard and Charlie went to school to her. I also went to school to her -
my first school. At that time there were not many schools in our part of the State and very few
churches; the preaching was mostly done in schools and private houses.
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Mother was opposed to coming to Texas, but the children, like all young folks were eager for change
and adventure and the long journey overland was just an extended pleasure trip to us. We came through
St. Louis and crossed the Mississippi River on a ferry boat. We crossed the Red River at Fulton, Mo.
‘and it was so red that it made a lasting impression on my childish mind. We came through the Indian
Nation and saw plenty of Indians but they were all friendly. Just before we reached Navarro County,
we camped in Ellis County on Chambers creek not far from Reagor Springs. R. N. White, who
afterwards moved to Corsicana lived near with his family. Mother was sick and they came to get her
and took care of her; we have always known them. They moved down here soon after we did and
settled on what is now Fifth Avenue about a block from Beaton Street. Cyrus White was the first child
born in Corsicana.

When we stopped at Dresden, in about the center of the county, the first people we got acquainted with
were D. B. Hartzell’s family and I always looked on him as one of my brothers. He used to go with
my sister, Kate, who afterwards married Ham Morrell. Dan Hartzell’s sister waited on me when [ was
married. After we moved to Corsicana, Dan boarded with us for years and years and was like one of
our family.

From Dresden we moved to what is now Corsicana, first living in a little log cabin on what is now the
R. Q. Mills place. We then moved into a big log house of two cabins with a hall between, where we
stayed unti! father built the McKinney Tavern.

I first met Col. Winkler when we were living in the little house. He came from the southern part of the
state and was at that time, 1847-1848, judge of the first circuit court they had here. He boarded with us
until he married. Mother got his clothes ready for him when he married his first wife, the widow of
Thomas I. Smith. When the war began he enlisted and became a distinguished soldier and it was during
the Civil War that he married his second wife.

Father used to entertain all the lawyers who came to court at the Tavern. Col. Winkler was one of the
first I remember. Others who stopped with us were Rob. S. Gould, who was district attorney and lived
in Palestine: John H. Reagan; A. H. Willis, who was afterward Judge of the Supreme Court. Two of
the first lawyers who settled here were Major John L. Miller and Major A. Beaton. I later married
Major Miller and my sister married Major Beaton. Then there was Col. R. Q. Mills who was a law
student then, later a partner of Major Beaton. He was a gallant young man, very good looking and
popular, and used to go with our crowd of young folks all the time. The young men would write notes
to the girls and we would get a wagon and go to camp meetings. Since my father didn’t approve of
dancing, we never had such things at the Tavern, but there were dances at the Randall Hotel which
opened sometime later. The boys would come after us girls and get father to let us go just to look on,
but we would always get to dance. The camp meetings were the principal amusement for the young
folks who didn’t dance and father never objected to our going. We also had an occasional circus to
come here. The first [ remember was Robinson’s circus. The grounds were where the 3rd ward school
is now. There was a grove down across the street from where the Ideal Theater is now, where they used
to have public meetings. I remember Sam Houston coming here to speak and Major Miller introduced
him. That was before the war. Houston was a Union man and very much condemned for his ideas.
He said afterwards that he had made a mistake and regretted it after he knew the way our people felt
about it. He and Colonel Mills had a disagreement and I am sure that was the cause of it, for Mills was
for the Confederacy good and strong.
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Back to early settlers - there was also Col. Croft and Major L. T. Wheeler. Col. Croft first married
Roxie Elliot, a daughter of Colonel Jacob Elliot. She lived only a short time, and he married a Miss
Lockhart. They are all dead now. The first newspaper published here before the war was a weekly
called The Prairie Blade. Dan Donaldson was editor and that was the only paper here at that time.

The first court house in Navarro County was situated on the corner of Fifth Avenue and 12th Street just
across from where Mrs. Singletary now lives, It was a log house of one room and was used as a court
house, school, church and general assembly hall for years. 1 used to go to school there to Mack Elliott.
The next court house was a frame building erected in 1851 on the present site. This one burned in 1855
and it was reported that fire had been started by parties who wanted to destroy certain indictments and
papers, but it was never proved. The courthouse built in 1856 was on the same site and your father,
Charlie Jester, hauled brick for it. He had just come here from Illinois, had a good wagon and team
and that was the first job he found. That courthouse was used until it was torn down in 1880 and a new
one built which was used until the present one was erected.

The first church was built by the Cumberland Presbyterians and was located about where Will Gordon’s
place is now on Third Avenue, then Main Street. All denominations had services there until the
Methodist Church was built in 1871. 1 remember going to the Cumberland Church to work for the
soldiers during the war. They had a big convention there when Mills was nominated for Congress.
There were no regular Methodist preachers here before the war - we had what were called circuit riders.
One of the first I remember was Old Brother Mose, I think he was here as far back as 1847. Brother
Hardin was another rider who had some very bad boys, who were called the first desperadoes of the
section. One of his sons was John Wesley Hardin. Another circuit rider was Brother Manley, who
married me and my sister, Mrs. Beaton. Other early preachers were Brother Fly and Brother Campbell,
Horace Bishop and Brother Wells and another circuit rider named Ferguson.

The first school I remember in Corsicana was taught in the old courthouse by Mack Elliott. He was a
nephew of Jacob Elliot, the father of Mrs. John D. Lee and Mrs. Ellen Cheney and grandfather of Mrs.
H. C. Johnson. Mack was quite a young man and also boarded with us. In later years he was a
prominent surveyor here. The next school I went to was in Cedar Hall, taught by Capt. Peek and his
wife, who boarded with us at the Tavern, Their first child was born there and Mrs. Peek used to lecture
me about going with the boys. She said I looked like a little Pin Cushion Sock on the arm of a boy, but
the truth was that the boys came to see my older sisters and some of them would

take me when they could not get one of the older girls. Mrs. Peek’s health failed and they went some-
where back east where she died. Her child was burned to death. Mr. Peek came back here and went
into the mercantile business. He later moved to Fairfield in Freestone County where he married again.

One of the early doctors was Dr. Oakes who later moved to Waco. His wife was young and used to
send for me to stay with her when he was called away. Then there was Dr. Leach, a very fine physician
and Dr. Green Kerr, (brother of Uncle Jimmy Kerr), Dr. Wootan and Dr. Tate. The latter was a high
tempered man who fell out with my father because he sent for Dr. Dixson one time when he was sick.
Dr. Dixson administered roots and herbs instead of regular medicines. Then there was Dr. Love and
Dr. McKie, father of J. W. McKie who married Eva Elliott, a daughter of Colonel Elliot. Colonel
Elliott had three girls, Eva, Roxie (who married Col. Croft) and Lou (who married H. P. Walker). Col.
Elliot was a land trader in the early days and lived down near Richland where his first wife died. He
went back to Kentucky where he married again and came back to live in Corsicana.

The Loves were early settlers here. W. M. Love built the first house in the county down near Patterson
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Lake. Others were R. H. White and Colonel Henderson. The latter was a lawyer but he didn’t practice
much. He had a rich brother in New Orleans who sent him money al! the time and he didn’t do much
of anything but chess. The Van Hooks lived out on the H&TC RR just north of town. Buck Barry was
sheriff about that time. Capt. E. E. Dunn and Jim Carytgers [sic|] were two other old settlers. S. H.
Kerr came a little later.

David R. Mitchell was one of the first settlers in Corsicana and gave most of the land on which the old
part of the town is situated, land for the courthouse square and the lot for the Methodist Church. He
was really a very fine man. I went to school with his daughter, Bema, who later married Dr. Seale.
Colonel Riggs was another early settler as was N. H. Butler and Sam Taylor who were blacksmiths as
were blacksmiths. Then there were two men named Burrow and Smith,

With the coming of the railroad after the war, there were some new merchants. Sanger was here for
awhile, Padget, Huey, Schneider, Allyn and Garity - all of that crowd followed the raiiroad on to Dallas,
except Huey, Gariety and Allyn. Sanger boarded with your grandmother Jester. Your Aunt Vina Bates,
your Aunt Mary Hamilton and your Uncle George were married from her house. George’s wife died
there when her youngest child, Alice, was an infant. Your grandfather Rakestraw lived near Patterson
Lake. Just after the war he went with a party of others to South America because they said they
wouldn’t live under a Yankee Government, but they were all soon back here again.

The business part of the town was on the square where all the stores were but after the railroad came
in 1871, the town moved down toward it. Major Beaton took great interest in getting the railroad here.
Major Beaton entertained Capt. Harris, the locating engineer, and his bride, and gave 640 acres of land
in addition to some money, which helped get the railroad here.

The first postoffice was in the McKinney Tavern. I can remember as a child how I liked to hand out
the letters to the people. Also the first photograph gallery was there, run by Isaac Cline. [ was very
fond of having my picture taken and he would practice on me. The pictures he took were the old
fashioned daguerreotypes.

After father sold the Tavern to, I think, David R. Mitchell, he built a house right about where Homer
Pace now lives, We were living there when I married Major John Miller > He was born in 1821 in
Murry [sic] County, Tennessee and was a member of the Tennessee Legislature when James K. Polk
received notice of his nomination for President. He came to Corsicana to practice law about 1852, He
died in Corsicana in 1907 in his 86th year.

At the beginning of the Mexican War, he organized a company which he commanded and which gave
him the title of Major. | married him in 1855 and we had the following children: Mattie, now living
in Corsicana; Terry, (died when he was 20 years old, unmarried); John Lanty, Beaton and Ursula.
About 1858 we moved up near Rice, and it then that my brother, Monroe McKinney, went back to
Llinois and brought my sister, Diadema Jester, and her family to Corsicana. Major Beaton gave her a
lot where the telephone exchange is now and after her house was finished she took boarders for a living.

Diadema and Levi Jester had the following children, all born in Illinois: Charlie Wesley, your father;
artha, who married Jefferson Kendall; George T. Jester, who first married Alice Bates and second
Fannie Gordon; Mary D., who married James Hamilton; Vina, who married R. P. Bates, a drummer
who drove a double team and carried his samples in the back of his buggy (they both died within the last
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few years); and L. L. Jester who married a Miss Cain of Tyler, Texas. The Jesters brought with them
the first painted or factory made wagon ever seen in the county and for years it was used for a hearse
at every funeral, It attracted a great deal of attention and the country people and children would gather
around it and admire it as they do a circus wagon now. Your father, Charlie Jester, married Eliza
Rakestraw, a daughter of George A. Rakestraw who lived down near Patterson Lake.

My brother, Monroe McKinney, married Lou Johnson. He was killed in the Civil War at Yellow Bayou
over in Louisiana; he left three children and his widow later married a man named Allen.

