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The Play, the Author and the Production

LAW & ERLANGER and HARRISON GREY FISKE’S pro-
duction of Edward Knoblauch’s Oriental drama “Kismet,”
with Otis Skinner in the role of Hajj the Beggar, will un-
questionably prove to be the most widely discussed event of
the present dramatic season in this city. The wide appre-
ciation of “Kismet,” and its simultaneous popularity in practically
every country in which the theatre is established, is one of the most
remarkable features in the brief history of this very remarkable play.
Mr. Knoblauch, the author, who is an American by birth and a
graduate of Harvard, became favorably known to the public as a
dramatist through his earlier plays, “The Shulamite,” “The Cottage in
the Air” and “The Faun,” and his later drama, “Milestones,” which
he wrote in collaboration with Arnold Bennett. When the idea came
to him to write an Oriental play, after the manner of the tales of “The
Arabian Nights,” though in no sense a dramatization of any one of
them, he went to Tunis and there spent six months gathering material
and studying the Oriental at first hand. When the play was completed
it was submitted to Oscar Asche, the English actor-manager, who pro-
duced it at the Garrick Theatre, London, in April, 1911. So great was
the success of the drama that it was played continuously at the Gar-
rick for a year. Meanwhile the American rights were secured by
Harrison Grey Fiske, who in company with Klaw & Erlanger, pro-
duced the play, on a magnificent scale, first in Washington and then
at the Knickerbocker Theatre, New York; beginning on Christmas
Day, 1911, what proved to be an enormously successful run of five
months. Since that time “Kismet” has been produced in France, Ger-
many, Italy and Australia.
The tale unfolded in Mr. Knoblauch’s play has the true flavor of
“The Arabian Nights,” is as rich and diversified in color as the Magic
Carpet itself, and presents in rapid succession a series of incidents that
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cover the whole range of human emotion. Yet the time of the action
is but one day—a day in ancient, romantic Baghdad; a day in the lifc
of Hajj the Beggar, who asked for alms in the name of Allah, at the
door of the Mosque of the Carpenters. Between sunrise and sunset
of that day Hajj rose from poverty to affluence; became, for the time,
the cup companion of a Wazir; was beloved by the favorite beauty of
the Wazir’s harem; was chosen to assassinate the Caliph; discovered
and killed his two enemies; was the giver of great gifts, the one most
envied anC the one most hated in all Baghdad, and in the end, when
his day was done, found himself seated again on his favorite stone at
the door of the Mnsque of the Carpenters, asking for alms in the name
of Allah.

The role of Hajj is one that is well calculated to bring into view
every phase of Mr. Skinner’s admirable art, since there is scarcely an
emotion that is not touched upon by the character during the course
of the play, and the personality of the Beggar affords a wonderful
opportunity for unique characterization. Hajj is a figure new to the
drama, and Mr. Skinner’s personification has brought to the actor new
and abundant laurels.

In presenting this story on the stage, with the ever-changing back-
ground of a variety of phases of Oriental life, a company of
seventy players is required and there are nine complete
changes of scene. The settings were designed and painted
by a group of the foremost scenic artists in America, in-
cluding Homer Emens, Walter Burridge, Gates and Mo-
range, Frank Platzer, Unitt and Wickes and Ernest Albert.
The music was composed by William Furst and is based
upon ancient Arabian musical themes. The costumes,
which are, of course, accurate as well as very rich
and elaborate, were designed by Percy Ander-
son, of London, and have been made of stuffs
brought especially for the purpose from the
Orient. Many of the accessories, too, were
obtained in the bazaars of Northern
Africa and Arabia, and some of them
are antiques that date back almost to
the period of the play. The produc-
tion in its entirety has been repeat-
edly described as a final triumph in
stage art, and it has brought to Mr.
Fiske, who personally directed
every detail of the production,
the distinction of presenting a
dramatic performance that in
acting and scenic investiture :
is almost without a flaw. i

GLORY without end and blessings incalculable upon

the heads of those who have brought forth “Kis-

rpct,” at the Knickerbocker Theatre, for the great

joy they have given me to-night! For they dis-

armed me by stealth of my puny critic’s rule and

scales and stripped me piece by piece of my futile tin armor

of reserve, and then—may their coffers swell to burst-

ing, and I, a good Socialist, pray it!—and then they so

filled me with the wonder wine of their “Kismet”

that I became gloriously, shamelessly, exultingly drunk!

