catalyst for the Gaylord Texan Resort, 
Great Wolf Lodge, Embassy Suites, Bass 
Pro Shops, Grapevine Mills, and Merlin 
Entertainments attractions to name a few. 

Mr. McCallum implemented the New 
Vintage Wine and Art Festival, Butterfly 
Flutterby,  Christmas Capital of Texas, 
North Pole Express, Grapevine Heritage 
Foundation, Grapevine Wine Pouring                  
Society, and the Dirty Dozen.

Question: What did President Franklin D. Roosevelt do in                           
November of 1939 to help the economy?  
 

Answer:  In November 1939, during the Great Depression, Franklin D.  
Roosevelt ordered that Thanksgiving be celebrated one week                     
earlier than usual, thereby extending the Christmas Shopping Season.  

Senior citizens and individuals living 
with intellectual and developmental disabil-
ities often miss out on artistic endeavors 
where they can let their creativity blossom. 
Arts Council Northeast helps achieve this 
experience through a program called Art 

on Wheels. Arts Council’s professional                
artists visit facilities in North Tarrant 
County and guide students with step-by-
step instructions. Participants may work on 
a traced canvas or create their artwork. 
With each session, students unleash their 
inner artist and create something of their 
own. By the end of the session, everyone 
has a work of art they have created them-
selves to treasure for a lifetime! Canvas, 
paints, brushes, and easels are all                          
provided, and no previous art experience                   
is necessary. This program allows the              
seniors to be inspired and engaged.   

During this program, we have observed 
remarkable changes in socialization,                      
energy, moods, self-esteem, and overall 
health. Some students have had to deal with 
life-threatening diseases (while in our Art 
on Wheels program) such as cancer, Park-
inson's, dementia and Alzheimer’s, and 
each has shown remarkable strength of 
character. Art has given them the medium 
and attitude that shows them they can be 
successful in all things, even the trials of 
life.   

Arts Council Northeast is dedicated to 
bringing arts-focused programs to the  

communities of North Tarrant and South-
ern Denton Counties. For 44 years, Arts 
Council Northeast has accomplished its 
mission by providing grants, information, 
and assistance to artists, arts organizations, 
and the general public.

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  Welcome to our series “Northeast Tarrant County Cities,” where we’ll share information about one of the cities located in Precinct 3 in 
each newsletter. It’s impossible to share everything on one page that makes a city great, but we hope to scratch the surface on what makes 
each city a great place to live, work, and play.  
   

  Northeast Tarrant County is home to 16 municipalities in one of the most urbanized regions in the State of Texas. Commissioner Fickes, 
along with Tarrant County, partners with many entities, including our cities. With these partnerships, our communities continue to thrive via 
road projects, economic development, public health services, public safety, and emergency management.  

R ichland Hills, Texas, encompasses approximately 3.9 
square miles in Northeast Tarrant County. Bordering the 
northeast corner of Fort Worth, the city is less than 20 miles 
from the Dallas/Fort Worth International Airport, less than 15 
miles to downtown Fort Worth and less than 30 miles to 
downtown Dallas. Easy access is provided to State Highway 
183, State Highway 121, and State Highway 26, via Interstate 
820.  

 

Railroad access is currently available to the city's largest 
industrial park and commuter rail connects Richland Hills to 
downtown Fort Worth and Dallas. The city also provides  
comprehensive transit service for senior citizens and anyone 
with disabilities or mobility impairments. This service will 
take residents to Fort Worth, North Richland Hills, Hurst, and 
several other areas in Northeast Tarrant County and operates 
Monday through Saturday. 

 
The City of Richland Hills strives to maintain an exemplary 

quality of life, and makes protecting the health, safety, and 
welfare of Richland Hills resident a priority. There is a sense 
of pride for those living in Richland Hills and by the                         
community organizations that serve this area.  

 

Residents enjoy five parks located throughout the                              
community, including the newest park located just outside                  
of the new recreation center. The Link is a multipurpose                 
community facility that offers fitness equipment, public                       
meeting spaces, a game area, and specialized programs and  
activities for all ages, including the Senior Citizens Program.     

