These are exciting days in the Elections 

Administration Department of Tarrant 

County, with new things coming your way. 

Some changes we started rolling out last 

year, and as more are put in place, you will 

hopefully see they all feed into each other.  

We started by adding electronic poll 

books to our check-in process; by doing 

this, we eliminated a bottleneck in the 

check-in process. So far, your feedback  

has been positive. Last month we took the 

next step and bought new voting machines.  

Starting this November, you will vote in a 

Hybrid system: you will first come up to a 

touchscreen to make your choices, and 

when you are done, the machine will print 

out your choices on your ballot. You will 

then be able to review your ballot before 

you go to a separate machine, a scanner, to 

insert it and have it counted and deposited 

in the ballot box. From now on, every voter 

in Tarrant County will have a paper trail 

and will vote the same way, whether it’s 

during Early Voting or on Election Day.  

Our last change is yet to be approved by  

the Secretary of State. We applied for the  
 

 

Vote Centers program the day after we 

purchased the voting machines. If the SOS 

approves our application, you will be able 

to vote at any location in the county on 

election day.  

I highly encourage you to visit our                       

website and to find us on Facebook 

(@TarrantCountyElections) and Twitter 

(@tarrantelection). We are working                     

very hard to make voting easier, more  

convenient, and more accessible. But           

ultimately, we need you to cast your            

ballot to make it all worth it. Mark your 

calendars, Early Voting starts October 21 

and Election Day is November 5.

Question: Things you might not have known about Sam Houston... 
 
Answer:  Sam Houston’s record of public service is long, all the more impressive since it was 
accomplished with minimal education. An abbreviated view of his life reveals that in 1818 he 
began studying law on his own in Nashville, Tennessee. After a few months, he opened a law 
office in Lebanon, Tennessee, and that same year was elected district attorney for the Nashville 
district. He was appointed adjutant general with the rank of colonel, and in 1821 he was elected to 
the rank of major general. Houston was seated in the United States Congress without opposition 
in 1823 and re-elected in 1825. Two years later, he became governor of Tennessee, and in 1829 
Houston was granted citizenship into the Cherokee Nation and served as Indian Agent to the U.S. 
in Washington. In 1835, after moving to Texas, Houston was elected major general in the Texas 
army. He was a signer of the Texas Declaration of Independence from Mexico and commander-in
-chief of the Texas army. In 1836 Houston was elected president of the Republic of Texas and 
was re-elected in 1841. He also represented Texas in the U.S. Senate for fourteen years. Houston 
was also Governor of Texas. Whew! All this was accomplished in spite of the fact that Houston’s 
only formal education was a few terms in neighborhood schools.

These are the words seen by the thousands 
that drive by the sign at Cross City Church 
in Euless. More than just a slogan, this is 
the heart of the church. On any Sunday, 
you'll find a group of authentic, welcoming 
people who genuinely care about the com-
munity. Their focus is simple - help the real 
people around them find real hope and                
experience real life. 
  
From its launch in 1904, the church has 
cared for the people that live in the                      
community and beyond. Many community-
focused organizations have launched from 
its membership, including national                       
non-profits that partner with apartment 
complexes and school districts. Among the 
most active in this community is 6 Stones. 
Started ten years ago through the leadership 
of Pastor John Meador, 6 Stones has been a 

catalyst of hope. It has provided food, 
clothing, school supplies, and Christmas 
gifts for thousands in the community. And, 

through Communi-
ty-Powered Revi-
talization, 6 Stones 
volunteers from 
businesses, 
churches, cities, 
and other organi-
zations have 
helped repair  
over 600 homes. 
  

In recent years, the church has taken even 
more forward-thinking steps to become 
more accessible to people in and around 
Tarrant County while remaining rooted in 
Euless. Responding to the rapid growth in 
Northwest Tarrant County, the church 
launched a satellite campus at Byron                   
Nelson High School in Trophy Club.                   
Further, the church is embarking on its 
most ambitious project to date. 
  

In June, Cross City voted to begin a major 
project that will transform the Euless Cam-
pus. The scope includes a new commons 
area for welcoming guests that will include 
a coffee shop and an indoor playscape for 
kids. Also included 
is a new building for 
kids and students, as 
well as accessibility 
enhancements for                  
senior adults. It's all 
part of the continu-
ing effort to be a 
place where all are                       
welcome.  
  
"We want to be a 
place that offers real hope to our communi-
ty," says Pastor John Meador. "We believe 
that it starts with caring for the people 
around us."

