Because Gill does
not receive funding from local, state
or federal agencies, we are able to
work quickly to meet the needs of
children who come to us for assistance.

our office: 555 Hemphill Street, Suite
200 in Fort Worth; anytime Monday-
Friday 8:30 am - 3:30 pm. No appoint-
ment necessary. Our office is located
on Bus Line 1 in the Tarrant County
Medical Society building at the corner
of Hemphill and Pennsylvania. Appli-
cations are available in English and
Spanish and our bilingual team is able
to assist families through the applica-
tion process.

Some of the services Gill provides
are birth certificates, summer school
assistance, and oral health care. A
birth certificate costs $23 and often-
times families need this document to
enroll their child in school, apply for
CHIP/Medicaid, food stamps, and/or
housing. Then there is the child who
struggled to gain the skills necessary to

advance to the next grade level and
their family cannot afford to send them
to summer school. Finally, Gill helps
more than 500 children a year receive
oral health treatment for emergency
dental needs. However, Gill assists
with many other services. Families are
encouraged to call if they cannot find
assistance for an unmet need and have
exhausted all other resources.

For any organization 34 years is an
achievement, but for a nonprofit, it
clearly represents the need in our com-
munity for our services. Gill Chil-
dren’s Services has provided assistance
to over 50,000 children in Tarrant
County and we have never turned a
child away where we were their last
resort.

An Historic Moment in Time
Richland Hills Historical Society

The Richland Hills Historical
Society was formed by a group of

twelve charter members interested

in the preservation and perpetuation of the
history of the City of Richland Hills. The
society’s constitution was written in 2004
and by-laws were written and adopted in
2008.

Quarterly meetings were conducted in
the conference room at the city library for
several years. With the desire to secure a
permanent home for the society’s func-

tions, an impassioned plea was made to the
city council to save one of the oldest
1950’s service station buildings scheduled
for demolition. The council agreed to lease
the building to the society with the purpose
of its use being a visitor’s center, a meeting
area for the society, and the location for a
proposed museum. An intensive
ongoing battle against accumulat-
ed grease and grime, structural
deterioration and years of neglect
finally resulted in the original Sin-
clair service station, located at
6724 Baker Boulevard, meeting code re-
quirements and inspection for a Certificate
of Occupancy.

The museum and the city complex build-
ings are situated on land once owned by
early Tarrant County settlers. An eclectic
collection of documents and memorabilia
reflect on the city’s 1950°s era of origin,
the city government and its elected leaders

and on the lifestyles and livelihoods of our
citizens as well as those of the earlier resi-
dents. It continues as “a work in progress.”