Another brother, John Q. McKinney, laid his headright certificate in Johnson County and lived there a
good while, but he got sick and came back home and died at our house. He was 27 years oid,
unmarried, very handsome and quiet and reserved - not like any of the rest of us. He was very much
like my father. My brother, Thomas McKinney, lived with us until he married Jan Petty and moved to
Ellis County where he lived until his death. Kate McKinney, the next youngest child to me, married
Hamilton Morrell, called Ham. Nancy McKinney and John Harlan came with us to Texas right after
they married. John was a very capable man and there wasn’t anything he couldn’t do. Everybody liked
and respected him and anyone in trouble could always count on him for help.

I have lived in this town for nearly 75 years and am sure I could be called the oldest inhabitant in point
of long residence but not in age. In these reminiscences I have tried to recall the incidents in a long and
happy life in relation in particular to the descendants of Hampton McKinney and your great-grandfather,

Levi Jester.

I thought that it would be so easy to trace my family tree,
Surely it would be possible to find the makings of me.

Old Clipping Tells of Great Revival in Roanoke

Editor’s Note: To Mrs. Beulah Raibourn goes the credid for the following news item about a great revival meeting held
by the First Baptist Church of Roancke in 1909 as reported by Editor-Publisher Julius C. Melton of the Roanoke Weekly
News, (a paper being published in Roancke at that time).

Rev. Estell, County Missionary, had charge of the meeting at the beginning, after which Rev.
George Truett of Dallas took charge, both being ably assisted by Rev. Rogers of Georgia.

During the morning service the subject of building a new concrete church house was brought up.
E. C. Buell started the list by a donation of five hundred dollars. The grand total ran up to over three
thousand.

Last Sunday afternoon will go down in the history of Roanoke as a day never to be forgotten,
for on that day there were 37 baptized as members of the Baptist Church.

The usual services were held Sunday morning but none in the afternoon, as the crowd began
gathering at the water long before the hour set for the baptizing, and by the time the hour set to begin
had arrived, there were people assembled from all parts of the county, estimated safely at 1,500.

Those who were baptized were:

Claude Raibourn, Bell Seagraves, Ada Finilson, Winnie Belle Pickett, Omo Stump, John Cox,
John Seagraves, Charlie Medlin, Roxey Bird, Margaret Francisco, Pearl Cox, Odom Davis, Comas
Jones, Oscar Lewis, Ela Brand, Milton Bowen, Mrs. John McMahon, Earl Lewis, Bud Cox, Fred Jones,
Stella Reese, Everett Shirley, Marshal Hinton, Ada Peck, Eva Cavin, Eva Terrill, Lomie Finilson, Clint
Yancey, Will Rutledge, Wiley Ball, Jessie Jones, J. M. Medlin, Samuel White, Lloyd Cox, Bud Pickett.

The following were received by letter;

John Medlin, Lela Medlin, Lillie Foster, John Arnold, Mrs. B. C. Lee, Rena Fitzgerald,
Florence Rutledge, W. A. B. Jones, Mrs. W. A, B. Jones, Mrs. John McDonald, John McDonald.

As the crowd began to turn homeward, one solid mass of people could be seen in buggies, on
horseback, in wagons, and on foot, reaching from the place of baptizing to town, a distance of over a
mile,

To say that this meeting was a success is expressing the sentiments of the people in very mild
language.

Our home pastor, Rev. W. H. Carder, is one of the most jubilant ministers in this state.

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Helen Ocheltree adds the following:

My grandparents, James Parker and Rosaline (Borah) Terrill moved from Grapevine [Tarrant County, Texas]
in 1875/76, and settled near Elizabethtown. Their home, which was replaced by a brick house in the 1950s, was on
the north side of Hwy 114, just east of Hwy 156.

In the picture taken at the Masonic Lodge (see November 1996 Footprints), the woman standing in the back
row, holding a small girl, 9th from the left, Jooks like my grandmother. She was bom in 1853, and her youngest child
(Ada) was born in 1892. However, her two older daughters, Emma Coleman and Sophia Brand, were married in 1898,
and she had granddaughters born in 1899, 1900 and 1904. [ don’t believe Grandpa was a Mason, but I/m sure his six
children attended school in Elizabethtown.

Mentioned in the clipping about the revival: the Terrtll family members included Ada (Terrill) Finlayson, wife
of Lanie B.; Eva Brand, daughter of Sophia (Terrill) Brand; Eva Terrill (my mother) and Lanie B. Finlayson. Rev.
Carder [sic] mentioned in the clipping was Rev. Carden. He married my parents in 1910.

Nancy Timmons Samuels adds "tidbit" information:

Arnold, John - Received by letter. Was probably related to John A. Arnold (1832-1899) and wife Rachel J., who came
from Indiana in 1870s, They and one son {Wm, A, 1868-1936) are buried in Elizabeth Cemetery. Their other son,
Oscar Dudley Arnold, married Ada Bush and removed to Oklahoma.

Brand, Ela - probably related to Thomas R. Brand, from Kentucky, who settled west of present Roanoke, near
Hennetta Creek, in the 1870s.

Foster, Lillie - probably related to Richard and Martha J. Foster, of Elizabethtown in 1870, who had sons Richard B.,
Williarx C. and Henry. Some buried Elizabeth Cem.

Jones, Comas, Mr. and Mrs. W.A.B. - W. A, B. Jones (1852-1928) and wife, Mary Ella V. Jones *1859-n.d.) are
buried in Elizabeth Cemetery, as is Comus Allen Jones (1890-1930), also an infant som of Jesse Jones, Jr.

Lewis, Earl and Oscar - perhaps descendants of J. R. Lewis, a blacksmith at Elizabethtown in 1880.

Medlin, Charlie, John, J. M., Lela - descendants of early Peters Colonists, several Medlin families, including Charles
and Lewis, who lived each and west of present Roanoke. Lewis Medlin’s 640 acre survey is just east of Elizabethtown,
which is on the George Shamblin survey and was the trade center until Roanoke came into being in the 1880s. The
Medlin cemetery is in present Trophy Club (east Roanoke).

Pickett, Bud and Winnie Belle - father and daughter. He was Walter Gray Pickett, b. ¢1872, whose parents came in
1870s from Ellis County and are buried in Elizabeth Cemetery. Winnie Belle married Earl Byers and lived in Fort
Worth many years. She and my (NTS) mother-in-law, Geneva Gillespie Samuels (1898-1995), were girlhood chums.

Raibourn, Claude - desc. of Mitchell Raibourn/Rayborn of Elizabethtown, b. ¢1808, who had many children by three
wives. Claude’s wife, Beulah, submitted the old 1909 article, probably to the Denton Record-Chronicle before 1963,
She was nee Beulah Etta Harris (1888-1963), granddaughter of Samuel F. Reynolds, early rancher/merchant/banker at
Elizabethtown and Roanoke. She and Claude married in 1908,

Seagraves, Bell and John - probably related to the Picketts. Lula Belle Pickett, sister of Walter Gray Pickett, m/1
Henry 1. Reynolds {(son of Sam F.) and m/2 Hiss or Hice Seagraves.

Stump, Omo - probably related to Frank Stump (called "Poo™), who lived on the Sam F. Reynolds Ranch and was their
meat man. His wife was the Reynolds family nurse. "Babe" Stump and sister, Gus Stump Robbins of Fort Worth, were

girlhood friends of my (NTS) mother-in-law, step-granddaughter of Sam F. Reynolds,

White, Sam - probably son-in-law of Lula Belle (Pickett) Reynolds Seagraves.

The cemetery is located in Forest Hill, a suburb of southeast Fort Worth, Texas. It is located on the east side of the
5700 block of Forest Hill Drive behind the Forest Hill Presbyterian Church. The well kept grounds are enclosed with
a six foot chain link fence with a barbed wire barrier on top.

One of the oldest burial grounds in Tarrant County named for its location and used for many years before record-keeping
began. In 1883 landowner J. W. Chapman deeded the property to Forest Hill Cumberland Presbyterian Church.
Cumberland later dropped the name. Among the many interments of pioneers were Press and Jane Farmer, who lived
at the site of Fort Worth before the Army established the Fort in 1849. The cemetery is full although few headstones
are visible, as most graves were unmarked or marked with field stones that have since disappeared. [Marker dedicated
in 1974 by the Texas Historical Commission].

Surnames dictionaries are extremely popular resources for genealogists. Typically, they contain
a wealth of information related to the origins of family names, the nationality of the name, discussions
of the meanings and etymologies, probable dates or time periods for the origin, variant spellings,
geographic distributions of the names in the originating country or in the United States, and current
demographic estimates of the number of individuals that possess the name.

The information from surnames dictionaries can be useful in a variety of ways. For example,
it can be a guide to the possible national origin and even the time period of the immigrant ancestor.
The variant spellings might assist the researcher in tracing their ancestors in the federal census indexes
or other records. The data pertaining to geographic distribution of names can be helpful in pinpointing
the specific locations where a family derived.

Of course, as with any resource, the genealogical researcher must evaluate the information with
a critical eye. The origins and etymologies of family names are seldom simple and straight forward.
Some names developed independently in different countries. Many names in the United States are
anglicized versions of the ancestor’s original name, for example, an American Indian family might have
translated their name to Blackhawk in order to assimilate more easily into American culture or a Slavic
family Dawsovichski might have become Dawsons because the immigration official could not spell the
true name. One very important consideration is that the surnames have become standardized only in the
twentieth century; the researcher should not overlook possible ancestors because the surname has a
variant spelling. With such precautions, the surname dictionaries can be of significant aid to the

researcher.

October 4, 1888

Corsicana. The "Observer" newspaper has secured the noon press telegrams and this afternoon
published a daily edition - which was a surprise to the entire community and the friends of "Parson”
Miller congratulate him.

Cisco. Last night at the Baptist Church while Rev. Kelly was advising his flock, a young gentleman
sitting by his best girl, jumped up with a yell and knocked on the wall like a madman. The preaching
stopped while he continued to jump and stamp and finally held up a large tarantula which had been
crawling on the wall close to his head. Preaching then continued.

Local. The Leader endorses Grover Cleveland for President, Allen G. Thurman of Ohio for Vice
President; L. S. Ross for Governor; T. B. Wheeler, Lt. Governor and J. S. Hogg for Attorney General.
Mr. Roe of Briar Bend and Miss Luretta Orrell were married at the home of the bride’s father on the
26th ult., Rev. G. W. Black officiating. Louise, infant daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Robert Holman died
Saturday evening, Sept. 29th. The community is very excited over the discovery of copper southeast
of town. Ida Royce, infant daughter of C. B. Blakley, aged 8 months, died at the residence of her
grandparents on Sept. 23rd.