Drunk with its gorgeous color, gold, riot and crusted splendor

of its Oriental settings! Drunk with playing that richer than life as

wine is richer than water! Drunk with rhetoric that glowed with the

pure gold of poetry and with imagination that had the fire of the

sun, the magic and glamour of the moonlight and the fertility

of Mother Earth herself! With a crammed theatre full of

others, I became as drunk with imagination and joy

2 as a Mussulman at a vision of Paradise! And I glory

in my shame—if shame it be—and I will send this publish-

ing of my shame before the cold light of morning and reason
lay their clammy hands of reserve upon me!

For consider what I have seen. Seated in a Broadway
theatre I have seen silver and golden domes of mosques and
minarets gleaming in sunlight, sunset and moonlight.
I have seen bazaars swarming with life, dizzying with

color and deafening with sounds; palaces and harems
straight from the Araby of Imagination and dungeons
such as childhood bending over the “Arabian Nights”
never pictured. Beggars in rags clamored and fought,
princes in samite lorded regally over cringing subjects,

wizards performed their magic, houris disported themselves in palatial
baths, jugglers showed off their skill, lutes and dulcimers played, lov-
ers sang their passion, soldiers clashed their scimiters, mobs hurled
imprecations—till the intoxicated senses simply rioted and reveled.

Came then Edward Knoblauch, the playwright—his name
should have been Haroun-al-Raschid—and performed
a miracle. By means of some little marks which he
had written from the well of his fancy on dry paper, he
so filled our imagination and our pulses that all the
clamor on the senses outside thinned down to an irides-
cent film in the consciousness, while our hearts tightened
and swelled as Knoblauch played on them. Ten gorgeous
scenes, each as full of the strong meat of drama as f
the Hybla combs were full of honey! There was
care-free beggary raised in a trice to dazzling wealth
with imminent death as the price. There was
hatred so bitter, and there was love so tender and
deep that each faced death eagerly for its sake.

\
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There was exulting triumph suddenly strangled to death by cne seem-
ingly vanquished enemy. There was lust at the moment of satiation
quenched in blood and drowned in perfumed baths.

" "And the whole was woven most wonderfully into one perfect,
flawless tale, as perfect as a priceless Oriental praying rug. The story
hurried breathlessly, yet how smoothly, from climax to climax, enough
of them to fill a library of plays, with a prodigality of tremendous
emotional scenes that was astounding. Each scene was an act, each
act a play in itself if wealth of dramatic material is a measure. And
yet the whole action was packed into the space of a single day,
and the character at the center only a lusty beggar, Hajj. The
glai began with his snore at dawn and ended with his snore at

ark.

Rich as his fancy and his invention is Knoblauch's diction. It
has fire and glow and music in it. It has the same opulent, intoxi-
cating quality that flowed in the lines of the Elizabethan dramatists
from Marlowe to Shakespeare. It is literature itself.

And then to crown the glory of setting and play came Otis Skin-
ner in the title role of Hajj, the beggar. As Hajj he had to beg,
cajole, fight, cringe, curse, plead for his life, exult, weep, pray to
man, woiaen and prophet; to make passionate love while death lurked
in the waver of the silken hangings, to use guile and wile, to bully
and to murder, to jest and to lie, to grovel and to triumph. And he
did it all. And his triumph was. as clean and as decisive as the crack
of a whip. His gesture and his carriage, whether in rags or in silks
was the incarnation of romance and the whole gamut of passioné
themselves. His face gleamed so with every emotion that it could
have told the whole story without the aid of words or voice. But,
praises be, his voice was there, a rich note like an organ’s, ex-
cept that never did organ reed sound so many different cadences
and melodies to the tune of the heart’s playing as his did. Amer-

ica’s greatest romantic actor is Otis Skinner, and

very good, indeed, were the rest of the very nu-
merous cast down to the little negro boys who
scurried about in the bazaar scene. Most excel-
lently well has Harrison Grey Fiske done, who pro-
duced and managed the whole production.

Tt is estimated there are, perhaps, as
many as 1000 traveling theatrical. com-
panies in the TUnited States. This in-
cludes everything that can be considered
strictly professional companies, to say
nothing of the countless amateur organi-
zations. Of the strictly theatrical or-
ganizations it is safe to presume that the
average receipts per night for the 1000
companies is $400 each. At seven' per-
formances per week for each company the
weekly average, as will be seen,. would
be $2800. The average theatrical sea-
son 18 forty weeks. Thé entire 1000 com-
panies, witk average nightly receipts of
$400 would produce weekly receipts at
seven performances per week amounting
to $2,800,000. This multiplied by forty,
the number of weeks in a season, would
yield gross receipts amounting to $112.-
000,000. From the above estimates some
idea ean be formed of what the Ameri-
can people spend annually for amuse-
ments by companies which are known as
strictly professional. Thousands of dol-
lars are also spent with amateur theatri-
cal organization and lecture bureaus,