 

The public library is a popular attraction for all ages to enjoy 
programs such as Storytime for preschoolers, the Summer 
Reading Program, and adults can enjoy the Richland Hills 
Literary Society Book Club.  

 

The Richland Hills Police Department is committed to 
achieving community engagement with the citizens by                
forming partnerships, being transparent, and inclusive in                 
their policing models and standards.  

 

The Richland Hills Fire Department consists of 15                    
personnel in Operations and the Fire Chief/Fire Marshal.                   
Operations personnel work 48 hours on duty/96 hours off duty 
with each shift having five personnel, including a Captain, 
engineer, and three firefighters. Personnel are all trained as an 
EMT or a Paramedic. The fire station is staffed 24 hours a 
day.  

 

Richland Hills is located within the Birdville Independent 
School District and is home to two elementary schools and 
one middle school. Birdville ISD is one of the largest school 
districts in Northeast Tarrant County with more than 23,500 
students. The District’s 33 campuses serve the community of 
Richland Hills and portions of Colleyville, Fort Worth, 
Haltom City, Hurst, North Richland Hills, and Watauga.

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An Historic Moment In Time 
John Peter Smith 

the early 1880s he had amassed city lots 
valued at more than $50,000 and thousands 
of acres of land. He was reported to be the 
largest landowner in Fort Worth. 

Several times Smith was urged to accept 
a nomination for governor of Texas, but he 
continually refused, saying that he pre-
ferred to pursue his personal interests. 
Smith donated many acres to the city for 
improvements, including land for the  
Oakwood, Calvary and Trinity cemeteries 
and for several parks, churches and hospi-
tals, one of which still carries his name — 
John Peter Smith Hospital. 

Smith died April 11, 1901, in St. Louis 
while on a promotional trip for Fort Worth. 
Reportedly, the cause of death was blood 
poisoning contracted following a robbery 
and assault outside his hotel. He was buried 
at Oakwood Cemetery on Fort Worth’s  
north side. The citizens of the city honored 
him by erecting the John Peter Smith                     
Monument, a marble bust near St. Patrick’s 
Cathedral on land donated by Smith. 

John Peter Smith (1831-1901) arrived 
in Fort Worth in 1853 and decided to 
make it his home. 

In January 1854, Smith obtained an old 
army hospital that was abandoned, which 
he later established as the first private 
school in the city. Tuition was five                    
dollars per month with the parents 
providing room and board for the teacher.  

Following service in the Civil War, he 
returned home to begin his career as a 
lawyer and to deal in real estate. Smith 
owned 1,000 acres of land in Tarrant 
County in 1865 and quickly rose to prom-
inence in Fort Worth society. Within five 
years he had doubled his holdings, and by

Cold Weather Safety  

If you are like most people, you feel cold now and 
then during the winter months. What you may not 
know is that just being really cold can make you sick. 
Older adults can lose body heat fast—faster than 

when they were young. Changes in your body that come with 
aging can make it harder for you to be aware of getting cold. A 
big chill can turn into a dangerous problem before an older per-
son even knows what's happening. Doctors call this serious prob-
lem hypothermia. 

 

What Is Hypothermia? 
Hypothermia is what happens when your body temperature gets 

very low. For an older person, a body temperature of 95°F or 
lower can cause many health problems, such as a heart attack, 
kidney problems, liver damage, or worse. 

Being outside in the cold, or even being in a very cold house, 
can lead to hypothermia. Try to stay away from cold places, and 
pay attention to how cold it is where you are. You can take steps 
to lower your chance of getting hypothermia. 

Keep Warm Inside - Set heat to at least 68-70°F. 

Bundle Up on Windy, Cold Days 

Be Aware of Illness, Medicines, and Cold Weather 
• Some illnesses make it harder for your body to stay warm such 

as Thyroid, Diabetes, Memory Loss.  
• Some medicines and not being active affect body heat.  

Talk to your doctor about any health problems and medicines 
that can make hypothermia a special problem for you. Your doc-
tor can help you find ways to prevent hypothermia.

Your local Area Agency on Aging, senior center or social                 
service agency may have information on these programs. You