  Welcome to our series “Northeast Tarrant County Cities” where we’ll share information about one of the cities located in Precinct 3 in 
each newsletter. It’s impossible to share everything on one page that makes a city great, but we hope to scratch the surface on what makes 
each city a great place to live, work, and play.  
   

  Northeast Tarrant County is home to 16 municipalities in one of the most urbanized regions in the State of Texas. Commissioner Fickes, 
along with Tarrant County, partners with many entities, including our cities. With these partnerships, our communities continue to thrive via 
road projects, economic development, public health services, public safety, and emergency management.  

B edford Texas, located in Northeast Tarrant                   
County, is a vibrant community and home to more than 
49,000  residents. Nestled in the heart of the mid-cities, 
Bedford is just a few minutes away from the DFW Interna-
tional Airport, and about 13 miles northeast of downtown 
Fort Worth and 20 miles west of Dallas.  

 
Bedford takes pride in offering the best quality of life               

for their residents. They offer a wide range of exciting 
community events throughout the year, creating lasting 
memories for years to come. Residents and visitors can 
enjoy Bedford’s trademark, 3-day event, the Blues & BBQ 
Festival or one of the numerous parks located throughout 
the city.  

 
The public library is a popular attraction for all ages,                 

including Storytime for preschoolers and toddlers. Teen-                
focused opportunities include programs selected by                    
their peers; the Teen Action Council, including online              
tutoring, math homework help, movies and gaming night, 
to mention a few. Adults can enjoy music, art and numer-
ous other clubs offered throughout the year. Other special 
events, as well as having an expansive collection of print 
and digital materials can be enjoyed.  

 
The Bedford Police Department employs 85 full-time               

officers, 55 full-time civilian employees and 48 volunteers 
in Police Service (VIPS). Their Mission Statement reads 
“The Bedford Police Department and it's members believe 
in the dignity and worth of all people. They are committed 
to: providing high quality community-oriented policing                  
services with sensitivity; protecting constitutional rights; 
problem solving; teamwork; openness; planning for the 
future; and providing leadership to the police profession. 

    
The Fire Department is fully paid with 66 sworn                 

personnel. Equipped with an Emergency Operations                  
Division, Swift Water Rescue Team, NEFDA Hazardous 
Materials Response Team, and Emergency Medical                    
Services. Their Mission Statement reads "To save lives, 
meet the community's needs through service before self  
and to safeguard the quality of life for all." 

 
Hurst-Euless-Bedford (HEB) School District is                          

the primary school district serving the City of Bedford.      
With more than 22,834 students, HEB ISD is rich                     
with diversity, which gives the district a distinctly                   
international flavor. Students come from homes where 
more than 60 different native languages are spoken.

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   To date, more than 2,200 local nonprofits and multi-county events and                   
service projects are set to power the nation’s largest community-wide giving                      
day, North Texas Giving Day, on September 19th.   

 
    Communities Foundation of Texas’ 11th annual North Texas Giving Day  

is back September 9-19, 2019 with ten days of scheduled giving and free public 
events and service projects in Arlington, Dallas, Denton, Plano, McKinney, and 
Richardson. More than 2,200 North  Texas nonprofits are already registered to 
participate and hail from the 20 eligible counties including Collin, Cooke, Dallas, 
Denton, Ellis, Erath, Fannin, Grayson, Hood, Hunt, Johnson, Kaufman, Montague, 
Navarro, Palo Pinto, Parker, Rockwall, Somervell, Tarrant, and Wise.  

  "Last year we participated in North Texas Giving Day for the first time and raised almost $10,000 in one day! These funds will                  
be used to build our dream of a new, larger facility so we can continue serving kids from hard places for years to come," says Sandy 
Barber, executive director of Fannin County Children's Center, a nonprofit participating in giving day again this year.”  

Katherine Krause, CEO of Visiting Nurse Association, shared that from donations they received on giving day last year, they raised 
nearly $200,000 from 558 supporters. “The funds raised were able to provide 25,000 homebound seniors with Meals on Wheels and 16 
hospice care patients with charitable care.”  

Since the event began, it has raised $240 million for thousands of nonprofits in the entire 20-county North Texas region. Last year 
alone, $48 million was raised through more than 157,000 gifts benefiting 2,700 local nonprofits.     

“North Texas Giving Day brings the entire community together—from families and students to civic leaders and company                
volunteers—all to celebrate the work of our region’s wonderful nonprofits,” said Susan Swan Smith, Chief Giving Day Officer at                 
Communities Foundation of Texas. “Everyone can be a philanthropist on North Texas Giving Day. Your dollars go further with bonus 
funds and prizes, and our easy-to-use website allows you to give back efficiently and effectively to the causes nearest and dearest to 
your heart.”