Corsicana. The Honorable Roger Q. Mills arrived home last Friday to a royal reception where he made
a rousing speech.

October 11, 1888

El Paso. The county plans to send a big display of exhibits to the Texas State Fair at Dallas. The only
typical specimens of the Pueblo Indians are in this county. Fifty families from the large pueblo at San
Elizario are taking plows, wagons, utensils and other items of interest to the Fair and will camp out
while there.

Local. Deputy U. S. Marshal E. W. Johnson has returned from Indian Territory with four prisoners:
Pete Berry, for whom the Marshal has been looking a long time, Bill Murphy, both of whom are accused
of horse stealing; T. A. Anderson, wanted for cattle stealing in Wilbarger County and George Marlow,
also wanted for horse stealing. Dr. Matt Chism has returned to Graham and will have his office in the
old postoffice building. G. H. Matkin, of Garrett and Matkin, sieeps at the drug store, so if you need
medicine at night, get him out to bring it. A delightful social took place last Friday evening at the home
of Jonas Ely. The six couples who attended declared the evening was a perfect success. There will be
preaching at the courthouse on Wednesday, October 24th at 10 a.m. and 7 p.m.
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October 18, 1888

Local. Madame Rumor has it that one of Young County’s fairest daughters will soon wed one of Jack
County’s most promising young men. W. T. Fambrough of Stephens County, is here for court. There
are also 20-30 Indians at Court who provide quite an attraction with their paint, ear and nose rings, bows
and arrows and red blankets. The following attorneys are attending court: Hon. Temple Houston,
Mobeetie; Judge A. T. Walls, J. M. McCormick, Judge Combs, Dallas; Sam J. Hunter, Fort Worth;
G. B. Bedwell, Weatherford, J. S. Strangham, Palo Pinto, R. Cobb, J. P. Boyd, Wichita Falls and F.
W. Girand, Archer City Mr. Burke of Benbrook, Tarrant County, has moved his family to Graham.
David R. Aken of Amarillo and Miss Clara L. Porter of this city were married on the 10th at the home
of the bride’s parents. They left for Amarilio where they will reside. The ladies will serve supper on
Wednesday evening from 6 to 9 p.m. at the courthouse. All proceeds will go for repairs to the
Methodist Church. Sadie E. Crain died October 15, 1888. She was the daughter of P. R. and R. P.
Baker and a sister of Rev. James M. Baker. She was born Oct. 10, 1856, married John B. Crain April
26, 1883. She leaves her parents, a sister, two brothers, an affectionate husband and many friends to
mourn.

October 25, 1888
Fort Worth. This city had a $50,000 fire on the 10th inst. [no details given]

returned last Sunday with one of the creek’s fairest as his bride. Several old Young County citizens are
in El Paso, Messrs Prior, Moore, Freeman, John Ashmore, W. R. Bigham, W. T. Ditto and Charley
Gant. Mr. P. E. Mathews of Oxford, Miss. is visiting his brother, W. M. Mathews. James Read of
South Bent and Miss Pechie Bronner were married on the 14th inst. J. W. Timmons is a candidate for
Commissioner and Justice of the Peace, Pct. 2. He is one of our oldest settlers and if elected, the county
business will be safe in his hands.

Ranger. Last Wednesday night, there was a big fire which burned down Henry Moore’s drug store, the
postoffice and O, P. Watson’s dry goods store. All were insured except the postoffice.

Austin. There was a sensation here today with the arrest of the Hon. J. M. Breckenridge, of Travis

If not claimed in 30 days they will
be sent to the dead letter office in Washington D. C,
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Gainesville. J. W. Drake, one of the oldest Masons in the United States, died here recently. He was
835 years old.

Temple. The handsome two-story passenger depot for the Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe railroad was
destroyed by fire when a lamp exploded this morning. The Santa Fe dining room was also destroyed.

Woodville. The Durham hotel here was burned down Monday night. The proprietor was a widow who
had no insurance.

November 8, 1888

Local. We have been unable to get election results due to heavy rains since Tuesday noon. Miss Jennie
Eddleman took charge of Conner Creek school last Monday. H. L. Mitchell and Miss Emma Goode
were married at the home of the bride’s father in South Bend Sept. 4 inst. They will tour Jack, Parker,
Hood and other counties on their honeymoon. The Creek Council, Indian Territory, has decided to sell
their interest in the Oklahoma lands to the United States if terms can been worked out. This is the
beginning of the end. The Indian Territory cannot remain closed forever to civilization. J. R. Cornish
of Graham and Miss Annie L. Harding of Fort Worth were married at the home of the bride’s father
in Fort Worth on the 14th inst. They will live in Graham.

Brenham The postoffice was robbed on the night of the 31st of more than 5000 stamps and $40-$50 in
money. No clew [sic] as to who did it.

Farmersvitle. The Farmersville Times is up for sale. It will be a real bargain as all the equipment -is
new and this is a good place to locate - a town of over 2000 population in Collin County.

November 15, 1888

Memphis, Texas An earthquake tremor was felt here for a few seconds about 3:15 a.m. on Nov. 6th.
People sleeping in upstairs rooms were somewhat alarmed.

Fort Worth Two cars at the local T & P freight depot were broken into and a number of things stolen.
No clue as to who was responsible.

November 22, 1888

St. Jo. Capt. John Miller of Jim Town, Indian Territory, has been shot and killed by Jim Ables. There
are several conflicting reports as to the reason, but Ables was renting from Miller. Miller was 72 years
old, and has said that he has killed 30 men during his life. Ables is still at large.

Local. D. C. Brooks has sold his residence in town to Rev. W. H. Kuykendall. T. C. Craig has a new
girl at his home and spends a lot of time entertaining her. L. F. Voules and family have moved five

miles north of town on Salt Creek.

November 29, 1888

Waco. The costly and beautiful residence of Capt. John H. Harrison, state senator-elect, 22nd District,
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has burned with all contents. It was located 8 miles from this town. Mrs. Harrison was visiting friends
in Waco and the Captain and his little son were asleep and barely escaped. His outstanding library is
completely gone and he also lost $300. Capt. Harrison is a brother to the Hon. Richard Harrison, ex-
state senator and is related to President-elect Benjamin Harrison.

Waco Mrs. Susan Robertson was granted a divorce from her husband, Dr. W. R, Robertson. He
recently received $10,000 in a suit with the San Antonio and Aransas Pass Railroad about a year ago
and the decree gives her control of that money for herself and children.

Seek info re DELIA MOORE, about whom I have the following sketchy info: She was b. ¢1875 Tarrant Co
Tex, prob Kennedale area, She had at least one bro, who, with their mthr, still liv in or near Kennedale in
1901. DELIA m. 1896, prob Tarrant Co, to LEWIS WALKER or poss LEWIS WATSON. Their mg
ended 1899-1900. Not known whether they div or just separated.

Comment: Name of bro and mthr not given. Do not find any MOORE fam in Tarrant Co 1880 who had
a dau "Delia" or similar spellings. There were many WALKERs here in 1880 and after. WATSONS liv
mostly in SE quadrant of Tarrant Co. On 27 Aug 1893 one L. M. WALKER m. DILLIE MOORE. I would
guess they were "Lewis and Adelia.” There was one L. M. WALKER in Fort Worth 1880, on 4th St (Ward
1), who was age 45 b. Mo, with wf and 4 ch. See ED 88, #328-412. If he was the same as the one who
m, "Dillie" MOORE, he must have been much older than she.

2-3-97 CREEK, STEPHENSON
Hope Hodgdon Creek, 4004 Miller Drive, Springdale, AR 72762. Pho. (501) 756-9183

Am compiling hist of CREEK fam of Mo and Ark. JIMMIE LEE CREEK and wf LAURIE STEPHENSON
CREEK went to Comanche Co Tex aft 1882, where he d. ¢1892 and she d. ¢1903. Are sd to be bur Zion
Hill Cem, Van Dyke Community, Comanche Co, abt 7 mi N of town of Comanche. Need grave inscriptions
for them, obits, and any other info re them. Was LAURIE CREEK on 1900 census Comanche Co?

Comment: According to Weldon Hudson, who copied Zion Hill Cem in 1976, there was no tombstone for
Jimmie Lee Creek. There was a sandstone marker, which he interpreted as "Laura Greek [Creek] d. July
5, 1903." Do not believe Zion Hill Baptist Church is still active. The Comanche Library has some obits,
and the Comanche Chief (for some years) is on microfilm there, according to Mr. Hudson. You might check
the 1900 Soundex to see if Laurie Creek was listed.

Ed. note: Mrs. Creek is Sec. and Co-Ed of The Musings, quarterly of Madison Co Ark Gen & Hist Soc,
Huntsville, Ark. She has initiated an obit file for Madison Co. She also states that Washington Co Ark has
an obit file in the Genealogy Department of the Fayetteville Public Library.

1882, and
JOSEPH DOLPHUS OWEN (my fthr) b. 1884. Like to hear from any ELMORE or OWEN who may know

something abt this couple.

Comment: I find no mg for above couple in this area (Tarrant, Denton, Parker, Hood, Johnson, and Ellis
cos). Find no ELMORE or OWEN fams in 1880 who had members with above given names.
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4-3-97 CRIMM, CONALLY, COOPER, HALL
Judy M. Stanford, PO Box 282, Carrolton, MS 38917

ZACHARIAH CRIMM d. c1856. He was fthr of ASHLEY COOPER CRIMM who m. ELIZABETH
HALL. ASHLEY C. and ELIZABETH CRIMM had a dau, LIZZIE CRIMM, and sons CHARLEY, JOSH,
EARLY, and JOHN FRANCIS CRIMM (my grandfather, of Ala/Miss). During the early 1900s grandfather
corresponded with some CRIMM cousins who had moved from Ala to Tex during the late 1800s and their
name was CONALLY (not sure of the spelling). Would like to get in touch with this Tex branch of our
CRIMM fam.

5-3-97 FURLOW, BOURLAND, DAVIS, ROBERTSON
John T. Furlow, Route 2, Box 189M, Mt. Enterprise, TX 75681

What happened to WILLIAM BOURLAND FURLOW? He was b. 18 May 1879 San Augustine Co Tex,
son of ROBERT M. and OLLIE (BOURLAND) FURLOW, ROBT and OLLIE divorced 23 Sept 1882 in
San Augustine Co. He mov back to Mt. Enterprise and liv there the remainder of his life, d. 29 Mar 1922,
OLLIE m/2 GILFORD C. DAVIS and within a few yrs mov to Coryell Co, where both liv the remainder
of their lives. WILLIAM B. FURLOW remained with his mthr and was raised in the DAVIS home, but
retained the FURLOW surname.

I found WILLIAM and wf GRACE A. with 2 daus in Denison Tex in 1910. The daus were Mary J. (age
3) and DORIS K. (age 1). He is listed in 1913 Denison city directory as a barber. Unable to locate him in
1920. He was still liv 1922, as he visited the FURLOW home in Mt. Enterprise shortly aft his fthr d.
Maiden name of GRACE A. is said to have been ROBERTSON. Also found record of both daus deaths,
MARY J. on 27 May 1912, and DORIS K. on 2 Feb 1911.

Need info on fam of TOM and MARY DUNLAP. Was KATHERINE ISABELLE DUNLAP, b. 25 June
1869 Fort Worth, Tarrant Co Tex, their only child, or were there other ch? If so, need their names. Who
was JAMES DUNLAP (1818-1884) whose wt was ISABELLE SUSAN CUMMINGS (1817-1867)? Did they
have any ch? If so, what were their names?

Comment: The "Tom and Mary Dunlap” you mention were THOMAS ANDERSON DUNLAP and his wf/2
MARY P. of Tarrant Co, enum 1870, Pct 5, #239-239, and enum 1880, ED 97, Pct 6, #56-60. TOM
DUNLAP m/1 (prob AGNES A.) STEEL, dau of LAWRENCE STEEL of Fort Worth. She d. c1867
leaving inf son, JAMES LAWRENCE DUNLAP. TOM m/2 prob ¢1868 MARY P. HALL, dau of DAVID
LEWIS HALL & wf E. CATHERINE RAWLINS. Both of Tom’s mgs prob were in Tarrant or Parker Co;
early mgs are lost in both cos. In 1880 the ch in Tom’s hh were: JAMES L. age 13, CATHERINE age 11
(she was enum as Catherine I. in 1870), MELVINA J. age 9, ADA R. age 4, and FIELDING A. age 1.
Tom m/3 in 1888 Montague Co to LYDIA HALL, sister of Mary P. In 1910 they were liv on Mary’s
Creek, Tarrant Co, where he d. Dec 1916.

The HALLSs were in Dallas Co Tex 1850, Tarrant Co by 1856, liv Live Oak-Silver Creeks area, mov to
Montague Co bef 1880. Mrs. Juanita Dunlap, 7837 Maplewood Drive, Fort Worth, TX 76180-7037, can
give much info re the DUNLAP, HALL, CUMMING, and other allied fams. Mrs. Laurel Bryan Stockton,
7761 Crystal Blvd, Diamond Oaks, CA 95619, may also be helpful. Her husband is a CUMMING desc.

JAMES DUNLAP SR. & wf ISABELLE SUSAN CUMMING were the pts of THOS A. DUNLAP. JAMES
SR. arrived c1858 (per tax rolls, etc.), purchased the 320-acre Nancy Casteel survey from G. M. Pettitt,
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whose survey neighbors the Casteel survey on the west. Both surveys are on Mary’s Creek, not far from
the Parker Co line. In Tarrant Co 1880 3 of their sons liv door-n’bors: WILLIAM (#54-58), JAMES F.
(#55-59), and THOS A. (#56-60). JAMES DUNLAP SR (age 63) was enum on 1880 Parker Co census, with
a much younger wf and 2nd set of ch (see ED 136, Pct 2, #352-352). Mrs. Juanita Dunlap can give you info
re his entire fam.

Would like to contact desc/researchers of my FARRIS and CRINER lines. My g-g-gpts THOMAS
DECATUR FARRIS (1841-1911) and wf nee NANCY ANN CRINER (1843-1931) were m. 1867 Madison
Co Ala. They came from Franklin Co Tenn to Johnson Co Tex in 1874, settled in Grandview area. Mov
to Tarrant Co Tex by 1900. They and their 2 youngest sons are bur Mt Olivet Cem, Fort Worth. Their ch
were: HUGH ALFRED FARRIS SR, my g-gf, b. 1871 Tenn, d. 1951 Williamsburg Co SC; JAMES
ALEXANDER FARRIS, b. 1873 Tenn, d. 1952 Fort Worth Tex; CHESTER EVERETT FARRIS, b. 1876
Tex, d. 1955 Fort Worth.

Pts of Nancy Ann Criner were ALFRED CRINER, b. 1818 Madison Co Ala, d. there 1847, m. there 1837
MARY ELIZABETH WALKER, b. c1820 Tenn. They evid liv Ouachita Co Ark 1843, when dau Nancy
Ann was b. Must have ret to Ala 1843-47.

Pts of Alfred Criner were ISAAC CRINER, b. 1783 Hawkins Co Tenn, d. ?, m. ? NANCY ANN McCAIN,
b. 1791, d. 1842. In 1830 Madison Co Ala, ISAAC CRINER evid had at least 9 ch (6 daus & 3 sons), of
whom I know the name of only one, my Alfred (1818-1847). Who were the other ch?

Pts of my Thos Decatur Farris were ALEXANDER FARRIS, b. 1799 York Co SC, d. 1865 Franklin Co
Tenn, m. ¢1820 ONEY SIMMONS, b. 1805 Va. His bro JAMES FARRIS, b. 1795 York Co SC, m. her
sis CATHERINE SIMMONS. There were numerous FARRIS fams in Franklin Co Tenn by 1830, all the
fams prone to name sons "Decatur,” and FARRISes frequently m. other FARRISes, to such an extent that
sorting them out is very difficult, creating confusion. Example: ALEX and ONEY FARRIS reportedly had
9 ch, of whom 3 sons reportedly had names DECATUR, WILLIAM DECATUR, and THOMAS DECATUR
(mine 1841-1911). Also, they had daus EVELINE and ANN, who m. THOMAS D. FARRIS (b. 1817) and
WM D. FARRIS (b. 1820), respectively.

A book, Family Histories 1807-1996 Franklin County Tennessee, p. 189, has FARRIS info, undocumented.
1 wrote the Franklin Co Tenn Hist Soc and learned that the author of the material was Mrs. Sherry Farris
Davis of Houston, Tex. I wrote to her, but rec’d no reply. Does anyone know of her research?

Need identification and fam info re GEORGE W. FARRIS, b. ¢1832 Tenn, and WILLIAM D. FARRIS, b.
c1840 Tenn, both enum. in Tarrant Co Tex 1880. This WM D. named a son "Granville P." Granville is
a CRINER given name. Who were these men?

Comment: The late Pauline Jones Gandrud, of New Market, Ala, compiled numerous Ala county records,
most of which have been reprinted. She was a desc of ISAAC CRINER. In 1969, when she was in Fort
Worth to give a workshop for FWGS, she mentioned the CRINERs and connections of Johnson Co Tex and
(at that time) was very skeptical about some of the info in old Johnson Co histories, repeated and repeated
from tradition. Surely, some of her Ala works must include her CRINER research?

GRANVILLE CRINER, b. ¢1805 Tenn, evid m/l in Madison Co Ala 8 Nov 1827 to MARTHA W.
BARNES and m/2 there 16 Sept 1841 to MANERVA REYNOLDS. He and wf/2 were in Johnson Co Tex
1860 (#9-9) with 5 young teenagers, the oldest b. 1842 Ala, By wi/l1 Martha, he had at least 2 daus whose
ages were 0-5 in 1830 and were prob: REBECCA J. CRINER, b. ¢1828 Ala, m. in Madison Co Ala 3 Sept
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1845 to SAMUEL K. DAVIS, came to Tex and in 1860 liv next to Granville Criner. The other dau was
prob MARY ELIZA CRINER, b. 1830 Ala, m. JAMES B. CHORN and came to Tex ¢1863 from Ala; both
are bur Mansfield Cem, Tarrant Co Tex.

Rel, perhaps younger sisters, to Granville Criner were: REBECCA J. CRINER, b. ¢1820 Ala, m. in
Madison Co Ala 31 Oct 1844 to JAMES F. SCURLOCK, and MARY ANN CRINER, b. 1823 Ala, m.
SEABORN ROBINSON. Both couples came to Johnson Co Tex bef 1860. In 1860 one ALFRED CRINER,
age 14, liv in the Robinson hh. Mrs. Gandrud identified Mary Ann Robinson/Robertson as her “great-aunt”
and said that she (Mrs. G.) had coin silver spoons, monogrammed "MAR," that had belonged to Mary Ann.
The husband, SEABORN ROBINSON, evid d. 1860s-1870s. MARY ANN was the "aunt" enum in Johnson
Co 1880 in the hh of your THOMAS D. & NANCY ANN (CRINER) FARRIS. Thus, seemingly, your
ALFRED CRINER (1818-1847) must have been bro of MARY ANN CRINER ROBINSON. Could
GRANVILLE (b. ¢1805) have been another bro? Mrs. Gandrud had been told that Granville was a much
younger bro of ISAAC CRINER (b. 1783), but she doubted it, and she doubted the veracity of some
statements made in several Johnson Co Tex histories. Anyway, it was this family connection which likely
prompted your Thos D. Farris to come to Tex in 1874.

Other CRINER rel who came to Tex were some ch of CASWELL R. DERRICK and wf nee SUSANNA
CRINER, who m. 30 Aug 1828 Madison Co Ala. Their son JOS. SIMON DERRICK liv Harrison and Hill
cos Tex and d. CSA c1865. His wid and ch liv Erath Co in 1870; she m. to John W. Hunt (her 3rd
husband). This info per Miss Elizabeth Derrick of Fort Worth 1960s.

Re your FARRIS fam, if they were as scrambled as you say, I would certainly question that ALEX and
ONEY named 3 sons "Decatur.” Something is amiss! GEORGE W. and WILLIAM D. FARRIS (of Pcts
3 and 4, respectively) of Tarrant Co 1880, had Tenn backgrounds. Others of the area had New York
backgrounds, including those in Eilis Co. GEO. W. FARRIS arrived Tarrant Co bef 1860, enlisted CSA
in Grapevine and served in Alexander’s Rgt. His wf was MARY, b. c1828 Ala. Two of their sons are bur
Bear Creek Cem (DFW Airport). By 1880 they evid had no surviving ch. WILLIAM D. FARRIS, of
Tarrant 1880, evid came from Tenn ¢1879-80, per census. A dau NANCY FLORENCE FARRIS m. 1896
to W. LOUIS PRICE; both bur Bourland Cem, Keller Tex, as is her bro JOHN B. FARRIS. Perhaps some
of our readers can identify these men for you.

I note that the 1900 Tarrant Co census indicates JAMES ALEXANDER FARRIS as "single/divorced.” He
may have been the same as J. A. FARRIS who m. JOSIE ALEXANDER on 11 Nov 1900.

Seek info on, contact with desc of MARTIN VAN BUREN ELSEA and wf NANCY ANN ILES, who m.
11 Sept 1865 Hamilton Co Tenn and came to Denton-Tarrant cos Tex c1878. Both bur Lonesome Dove
Cem, Tarrant Co. MARTIN V. was b. 10 Sept 1840 Washington Co Tenn, d. 26 Sept 1926, was son of
JOHN and NANCY (COX) ELSEA. NANCY ANN ILES was b. 28 Jan 1840 Bledsoe Co Tenn, d. 14 Nov
1889, was dau of JAMES and ELLENDER (KNIGHT) ILES. Children of M. V. and Nancy: NANCY E.
(1866), WILLIAM A. (1868), JAMES C. (1869), ALEXANDER (1870), ELENOR A. (1871), TENNESSEE
A. (1873), RUFUS A. (Jan 1876), MARTIN V. (Nov 1883 Tex}, ELLA D. (Jan 1885 Tex), and EARNEST
(Jan 1888 Tex). MARTIN VAN BUREN ELSEA m/2 in Denton Co to LUCY ANNIE HOUSE on 7 Dec
1895.

Comment: This fam was enum 1880 Tarrant Co (ED 94, Pct 3, #116-116) with 6 ch, all b. Tenn. Do not
find a child, ALEXANDER, b. ¢1870. WILLIAM A. was prob the W. A. Elsea who m. Pink Brown 4 Dec
1892, per Tarrant Co mgs. ELENORA A., age 9 in 1880, was the "Annie Elsey” who m. Henry Long 5
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Sept 1895, Tarrant Co mgs. They were same as James H. Long, b. 15 Jan 1875, d. 12 May 1952 or 1953,
and wf Annie E. Long, b. 23 Oct 1872, d. 6 Nov 1939, both bur Lonesome Dove. Cushman’s Northeast
Tarrant County Cemeteries gives his d. yr as 1952, but LONG biog in Grapevine history gives the yr 1953.
One H. A. WINTERS m. ADDIE ELSEA 18 June 1893, per Denton Co mgs. Perhaps she was same as
above TENNESSEE A., b. 1873. One ALIE WINTER (no dates) is bur Lonesome Dove near M. V. and
Nancy Ann, per Cushman’s. There was the grave of one EMA ELSEA (no dates) in Lonesome Dove, when
the cem was copied by the DAR in 1950s, but it is now lost.

I note that you list 10 ch for M. V. and NANCY ANN ELSEA. The biog info re the LONG fam in the
Grapevine history mentions: "James Henry Long, son of William Bartley and Lucy Evaline Long, was b.
Jan 15, 1875. On Sept 5, 1895, he m. ANNIE ELSEA, who was b. to MR, and MRS. MARTIN VAN
BUREN ELSEA on 23 Oct 1872. Annie was one of 8 children. Her family was one of the pioneer families
from Tenn, having come from the Chattanooga area. They settled in the Denton Creek area northeast of
Roanoke. This whole area is now encompassed by Grapevine Lake. Henry and Annie had 8 ch, three dying
in infancy...." [See Grapevine Area History (1978), biog of John Long, pp. 268-269.]

Also in Tarrant Co 1880 was GEORGE ELSEA, age 59, b. Tenn, his pts b. Md. Liv with him was dau
HANNAH R., age 247, b. Tenn (her age difficult to read). She was likely the Miss H. R. Elsea who m. J.
S. GAMEL 14 Mar 1883, Tarrant Co mgs. Other mgs in Tarrant Co: 8. 8. Ramsey m. Miss M. J. ELSEA
12 Apr 1877; NELSON ELSEA m. Nancy E. Lee 17 Sept 1878; JOHANNA ILSE m. Edward Kutschart?
22 Feb 1885. If these were some of above GEORGE’s ch, he must have arrived bef 1877 and bef your M.
V. ELSEA. [Note: Max Elser, on 1880 census, was MAXIMILLIAN ELSER, b. NY.]

Comment: This was prob Fort Worth University, chartered June 1889. Its School of Law established Aug
1893 and Schoo! of Medicine in July 1894. See Handbook of Texas (1952}, 2-636.

10-3-97 THOMAS, HOLLAND
Mrs. Mickey Roth, 720 Lange Road, Seguin, TX 78155

I am a new genealogist. Seek info re my maternal anc JACOB THOMAS and wf DRUCILLA HOLLAND
THOMAS, who arr Tarrant Co 1849 and appear on 1850 census, Navarro Dist, 5 Nov 1850. Am especially
interested in the THOMPSON Cem in Westover Hills. Also need to know if Jack Co has a gen soc and its
address.

Comment: The 1850 census errs; your "Jacob” was ISAAC THOMAS and, as far as I know, appears on
previous and subsequent records as ISAAC. He was on 1840 census Platte Co Mo as ISAAC THOMAS
(02001-20001). In Tarrant Co rec, he was ISAAC THOMAS. See Footprints, Vol 39, No 1 (Feb 1995),
query of and comments to Ann H, Rutherford, 866 E. 8th St, Chico, Ca 95928. Also, in 1979, Mrs. C.
L. Monroe, 408 Meadow Park Drive, Fort Worth, TX 76108, submitted a query abt the same fam.

The Thompson Cem is in the vicinity of the entrance to the FW Naval Air Station (formerly Carswell AFB)
and Shady Oaks Country Club; many lost graves there. The THOMPSONS liv Tarrant and Jack cos, also
FARMERs, and WILLIAM L. THOMAS (son of ISAAC of Tarrant Co) settled in Jack Co. Jack Co had
a Gen Soc in 1985, when it sponsored The History of Jack County Texas (Curtis Media, Dallas). Letter to
the library in Jacksboro would reach them. The late Mrs. Lucille Garner, of Jacksboro, compiled many Jack
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Co rec, which should be in the library. I understand that a nephew, of Amarillo, acquired some of her
possessions. Mrs. Olive Rumage contributed info re THOMASes in the 1985 hist (pp. 809-810). I believe
she liv Jacksboro.

A word of caution: County history books are usually undocumented and fam info is often based upon garbled
tradition; thus, info therein should be verified. Another word of caution: A Jack Co Cem book, pub in
recent yrs, is so rife with errors (typos, factual, errors of omission and commission, etc.) that it is v-e-e-e-ry
unreliable,

The Confusing 1850 Census of Navarro District, Texas
(Navarro, Ellis, and Tarrant Counties)

by
Nancy Timmons Samuels

Ellis and Tarrant counties were created from Navarro County in December 1849, barely in time to have their
own 1850 censuses taken. I have never seen an adequate explanation about their situation in any published
version of their censuses. The confounding "notes" on microfilm rolls merely obfuscate, and copiers have
mainly ignored them.

William Hogan, who lived in northeast Navarro County, enumerated the census of Navarro District (Navarro,
Ellis, Tarrant). The census pages of all three counties have "Navarro District” inciuded in the headings.
Then we find, variously, such headings as: "Navarro District, Ellis County," "Navarro District, Tarrant and
Ellis County," and "Navarro District, Tarrant County,” none of which are totally correct.

This mishmash, together with the fact that Mr. Hogan began each page anew with dwelling-family numbers
1-1, making it impossible to follow his sequence of enumeration by the progression of such numbers, has
caused confusion to those unfamiliar with the residents of the counties. Further confusion is caused by the
fact that these censuses are not in proper page sequence on microfilm, so one should not try to follow the
stamped page numbers if seeking sequence of enumeration. Mr. Hogan numbered most of his pages, but,
in some instances, his page numbers are missing (or were not filmed).

The only way Mr. Hogan’s progress can be determined is by the date of enumeration at the top of each
census page. He enumerated present Navarro County from September 16-October 18. This included the
sparsely settled parts of present Hill County, to Fort Graham on the Brazos, and some of present Johnson
County, both counties not yet created and still part of original Navarro.

On 21 October, Mr. Hogan began his enumeration of “Navarro District, Ellis County.” This included present
Ellis county, plus a northeast triangular area of yet to be created Johnson County (said area remained part
of Ellis County until 1871). He finished Ellis County on 30 October 1850 and entered sparsely settled
Tarrant County. Obviously, he did not know where he was at all times, which explains his haphazard page
headings. Fort Worth was just a recent reality, its first soldiers stationed there. Mr. Hogan rambled around
the county, backtracking, finding pockets of settlers here and there--all in the eastern half of the county--and
in the process enumerated at least one Denton County family, several Dallas County families, and a few more
Ellis-Johnson county families, before returning to his home in northeast Navarro County.

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THE FIRST STEP IS ALWAYS SCARY!

Note: Sandi Gorin is one of those volunteers who goes above and beyond in providing information for the
KYGenWeb Project. Every day, we can expect to see some four-five biographies posted, pertaining to various Kentucky
county residents; she writes "tips" for research {such as this one); she works with the K¥YGenWeb Archives, and she
iv active in the South Central Kentucky Historical and Genealogical Society in Glasgow. This article on beginning
research (Tip #53) is published with her permisvion.

This tip goes back to the basics for the new researchers that are on our list. All of you "pros" can take
a break from reading today as we try to give a few suggestions for the individual who wants to research
his family, has been collecting these tips faithfully, yet still feels a little overwhelmed with where to go
and what to do. For this tip I am borrowing from my own 27ish years of being involved in research
and from Mark Lowe, president of the Southwestern Kentucky Genealogical Society at Bowling Green,
Kentucky.

I decided suddenly in 1970 to simply find out something about my husband’s family tree as the name
Gorin intrigued me. You know, just a simple family tree back on his side of the family and quit. Sure!
Well, I was slapped in the face immediately because neither my husband nor my husband’s [family| had
ANY interest in giving me any information. [ started with a telephone call to my aunt who had been
working on genealogy for many years and she gave me enough "ammunition” to get started. Boy, have
I stumbled along the way! If it can be done wrong, 1 most likely did it. I am still undoing some of the
lousy record keeping that 1 did in the beginning, not even thinking then that 1 would need that
information again - or that I couldn’t pop back to that library and get it again. [ never thought that 1’d
be moving all over the United States and not ever getting back to where [ originally found the data. So -
let’s see some simple steps that you can take now to save you grief later on.

1. Get yourself some notebooks, paper, dividers and pens and pencils! Even in this computer age,
pencil and paper have their place. At first you will need only a few sections in your books -
as we all start with just tracing our two paternal grandparents and two maternal grandparents.
Boy, will that grow!

2. I find it helpful to print off or photocopy some family sheets to carry with me. It’s a lot easier
to fill in a pre-printed form than to scratch down information that will not make any sense to you
later.

3. If possible, get a cheap, small tape recorder; this has come in handy to me many times.

Now - where do we go?

The best source is your spouse, your parents or siblings. As noted above, sometimes this is not possible
if the individuals are not interested, have memory lapses, take the Sth amendment or absolutely refuse,
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You will find people who are afraid to tell you anything because they are determined that you will find
a "skeleton in the closet.” However, most people are thrilled to give you information and will often go
off into their memories easily! WRITE EVERYTHING DOWN that they say. It might seem
insignificant now, but later, you might wish you could remember what Aunt Jane had to say! If possible
ask them if you could tape the conversation which will allow you to review the information later. Older
people love to recall their lives and can give you a ton of information. Always treat the individual with
respect and be an interested listener. When my aunt asked my grandfather for information, he mumbled
something like "I can’t remember that far back." But she left a tape recorder with him and showed him
how to use it. She just suggested that if he thought of anything, just to hit play and record and talk.
The result? 1 have the most wonderful tape of Grandpa when he was in his 80s (he died shortly
thereafter) where he not only told stories of his growing up years, but of my Mom and uncle’s birth.
He sang old coal mining songs that were popular in Franklin Co. Ill. where he was raised and gave me
an insight into his life I would have never known!

What sort of questions can you ask to "get them going?" How about: Where did you grow up? What
sort of games did you play as a child? Where did you go to school? How far did you have to walk or
ride to get to school? Who were some of the other children you played with or went to school with?
How did you decide your career? What was your first job? How did you meet your husband/wite?
Where was he/she born? What were his/her parent’s names? Were you married? Who was in your
wedding party? What were your children’s names? When and where were they born? Who did they
marry? What exciting things happened to you when you were growing up? Did you serve in the war?
What was your rank? Did you go overseas? What are your hobbies? Have you ever held any
political/civic office? Did you do special things on holidays? What were some of your family traditions?
Did you move from where you were born - where have you lived? How did your family travel - plane,
train, covered wagon, horseback? What did your father do for a living? Was he born in the US? Did
he immigrate - if so when? What did the family look like - were they tall, short, blond/brunette,
anything distinguishing about their appearance? Did you go to church - which one? Who were your
favorite entertainers? Did you have a favorite song? The questions are endless! While this seems as
if you are asking questions that are "non-genealogical”, it is building a rapport with the individual and
as you will find, genealogy is more than name and dates! It is the history of the generation - a look back
at why you are the way you are! BUT - DON’T FORCE THEM TO ANSWER! If they appear tired,
bored, stressed or angry, back out gently. You are not there to interrogate them under threat of
punishment!

Be sure that you get the facts correct as they give them to you. You may find later that they are
incorrect in places - perhaps they got the date a little wrong or a name wrong. But note that this
information was collected from that particular individual and the date. You can catch the obvious errors

later,

The next step is to start snooping around various places to see where you might find your family
recorded, with permission, of course, if you're dealing with a person! But where might your family
have recorded information about themselves - now or way back in time?

a. Family Bibles. Oh, what a wonderful source. Bible records are considered to be the most
accurate although errors can occur if someone in more current times records information that

happened before their time.

b. Diaries and what used to be called "day books." To find a diary at a flea market is a find! You
certainly don’t want to cop onto someone’s diary who is still alive, but many times you will find
old diaries that are full of information. Note the dates names referenced. We are not there to
put our blessings on what they wrote, just to "get the facts, ma’am.”

C. Newspaper clippings. Many attic boxes are full of newspaper clippings that were important to
the individual. You might not know now if it involved a family member, a friend, or was just
of interest to the individual. But it is a part of the puzzle.

d. School papers. 1kept almost all my daughters’ school papers and believe me, that’s no fun when
you’ve moved as much as we have! But it shows their school name, teacher’s name, provides
insight into what they excelled in.

e. Scrapbooks. These are always great fun to look at! Think of the possible clippings and
mementoes you can find here! School graduations, obituaries, marriages, current events of the
days.

f. Letters and postcards. Ah, the joy of uncovering old letters written to family members and

friends! Again, this is a wonderful source of finding information of the day, weather conditions,
crop failures, epidemics, church events.

2. School yearbooks and/or autograph books. How 1 cherish the year book from my little country
school in central Illinois! There are the names of all my fellow graduates down to first grade
(small school!) but I had also included clippings from local papers when the students married,
went on to college, started a new job. This is a wonderful source!

This is just a drop in the bucket for sources of finding family information, and you haven’t even
darkened the door of a library or courthouse yet! Play detective!

It’s time to move out of the living room of our home or our relative’s homes and head off to the library.
Taking the clues you have accumulated thus far, you should be able to proceed to the next step - looking
up some publishéd records. 1 would suggest taking with you your notebook of "tidbits."” the basic family
sheet or pedigree chart that you have filled out from information given you by the family as this will
guide you as to where to look at the courthouse or library. It’s easy to forget just where Grandpa said
he was born once you are confronted with all the sources at the library or courthouse!

Let’s go to the library first since most of my readers are most likely some distance away from the county
records. We’ll look at that phase later.

Hopefully, you have access to a large enough public or university library to have a decent size
genealogical section. If not, check for the nearest Family History Library as we discussed earlier. Some
libraries have more strict rules than others. Some will ask to see what you're bringing in with you so
there’s no chance of walking out with their books; some require only the usage of pencils and never
pens; most have copy machines so be sure to have change with you! There are several places you need
to check before settling in with the books sprawled out on the table in front of you.
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a. Card catalog. Look for subjects dealing with the county/state where you are researching.
b. Author catalog. See if anyone else has written something about this family.
C. Vertical files. These are merely file cabinets. Many libraries have lots of vertical files on

subjects, family names, histories....a great source.
d. Manuscripts Division. Check their card catalogs for the same things.

e. Photo section. Many libraries have original copies of photos that have been submitted of
families, individuals, events.

f. Microfilm/microfiche holdings

g. Maps. Check to see if they have maps of the area where you are researching as this will help
you get the "lay of the land" where your family lived.

Now, go to the books. If you are researching the Skaggs family in Barren, Warren, Edmonson or Hart
Counties as an example, check for any books dealing with these counties where your family name
appears. | always have a guilty conscience as most libraries prefer that you don’t refile the books pulled
off the shelf. Believe me, when I’m done, most of the shelves are empty. Write down the information
that you find and please copy the name of the book, author, copyright, date and publisher plus the page
number(s) where you got the information. This will come back to haunt you if you don’t. 1 have found
it much faster to photocopy the pages so there is no doubt, making a copy of the title page also. Please
be sure to adhere to the copyright laws!

After you have spent the entire day surrounded amidst the books, you are glassy eyed from the lack of
food (who has time to eat?) and your back is breaking. Be sure that you have recorded everything you
need. If you found references pointing to a certain time and county that you need to see more proof,
check out the microfilm/fiche. If you found John Jones shown living in Clay County, Ky. in 1850 - go
check it out on the microfilm and see if he is listed there! Either make a photocopy of the page, or note
the ree! number, page number, precinct name or number and write down the listing as it is shown.

It’s time to go home now and recoup with a cup of coffee or a coke and get your materials organized
before you forget where you went! With all your notes or photocopies in front of you, make the
appropriate entries on your family sheets or pedigree charts Put the copies in your notebook, add any
questions or clarifications you might need to check on further. What if Grandpa Adams said he was
born in 1871 in Frankfort, Ky. and yet you couldn’t find the family even listed on the 1870 census? Jot
down a note to yourself to either talk to Grandpa again or check other sources. Could they have moved
there after the census was taken? Did he mean Franklin, Ky. instead of Frankfort, Ky? This is an issue
that will need to be resolved later.

I’Il continue this in a future post. Hope it has helped so far.

Index to List of Capiases

Note: A Capias is a Warrant for the arrest of a person or persons. The list was in alphabetical order,
with the number of Capiases for each person shown by his name. The numerical designation of offenses
committed, such as 13.5, indicates that two men shared one felony.

Names of the counties where the offenses occurred were also listed in A-B-C order, so that no
correlating of names within a certain county can be determined. The counties appear at the end of the
listing of names as shown here. No dates were noted in this material, however, it is located with other
records in the 1878-1879 time frame. It is possible that the 1880 Soundex would be helpful in locating
these persons.

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TEXAS FORTS OF THE U. S. ARMY 1876

Submitted by Patrick McKenna
Dallas, Texas

In December 1876, the U. S. House of Representatives asked the Secretary of War to furnish the location of all United
States Army troops. Major General William T. Sherman complied with this request in a letter dated Jan. 9, 1877, which
may be found in U. 8. Government Docutments, Serial Set #1755, 44th Congress, 2nd Session, Executive Documents No.
22. This information concerns only the forts in Texas.

Fort Brown (Cameron Co. Tex). Troop Designation: Hdgrs and Cos C, D, I, L & M, 8th Cavalry;
Cos. E & H, 24th Infantry. Organized by Zachary Taylor April 1846, and first called Fort Texas;
reorganized by U. S. Army in 1867 and ended 1945. There was another Fort Brown in Houston Co.
during the Republic of Texas era.

Fort Clark (Las Moras Springs, Brackettville, Kinney Co. Tex). Troop Designation: Cos. B & F, 8th
Cav.: Cos. B & K, 10th Cav.; Cos. G, H & K, 10th Inf., Co. B, 25th Inf. Created in 1852, re-
garrisoned in 1866 to protect the El Paso Road. Black Seminole scouts served there 1835-1881.

Fort Concho (Junction of Middle and North Concho Rivers, San Angelo) Troops: Hdq., & Cos. A, D,
F & L., 10th Cav.; Co. D, 24th Inf; Co. G. 25th Inf. Begun Nov. 1867, the town of San Angelo was
established across the river from it in 1870.

Fort Davis (Jeff Davis Co.) Co. H, 10th Cav.; Hdgrs. Cos. A, E, H, | & K, 24th Inf. Begun in 1854,
Resultant town is county seat of Jeff Davis Co. [Another Fort Davis in Stephens Co. was left by U. S,
troops in 1867].

Fort Duncan (East side of Rio Grande River in Maverick Co). Co. K, 8th Cav.; Hdgrs & Cos. B &
F, 24th Inf. Ordered by Gen. William J. Worth in 1849 as Camp Eagle Pass, it was erroneously claimed
that this became-Fort Duncan in 1889. It was named for James Duncan, hero of the Mexican War. In
the same year [1849} in honor of General Worth, Camp Worth_ in Tarrant Co. became Fort Worth).

Fort Elliott (in Wheeler Co., which was formed after the fort was created). Cos. E & H, 19th Inf.
Named for Maj. Joel A Elliott, who died at the Battle of the Washita, this fort protected the eastern
Texas Panhandle from 1879-1890,

Fort Griffin. Co. G. 10th Cav. The army post predated formation of Shackelford Co. Named for Gen.
Charles Griffin, it was founded in 1867 and ended in 1881 with the killing off of the southern buffalo
herds. Another Fort Griffin in Jefferson Co. was a minor Confederate post 1863-1865 and is now part
of the Sabine Pass Battleground historical site.

Fort McIntosh - Co. A. 24th Inf. On the Rio Grande River, Webb Co_, near Laredo, and named
for Lt. Col. James Mclntosh. Once a Spanish presidio, the fort was established in 1846 by Mirabeau
B. Lamar with U. S, troops. It was used until after World War [I.
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Fort McKavett - Co. C. 10th Cav.; Hdqrs & Cos. A, B, C, E, F, & I 10th Inf. Located in southwest
Menard Co., established as Camp San Saba in March 1852 (not to be confused with the town of Camp
San Saba in McCulloch Co). Deserted March 1839, but reoccupied in Apr. 1868 as Fort McKavett.
After the Battle of Adobe Walls it was closed permanently in June 1883,

Fort Richardson - the northernmost Army outpost in Texas, one mile south of Jacksboro in Jack Co.
Co. I, 10th Cav. Established in February 1868, and named for Union Gen. "Fighting Dick"” Richardson,
the purpose of this fort was to repel Comanche and Kiowa Indians on the North Texas frontier. It was
here that the Kiowa chiefs Santanta and Big Tree were tried in July 1871 and sentenced to be hung. It
was disbanded in 1871 and is now Fort Richardson Historical Park.

Ringgold Barracks, later Fort Ringgold - near the new town of Rio Grande City in Starr Co. Cos.
A, E, G, & H, 8th Cav.; Cos. C, G, | & K, 24th Inf. Established 26 Oct 1848, and named for Brevet
Major Samuel Ringgold, it was renamed Fort Ringgold in 1878, and used periodically for 96 years. The
land was sold to the Rio Grande Consolidated Independent School District in 1949. In 1947, the remains
from the abandoned Fort Ringgold post cemetery were re-interred at Fort Sam Houston National
Cemectery, San Antonio, Texas.

San Antonio Arsenal. Military Depot. Created in 1859, this 21 acre reservation was to furnish arms
to the frontier forts. In 1865 it was gradually enlarged and used in both World Wars, closing in 1949.
In 1972 part of it became a small park for the City of San Antonio.

San Antonio (City). Military Center. After the Civil War, San Antonio proper became a military
center for the border region and Southwest.

San Felipe de Austin - on west bank of the Brazos River at the Old San Antonio Road crossing, two
miles east of Sealy in southeast Austin Co. Co. 3, 10th Cav. Abandoned in 1846, San Felipe was
occupied after the Civil War by freedmen; groups of Czechs and Mexicans arrived in the late 1800s.
Most of the original townsite is in today’s Stephen F. Austin State Historical Park.

Fort Stockton - (originally at Comanche Springs within the present town of Fort Stockton). Co. M,
10th Cav: Cos. C, D & F, 25th Inf. Fort was created March 23, 1859 and abandoned in 1882 after the
Apaches were defeated.

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[photograph taken in 1936/ Little remains now but the ruins of its buildings near the town of
Fort Davis in the Big Bend country, yer at one time in the early hiscory of Texas the old
military outpost of Fort Davis played an important role in frontier warfare. At that time it
was the "highest” fort in the United States, being located ar an elevation of 5,000 feet. Its
history will be a part of the background for the Texas Centennial Exposition in Dallay.

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NEWS FROM FORT WORTH PUBLIC LIBRARY

We have completed another fiscal year at the Fort Worth Public Library. It has been twelve
months of change and progress.

Last September, the Genealogy section received a grant of $56,000 from the Texas State Library.
With that funding, we purchased 855 new books, 57 periodical subscriptions, 1418 titles on microform
and 9 CD-Rom products. We also continued our lease of Family Search, the popular computer database
from the Church of the Latter-Day Saints, and purchased four new microfilm readers.

Of course, the Library also received many donations. In particular, the Fort Worth Genealogical
Society and its individual members generously provided numerous books, CDs, microforms and
periodicals. An item of great interest contributed by the Society was the Texas Vital Statistics Index for
1994-1996.

Also significant were the over 1000 volunteer hours that were contributed to the Genealogy
section. Our volunteers included Royce D’Arcy, Alex Early, Martha Fleming, Vernon Gillette, Ruth
Ginsburg, Catherine Jones, Jim McMillen, Bettye Richhart, Nelita Snow, Tom Swain, Sandra Tye, Avis
Herndon and Jane Van De Mark. Without these individuals, half of the section’s accomplishments for
the year would have remained undone.

For those interested in technology, the Genealogy section continued to update and add to our
Internet Homepage. The home page (http://198.215.16.7.441/fortworth/FWPL) includes descriptions
of the various functions of the section, our census and CD-Rom holdings, a regularly updated list of new
books and various hot links to Web sites where you can do genealogical research from your home
computer. You can also search the Library’s online computer catalog from the homepage.

An addition to the Genealogy section was a new microform reader/printer. It is a Minolta 607Z,
which can reproduce a full page of federal census on 11 by 17 inch pages as well as other information
from microfiche and 35 mm or 16 mm roll film on 11 by 8 inch pages. The larger size print costs
$1.00, while the smaller one remains 25 cents.

Finally, if you have not been to the Library in recent months, you may not know that it has been
completely repainted and recarpeted. Our patrons were extremely patient when the Genealogy section
was partially, and then finally completely, closed down during the early Spring for the renovation.
The Library now has a cleaner more professional look.

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THE DRAPER MANUSCRIPTS
(A brief explanation)
Nelita Snow

The Draper Manuscripts are a collection of material concerning the settlement of the Ohio Valley,
the territory South of the Ohio River, the Western areas of Virginia(including present day West
Virginia), the Carolinas, Kentucky and Tennessee.

Some of the material also covers upper New York State, Mississippi, the Missouri River and the
Northern reaches of the Mississippi River.

Lyman C. Draper was intensely interested in pioneers, Indian fighters and those who had served
in the Revolutionary War. The period covered is from 1740 1o 1812, The early settlers and their
experiences were of great interest. He collected material and information where there had been warfare
and settlement, particularly in areas where there was little or no record keeping.

Much of the material is secondary, consisting of diaries, reminiscences, newspaper items and
letters. Very little court house material is included, but there are scattered bits and pieces.
There are muster rolls, court-martial records and land records.

Included are notes which Draper made about 1860 in some Virginia Court Houses which may not be
available in Richmond because many of those records burned.

Many of Draper’s notes were written on scraps of paper, and backs of old envelopes, so it is an
eclectic mass, tedious to use. Mr. Draper interviewed many people who had lived during the War of
1812 as well as the Revolutionary War. When he heard of old-timers, especially those of this time
period, he made every effort to interview them and record their recollections.

There are five-hundred volumes of accumulated material, 130 reels of microfilm and fifty Series
of information.

The Fort Worth Public Library owns 41 reels of the Draper Collection. The Dallas Public
Library has the entire set.

How to Find Things in the Draper Mss.: How to Use It

There is a "Guide to Draper Mss." published in 1982. It is a detailed guide to estate material in
this collection. It is not a complete index to the collection, but gives points...you must be sure to read
the introduction. There is a listing Series by Series. stating what each one comntains, the chronological
period and what is in each Series.

A volume consists of 300-500 pages and each half page of the Index describes a whole volume.,
There is a General Subject Index. A letter, A, B, etc. The Number at the beginning is the
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There is a General Subject Index. A letter, A, B, etc. The Number at the beginning is the
Volume Number. The last Number is the Page Number. For example 2 C 804 means Series C, Volume
2, page 804.

Appendix II, called "Additional Personal Data" concerns anyone Draper corresponded with,
interviewed, or where he has copied an obituary.

IMPORTANT: Each Series had Calendars published in the 1920’s, and these give a brief description
and have an every name index. However, only a few of these were done. These are the ones with the
most genealogical information and are useful, but some of the others are just as important.

A Microfiche of the Collection was done by Microfiche Publications of America McDowell

Publications has these.
DRAPER’S NOTES: These are notes which were made on his travels and contain various items.
There may be Court House records in one, interviews in another, etc. There are about 30 volumes of

these.

About 1881, Lyman Draper wrote one book called "Boys of Green Mountain”. He was extremely
interested in the heroes, pioneers and warriors of the early days such as Daniel Boone, George Rogers
Clark, etc. The Indian fighters were also of great interest to Draper.

INDEXES : Look for your research name, then look for any "famous person” your ancestor may
have lived near or travelled or fought with. Read briefly the introduction to each series. Nearly all major
Universities and State Libraries will have the entire collection, and it may be borrowed on Interlibrary
Loan,

The originals of the manuscripts are closed. The original filming was done in 1949, and
refilmed in the 1970°s. Most libraries have the 1949 film.

The collection is only part of the Lyman C. Draper material. Basically the rest is his
correspondence as Secretary of the Wisconsin State Historical Society. There ts, however, an index to
this. Of interest are the Colonial newspapers which Draper collected for the State Society.

The Draper Manuscripts should be researched by anyone with ancestors in the areas mentioned
above.
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HISTORY OF FORT WORTH JEWRY
Written in 1925 by M. Shanblum

When [ came to Fort Worth in the year 1887 1 found only six Jewish families who
worshipped in a private house on holidays. Our Orthodox Congregation, known as Congregation
Ahavath Sholom, was organized on October the 9th 1892 at the residence of W. Goldstein (now
deceased) with the following officers: W. Goldstein, President; M. Shanblum, Vice President; J.
Jacobs, Secretary and J. B. Colton, Treasurer. In 1894 we bought a lot on the corner of Jarvis and
Hemphill to build a place of worship. In 1895 we built a small house of worship for a synagogue.
In 1899 we bought a lot on Taylor Street (the present location) 50 x 100 feet for $1600.00 and
moved the synagogue to this lot in 1901.

In 1906, we built our synagogue, borrowing $10,000 for this purpose. In 1912 we bought
another lot on Taylor Street, close to the synagogue and borrowed $20,000 to build the present
Hebrew Institute, a three-story building, at a cost of $35,000. The building is an up-to-date modern
structure, the first floor being occupied by the daily school classes, a library and a large meeting
room. The second floor contains the ballroom, ladies’ restroom and a kitchen. The third floor is
given up to a very large gymnasium, meeting room and other convenient places. The Institute
building committee was headed by M. Shanblum. as Chairman, L. F. Shanblum, Secretary and I.
N. Mehl as Treasurer, while Felix P. Bath acted as Legal Advisor. Other committee members were
S. Simon, N. Eckert, L. G. Gilbert, S. Gilbert, B. Levanson, J. Goldstein, A. Salsberg, T. Gens,
A Simon, S. Rosen, L. Cohen, J. W, Wolffson, W. Goldstein and J. Jacobs.

We now have a congregation of about 175 members. A new president and board of directors
are elected each year. Current officers are M. J. Chicotsky, President; J. Jacobs, Vice President,
L. F. Shanblum, Treasurer, A. Salsberg, Secretary. The latter has held that office for the last 24
years. Trustees are: . N. Mehl, J. Goldstein, C. Klimast, A. Rosenthal, D. Carshon and M.

Shanblum.

Our Hebrew School has about 125 pupils. Classes are conducted in the regular class rooms
in the Hebrew Institute, Mr. M. Resnick, the main teacher, is also principal, while Miss Lily
Rosenbaum is assistant teacher. Expenses for the School run about $500 per month.

The Sunday School has ten teachers and about 150 children. Some of the teachers are
graduates of Central High School. The School is headed by Mr. M. Resnick and Miss Lily
Rosenbaum. Teachers are Misses Blanche Herman, Rose Weinstein, Leah Goldstein, Julia
Levanson, Zelda Wolffson, Eva Greenspun, Mollie Kruger and Minnie Nathan. They receive no
remuneration for their noble work.

Our Ladies Auxiliary, now ten years old, functions for the benefit of the Synagogue and the
Institute, and is the pride of our community. Mrs. Sam Rosen was the first President and is now
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the beloved Godmother of the organization. Mrs. R. Goldstein, the next President, has given the

best that is in her for the success of the Auxiliary. Mrs. L. F. Shanblum became the most recent
President, but resigned due to serious illness, and was succeeded by Mrs. Max Gilbert, Vice-
President. The Auxiliary also does considerable charity work and sponsors the Sunday School. We
also own a six acre cemetery lot. Mrs. Rebecca Goldstein is President of the Cemetery Society and
Mrs. L. F. Shanblum is Secretary.

Our Hebrew Relief Society (men’s) spends not less than $3500.00 a year for charitable
purposes. The President and Manager of this organization is Mr. I. N. Mehl, who has held this
office for the past 25 years. The office is located at 1211 Main Street. Mrs. L. F. Shanblum is
President of the Ladies Relief Society, which has been in existence for the past 20 years.

A Free Loan Association has a capital stock of $5000.00 and loans for the year amounting
to $20,000.00. There are two sick benefit organizations with dues of $.50 per month. They in
return pay the sick $5.00 a week. These organizations are known as "Agudath Achim" (Brotherly
Gathering) and "B’nai Avrom" (Sons of Abraham).

We have three fraternal organizations. Two of them, in case of death of the insured, provide
the beneficiary $500.00. They are known as the "Progressive Order of the West" and "The Hebrew
Protective Association." The "B’nai Brith" (Sons of the Covenant) - an international
organization - has as its object the support of orphan’s homes, hospitals and other national or
international Jewish institutions. The [sador Strauss Lodge No. 519 of Fort Worth was organized
July 13, 1902. It has 160 members. Present officers are: S. Brachman, President; Dr. A. Antwiel,
Vice-President; 1. E. Horowitz, Recording Secretary; L. F. Shanblum, Financial Secretary and D.
L. Colton, Treasurer.

There is also a Mutual Home Loan Association with a capital stock of $30,000 which loans
out as much as $1,000 at a time to the party asking the loan, if backed by a good signature with
interest due. -Our young men’s Hebrew Association and young women’s Hebrew Association
represent the Jewish young men and women of the community.

Reform Judaism

Reform Judaism began in 1903 with an old temple on 5th and Taylor Streets. organized in
1903. The first rabbi was Rabbi Jaisin and the rabbi coming into greatest prominence was Rabbi
George Fox. It was during his time that the present Temple Beth-E! on Broadway was built in 1919.

Membership of the congregation is now some 180 members and the present rabbi is Rabbi
H. A. Merfold with Max K. Mayer President. The Temple Sisterhood, formerly a religious
organization, now functions as an auxiliary to the Temple. Mrs. Louis Morris is President. The
Temple Brotherhood is headed by Mr. Morris Schwartzberg.

The Council of Jewish Women, of 183 members, has been in existence for the last 25 years.
It has a threefold purpose: religious, educational and philanthropic. Mrs. H. H. Miller is President.
Miss Ruth Gilbert is President of the Junior Council.

The Hebrew Rest Cemetery is headed by Mrs. Dave Brown and Mrs. H. Gernsbacher,
assisted by U. M. Simon, the late Sam Levy, Felix P. Bath and others.

A GERMAN HERITAGE REMEMBERED. Warren Kent Ludwig. 478 pp. hardbound. Contact Mr.
Ludwig, 1324 Colorado Drive, Fort Worth, Texas 76126-4230.

The family of Johann Andress Ludewig and Charlotte Reich came to Texas in the early 1890s from
Prussia, a portion of East Germany that has gone back and forth between Poland and Germany over
many years. Eventually, their eleven children emigrated to Texas, starting out in Washington County.
Each of these families are documented for six generations.

The depth of research obtained and printed make this an exceptional book. Not only are all the
pertinent details of the ancestors listed by date in the 30 additional pages of the chronology, but
sandwiched in between are items such as the date of the Texas Declaration of Independence, March 4,
1836, and the dedication of the Statue of Liberty, October 28, 1886. Extensively documented, with a
full name index, many pictures of people, licenses, church records, census records and maps add to the
veracity of the book. The first chapter describes the homeland in Prussia. Maps, backgrounds and
details of each of the small towns where some of the ancestors lived gives an added flavor to the area
at the time those particular inhabitants lived there. There is also a section devoted to a description of
the cemeteries of the immigrant ancestors located in Texas.

This is indeed a unique endeavor contributed to by many family members. It serves as an excellent
example for those who aspire to publish their own family history.

GREENE COUNTY TENNESSEE DEED ABSTRACTS 1810-1822. Joyce Martin Murray. 166 pgs.,
place and full name index.

The area covered by this book includes references to part of the State of Franklin, Washington County,
Tenn., Greene County, N. C., Territory South of the Ohio, as well as Greene County, Tenn. Greene
County was formed by North Carolina in April 1783 out of part of the Washington District which had
itself been formed in 1777. Part of Greene County went into Knox County in 1792, and part of it was
put into present Jefferson County the same year.

THE RAINEY - FAULK HISTORY. Dorothy Smith Goodwin. 153 pgs. indexed. Contact the author,
4105 Brookes Baker Ave., Fort Worth, Texas 76125-4601.

The earliest Rainey known in this country was Francis born 1730, whose father was believed to be
William Rainey of Sussex County, Virginia. This family and descendants moved to Tennessee, then to
Texas. One descendant, W. J. Rainey, was chosen by General Robert E. Lee to take the message of
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surrender to General Grant. He delivered it to the General’s daughter who then gave it to her father.
Many pictures of people and tombstones and even copies of letters are presented in this text. The Faulk
family started in North Carolina in the late 1790°s moving to Alabama and later to Texas.

DURBIN-LOGSON GENEALOGY AND RELATED FAMILIES: From Maryland to Kentucky.

In the late 18th century, when Catholics in Maryland began to lose many of their freedoms, such as
running for public office, they began seeking new lands where they could worship their religion without
harassment, and Kentucky’s cheap wilderness suited their needs. Despite the dangers of frontier life,
some families floated down the Ohio River on rafts, while others came overland via North Carolina and
the Cumberland Gap, eventually dispersing throughout Kentucky and Tennessee. The following
generations then went west to other states including Texas. Besides the usual information given on these
families, many have details not found in the census, obtained only from the actual descendants and/or
the courthouse records.

This is a true story of three of the many families of children who were taken from the orphanages of
New York to new homes in the midwest. Their thoughts and experiences as they adjusted from the city
life to that of the western farming community and as they developed into a normal family routine.
During seven decades there were over 100,000 children transported via the orphan trains to new homes.
This was the greatest mass movement of children since the Children’s Crusades of the thirteenth century
and holds a unique place in American history.

THIS BAND OF HEROES. James M. McCaffrey 272 pp. Soft cover; University Press at A & M
University, Drawer C., John H. Lindsey Bldg., College Station Texas. 77843-4354.

There were five cavalry regiments that ultimately became Granbury’s Brigade. This is their complete
history. Each battle has been researched and even the non-battle aspects are covered, the imprisonment
in Illinois of enlisted men and weapons captured at the Battle of Arkansas Post and the listing of flags
and weapons of the Brigade. Sixty pages list nearly all those who served, alphabetically by company,
but there is not a master index. Also included is an excellent bibliography.

A HISTORY OF THE JACKS FAMILY OF ALABAMA, NORTH CAROLINA AND
MARYLAND: The Ancestors and Descendants of David Jacks (1795-1882). Thomas E. Jacks. 350
pp.. full name index, $33.00.

This book is the culmination of many years of research and traces the Jacks family from 1675 through
13 generations to modern times. The book describes the life of David Jacks, a pioneer Primitive Baptist
preacher from North Carolina, who settled in Alabama in the early 1800s. Many of his descendants
eventually moved to settle in Arkansas and Texas. The full-name index contains over 5,000 entries.

This is another book by Ms. Garrett dealing with families in the Indian Territory. Departing from her
usual format, the author states that this information has been compiled to help the many Cherokees living
all over the world to become aware of their rights. Instructions in the process of finding Cherokees,
making application for Tribal membership and rights as a card carrying Cherokee are the highlights of
this volume. All of Ms. Garrett’s books on tracing Cherokee Indian ancestry contain valuable
information to the anyone researching Indian ancestry.

Martin’s transcripts are outstanding and this book will be of great help to those with ancestors in Ellis
County.

This book answers the questions about what materials are available for New Mexico research and where
they may be found.

Within the next year the State Library and State Records Center and Archives will move to a new
location with an online catalog available to provide access to several Santa Fe archival collections. In
addition the New Mexico Hispanic Cultural Center in Albuquerque plan to provide a new repository
for historical and genealogical documents.

His relation to an
earlier settler, DAVID TANNAHILL, of NE Tarrant County/Denton County, is unknown., R. W. first
settled on his own pre-emption, which he patented. It is located on Live Oak Creek near its confluence
with the West Fork of the Trinity. This is where he lived in 1860 and he also acquired other surveys in
the same area. In the 1970s Tannahill's survey was owned by the STUBBS family and there was a small
airstrip thereon.
